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Marking the Release of a Special Issue of
Cartography and Geoinformation on the 70th
Emer. Miljenko Lapaine

Birthday of Prof.

The Croatian Cartographic So-
ciety in cooperation with the Fac-
ulty of Geodesy of the University of
Zagreb organized a ceremony mar-
king the release of a special issue of
Kartografija i geoinformacije / Carto-
graphy and Geoinformation (Vol. 21,
No. izv. / spec.) on 1 February 2023,
at the Faculty of Geodesy of the
University of Zagreb. A special edi-
tion of the journal Cartography and
Geoinformation, whose editors are
Assoc. Prof. Marina Vili¢i¢ and Prof.
Emer. Nedjeljko Francula, was

published in the printed edition in
January 2023 on the occasion of the
70th birthday of Prof. Emer.
Miljenko Lapaine, Croatian carto-
grapher, respected member of the
world cartographic community and
award holder of the International
Cartographic Society's ICA Honorary
Fellowship.

Prof. Emer. Miljenko Lapaine
was born in Zagreb on 4 April 1952.
He graduated in 1976 from the Fac-
ulty of Science of the University of
Zagreb and received his PhD from

the Faculty of Geodesy at the Uni-
versity of Zagreb in 1996. In 2009, he
was elected to the position of per-
manent professor. In 2018, the Sen-
ate of the University of Zagreb
appointed him to the honorary title
of professor emeritus.

During his many years of sci-
entific and teaching work, he pub-
lished several internal scripts. He
mainly dealt with the application of
mathematics and computer science
in geodesy and cartography and the
history of cartography. He led a
dozen scientific and professional pro-
jects, participated in about a hundred
scientific and professional meetings,
published more than 1,000 papers in
proceedings and journals, he was the
editor of about 15 monographs, cata-
logues, dictionaries and memorials,
and the recipient of about 30 certific-
ates of appreciation and awards.

His love for cartography is partic-
ularly highlighted by his activities in
the Croatian Cartographic Society, of
which he is the co-founder and first
president, and in the International
Cartographic Association. He was the
long-term editor of the Cartography
and Geoinformation journal published
by the Croatian Cartographic Society.
He organized a series of consultations
that grew into international confer-
ences on cartography and geoinfor-
mation. Although he retired in the fall
of 2017, Prof. Emer. Lapaine is still an
active president of the Croatian Car-
tographic Society, writing and pub-
lishing about cartography, geodesy
and geoinformation.

Prof. emer. Miljenko Lapaine ro-
den je u Zagrebu 4. travnja 1952. Di-
plomirao je 1976. godine na Prirodo-
slovno-matematickom fakultetu Sve-
uciliSta u Zagrebu, a doktorirao na
Geodetskom fakultetu Sveudilista u
Zagrebu 1996. godine. U zvanje redo-
vitog profesora u trajnom zvanju iza-
bran je 2009. godine. Senat SveuciliSta
u Zagrebu imenovao ga je 2018. godine
u podasno zvanje professor emeritus.

Tijekom svog  dugogodiSnjeg
znanstveno-nastavnog rada objavio je
nekoliko internih skripata, pretezno
se bavio primjenom matematike i ra-
Cunalnih znanosti u geodeziji i karto-
grafiji, povije$¢u kartografije, vodio je
desetak znanstvenih i stru¢nih proje-
kata, sudjelovao je na stotinjak znan-
stveno-stru¢nih skupova, objavio je
viSe od 1000 radova u zbornicima ra-
dova i ¢asopisima, bio je urednik 15-ak

monografija, kataloga, rje¢nika i spo-
menica te dobitnik 30-ak zahvalnica i

priznanja.

Njegova ljubav prema kartografiji
posebno se istice djelovanjem u Hr-
vatskom kartografskom drustvu, &iji je
suosnivac i prvi predsjednik, te u Me-
dunarodnom kartografskom drustvu.
Bio je dugogodi$nji urednik ¢asopisa
Kartografija i geoinformacije kojeg izdaje
Hrvatsko kartografsko drustvo. Orga-
nizirao je niz savjetovanja koja su pre-
rasla u medunarodne konferencije o
kartografiji i geoinformacijama. lako
je od jeseni 2017. godine u mirovini,
prof. emer. Lapaine i dalje je aktivan
predsjednik Hrvatskog kartografskog
drustva, piSe i objavljuje na temu kar-
tografije, geodezije i geoinformacija.
