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Contemporary Cartography at the
International Map Exhibition

Paris, 3-8 July 2011

The International Map Exhibition was
organized at the 25th International Car-
tographic Conference (ICA), which was
held from July 3 to July 8, 2011 in Paris in
France. Countries members of the Inter-
national Cartographic Association were
invited to participate. Croatian cartogra-
phy was successfully introduced at the
previous conferences held in Cologne,
Barcelona, Stockholm, Ottawa, Beijing,
Durban, A Corufia, Moscow and Chile.
Thus were photomap of Velika Gorica
(Ottawa 1999) and photomap of Upper
Town of Zagreb (Beijing 2001) awarded
for excellence in the category of maps
of towns and in category of maps for
recreation and orientation, respectively.

A competition for the selection of
maps for the Republic of Croatia was
carried out by the Croatian Cartographic
Society. Applications for the exhibition
lasted until February 10, 2011, and all
kinds of maps and other cartographic
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representations in the digital or analogue
form published between January 2009
and January 2011, could be applied. The
selection of maps that have participated
at the International Cartographic Exhibi-
tion were conducted by the Commission
of Croatian Cartographic Society consist-
ing of Prof. Dr. Miljenko Lapaine, Prof. Dr.
Stanislav Frange$, Ivan Landek, MSc,
Robert Paj, grad. eng., Pejo Bro€i¢, grad.
eng. and Martina Triplat Horvat, grad.
eng. Authors and publishers sent their
maps, and the Committee selected 15
of 16 representations to be sent to the
Paris exhibition.

Pariz, 3—8. srpnja 2011.

U sklopu 25. medunarodne karto-
grafske konferencije koja je odrzana od
3. do 8. srpnja 2011. u Parizu u Francu-
skoj, odrzana je i Medunarodna izloz-
ba karata. Drzave ¢lanice Medunarod-
noga kartografskog drustva pozvane su
na sudjelovanje na izlozbi. Na prethod-
nim konferencijama u Kolnu, Barceloni,
Stockholmu, Ottawi, Pekingu, Durbanu,
A Corufii, Moskvi i Cileu hrvatska se kar-
tografija uspjeSno predstavila. Tako su
fotokarta Velika Gorica (u Ottawi 1999)
i fotokarta Gornji grad, Zagreb (u Pekin-
gu 2001) nagradene za izvrsnost u ka-
tegoriji karata gradova, odnosno rekre-
acijskih i orijentacijskih karata.

Hrvatsko kartografsko drustvo prove-
lo je natjeCaj za odabir karata za Repu-
bliku Hrvatsku.
