The Austrian Cartographic Commis-
sion (Osterreichische Kartographische
Kommission — OKK) of the Austrian
Geographic Society (Osterreichische
Geographische Gesellschaft — OGG),
as the national representative body for
scientific and practical cartography, has
celebrated its 50th anniversary.

Since its establishment in 1961, the
OKK has been led, both scientifically and
in the organisational sense, by cartogra-
phy experts from the University of Vienna
Institute for Geography and Regional
Development (Institut fiir Geographie
und Regionalforschung der Universitat
Wien): E. Arnberger (1965-1985), F.
Mayer (1985-1995), I. Kretschmer
(1995-2007) and W. Kainz (from 2007).
The OKK has around 140 members, and
its activities are divided between the fol-
lowing working groups:

1. Education and life-long learning
Basic cartography issues
Cartography and GIS technology
Thematic and educational cartography
Mountain cartography

Cartography and remote sensing

Cartography and toponymy
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History of cartography

The OKK publishes Wiener Schriften
zur Geographie und Kartographie. It has
issued 20 volumes, from 1988 to the
present day. The last, 20th volume is
dedicated to the 50th anniversary of the
OKK (50 Jahre Osterreichische Kartog-
raphische Kommission, Jubilaumsband
zum Festsymposium, 10-11 November
2011). This volume was edited by W.
Kainz, K. Krizand A. Riedl. Itis dedicated
to Ingrid Kretschmer, professor and long-
time president of the OKK, and contains
30 chapters on 280 pages. The publica-
tion is a source of much information on
the development of the OKK and Austrian
cartography.

A celebratory two-day symposium
was held on 10 and 11 November 2011,
organised by the Department of Cartog-
raphy and Geoinformation of the Institute
for Geography and Regional Develop-
ment. The first day of the symposium

was held in the premises of the Austrian
Academy of Sciences in Vienna.

The conference was opened with
speeches by the President of the OKK,
Prof. Wolfgang Kainz, the President of
the OGG, Prof. Christian Staudacher,
and the President of the Austrian Society
for Geodesy and Geoinformation (Oster-
reichische Gesellschaft fiir Vermessung
und Geoinformation), Gert Steinkellner.
W. Kainz then gave a presentation on the
development of the OKK, and Prof. Fer-
jan Ormeling gave a key address on the
international position of the Commission.

After a break for lunch, lectures fol-
lowed on the theory and methodology of
cartography, cartographic technologies,
topographic cartography and moun-
tain cartography, old atlases, Austrian
educational cartography, the relation-
ship between thematic cartography and
geodesign, and on modern globes.

On the evening of the same day,
the publisher Ed. Holzel celebrated 150
years of Kozenn's Atlas'. The next day,
visits were arranged to the Bundesamt
far Eich- und Vermessungswesen, Vien-
naGIS — Magistrat der Stadt Wien, Institut
flr Geographie und Regionalforschung
— Hyperglobus and the Globenmuseum
der Osterreichischen Nationalbibliothek.

| will end this short report with the
final sentence spoken by the President
of the OKK, Prof. Wolfgang Kainz, “The
goals of the OKK must be the exten-
sion of expert services, an increase in
membership and the establishment of
an independent, Austrian cartographic
society”. We offer our congratulations to
the OKK on its golden jubilee and wish
it success in the swift achievement of its
declared aims.

Austrijsko kartografsko povjeren-
stvo (Osterreichische Kartographische
Kommission — OKK) Austrijskoga geo-
grafskog drustva (Osterreichische Geo-
graphische Gesellschaft— OGG) kao na-
cionalni predstavnik znanstvene i prak-
ticne kartografije proslavilo je 50. obljet-
nicu postojanja.

Od osnivanja 1961. znanstveno i or-
ganizacijski OKK su vodili struénjaci za
kartografiju Instituta za geografiju i regi-
onalni razvoj Sveucili§ta u Becu (Institut
fur Geographie und Regionalforschung
der Universitat Wien): E. Arnberger
(1965-1985), F. Mayer (1985-1995), I.
