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History of

the Croatian Cartographic Society

On the Occasion of the 10th Anniversary

Ten years ago, on 10 October 2001,
to be precise, the Croatian Cartographic
Society (CCS) was founded as a result of
a decision adopted at the founding meet-
ing. The CCS is a professional associa-
tion of cartographers and other persons
with a particular interest in cartography
and related fields. On the occasion of the
10th anniversary, on 10 October 2011,
a special annual assembly was held,
attended by the Society's members,
the Dean of the Faculty of Geodesy,
representing the host body, the Director
of the State Geodetic Administration, the
Director of the Hydrographic Institute of
the Republic of Croatia, a representative
of the Croatian Chamber of Authorised
Geodetic Engineers, the President of the
Croatian Geodetic Society, the Director of
the Institute of Photogrammetry d.d., the
President of the Board of Geofoto d.o.o.
and other invited guests. The distin-
guished guests addressed the assembly
and congratulated the CCS on its tenth
anniversary, wishing it further success
in its work.

On that occasion we would like to
remind the reader about the beginnings
and development of gathering profes-
sionals in cartography in Croatia.

Section for Cartography

of the Union of Geodetic
Engineers and Surveyors of
Yugoslavia

When writing about the predeces-
sors of the contemporary Croatian
Cartographic Society, it should be
noted that on March 2, 1878, a group
of 35 Croatian experts established the
Club of Engineers and Architects (Klub
inZinirah i arhitektah), which was the
forerunner of the Croatian Engineering
Union (Hrvatski inZenjerski savez). The
Croatian Engineering Union has existed
ever since and currently includes 27
professional associations with about
10 000 engineers. One of its members is
the Croatian Geodetic Society (Hrvatsko
geodetsko drustvo), of which the Section
for Cartography was a part.

There is another date worth noting,
November 20, 1952, and the conference
of geodesy association delegates held in
Belgrade, where a proposal was made
to establish a Union of Geodetic Engi-
neers and Surveyors of the Federative
National Republic of Yugoslavia (FNRY).
However, the name in the statute was the
FNRY Union of Geodetic Associations.
It was not until the second congress in
Ohrid in 1957 that the name Union of
Geodetic Engineers and Surveyors of
Yugoslavia (Savez geodetskih inZenjera
i geometara Jugoslavije — SGIGJ) was
accepted (Kapovi¢ 2003).

The first Cartographic Conference
organised by the SGIGJ was held in
Belgrade from February 19 to February
21,1959. Fifteen papers were presented,
and the Geokarta Institute for Cartogra-
phy mounted a map exhibition (Jankovi¢
1959).

Pursuant to the 1963 Statute of the
SGIGJ, the Section for Cartography
(Sekcija za kartografiju) was established
in 1964. According to its Rules of Proce-
dure, it was concerned with:

O Establishing the most favourable
conditions for keeping track of sci-
entific achievements in the country
and abroad in the field of cartography
and the application of those achieve-
ments in practice

0 Advancing and popularising cartog-
raphy

U Exchanging experiences with other
similar cartographic organisations in
the country and abroad

U Advancing collaboration with institu-
tions and organisations concerned
with cartographic activities (*** 1964).

During the International Geographic
Congress held in London, July 21-28,
1964, the Second General Assembly
of the International Cartographic As-
sociation (ICA) was also held. Yugoslav
delegates were also present as observ-
ers. Reporting on those conferences, .
Kreiziger advocated Yugoslavia becom-
ing a member of the ICA as soon as
possible (Krajziger 1964).
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The second Cartographic Confer-
ence was organised by the SGIGJ in
Belgrade in November 1971. It was pro-
posed that the Institute for Cartography of
the Faculty of Geodesy of the University
of Zagreb establish a commission for
cartographic terminology. The commis-
sion was not formally established, but
Institute members B. Bor€i¢, |. Kreiziger,
P. Lovri¢ and N. Francula undertook the
production of a multilingual cartographic
dictionary. Since the ICA had carried out
intensive work on the Multilingual Diction-
ary of Technical Terms in Cartography,
in 1972 the president of the ICA Com-
mission II: Definition, Classification and
Standardization of Technical Terms in
Cartography E. Meynen and its Secretary
J. Neumann were contacted and a copy
of the dictionary, which had not yet been
published, was obtained. The assess-
ment was that the dictionary represented
a first step towards the standardisation
of cartographic terminology and it was
decided that Croatian dictionary should
be based upon it as far as possible. In
addition, B. Bor¢i¢ became a correspond-
ing member of the Commission Il, and
after he died in 1977, he was replaced
by N. Francula. The dictionary was pub-
lished in 1977, with the title Multilingual
Cartographic Dictionary (Visejezi¢ni
kartografski rjecnik, BorCi¢ et al. 1977).
The results of Croatian work in Commis-
sion |l became apparent in the second
edition of the ICA multilingual dictionary,
entitled Enzyklopedisches Woérterbuch
Kartographie in 25 Sprachen, published
in 1997. The dictionary also contains
terms in Croatian (Francula 1998).

The ICA accepted Yugoslavia as a
member, represented by the SGIGJ, at
the 4th General Assembly held in Ottawa
in 1972. We have collaborated in the ICA
ever since, and have had representatives
in two of its commissions.

The third Cartographic Conference
organised by the SGIGJ was held in
Ljubljana in 1973.

A Yugoslav representative partici-
pated in the 7th International Conference
of the ICA in Madrid in 1974 (Jovanovi¢
1975, Joksi¢ 1986, Lapaine 2005).

Hrvatskoga kartografskog drustva

U povodu 10. obljetnice

Prije deset godina, to¢nije 10. listo-
pada 2001., odlukom donesenoj na osni-
vackoj skupstini, osnovano je Hrvatsko
kartografsko drustvo (HKD) — strukovna
udruga kartografa i drugih osoba koje po-
kazuju posebno zanimanje za kartogra-
fiju i srodna podrugja. Tim povodom, 10.
listopada 2011. odrzana je sve¢ana go-
diSnja skupstina, na kojoj su, osim €la-
nova drus$tva, prisustvovali dekan Geo-
detskog fakulteta u ime domacina, ravna-
telj Drzavne geodetske uprave, ravnatel;
Hrvatskoga hidrografskog instituta, pred-
stavnik Hrvatske komore ovlatenih inZe-
njera geodezije, predsjednik Hrvatskoga
geodetskog drustva, direktor Zavoda za
fotogrametriju d.d., predsjednik uprave
Geofota d.0.0. i drugi uzvanici. Uvaze-
ni gosti pozdravili su skupstinu i Cestita-
li HKD-u 10. rodendan te pozeljeli dalj-
nji uspjeSan rad.

Ovom prigodom zelimo se prisjetiti
pocetaka i razvoja okupljanja kartograf-
skih stru¢njaka u Hrvatsko;.

Sekcija za kartografiju
Saveza geodetskih inzenjera i
geometara Jugoslavije

PiSuéi o prethodnicima danasnjeg
Hrvatskoga kartografskog drustva treba
reci da je 2. ozujka 1878. skupina od 35
hrvatskih struénjaka osnovala Klub inzi-
nirah i arhitektah, koji je prethodio da-
nadnjem Hrvatskom inZenjerskom sa-
vezu. Od tada Hrvatski inZenjerski sa-
vez (HIS) postoji i djeluje kontinuirano
i danas okuplja 27 strukovnih udruga s
desetak tisuca inZzenjera. Jedna od tih
Clanica je i Hrvatsko geodetsko drustvo
(HGD) u sklopu kojega je djelovala i Sek-
cija za kartografiju.

Nasalje, treba spomenuti jo$ jedan
vazan datum. Na konferenciji delegata
druStava geodeta iz svih republika 20.
studenoga 1952. u Beogradu je predlo-
Zeno da se osnuje Savez geodetskih in-
Zenjera i geometara FNR Jugoslavije.
Medutim, u statut je uSao naziv Savez
geodetskih drustava FNRJ. Tek na II.
kongresu u Ohridu 1957. prihvaéen je na-
ziv Savez geodetskih inZzenjera i geome-
tara Jugoslavije (SGIGJ) (Kapovi¢ 2003).

Prvo Savjetovanje o kartografiji
koje je organizirao SGIGJ odrzano je u

Beogradu od 19. do 21. oZujka 1959. i na
njemu je podneseno 15 referata, a Za-
vod za kartografiju Geokarta priredio je
uspjelu izlozbu svojih kartografskih rado-
va (Jankovi¢ 1959).

Na osnovi statuta SGIGJ-a iz 1963.
godine osnovana je 1964. u okviru
SGIGJ-a Sekcija za kartografiju. Prema
poslovniku Sekcije ona je radila:

O na ostvarenju najpovoljnijih uvjeta
za pracenje znanstvenih dostignuca
u zemlji i inozemstvu na polju karto-
grafije te primjeni tih dostignu¢a u
praksi

U na unapredenju i popularizaciji kar-
tografije

U na razmjeni iskustava s drugim
sliénim organizacijama za kartografiju
u zemlji i inozemstvu

U na unapredenju suradnje s ustano-
vama i organizacijama koje se bave
kartografskom djelatno$¢éu (*** 1964).

Za vrijeme odrzavanja Medunarodno-
ga geografskog kongresa u Londonu 21—
28. srpnja 1964. odrZana je i 2. generalna
skupstina Medunarodnoga kartografskog
drustva (International Cartographic Asso-
ciation—ICA). Kao promatraci sudjelovali
su i delegati iz Jugoslavije. IzvjeStavajuci
o tim skupovima |. Kreiziger se zalaze
da i Jugoslavija $to prije postane ¢lanica
Medunarodnoga kartografskog drustva
(Krajziger 1964).

Na drugom Savjetovanju o kartograf-
jji 8to ga je u studenom 1971. u Beo-
gradu sazvao SGIGJ preporuceno je da
se pri Zavodu za kartografiju Geodetskog
fakulteta SveuciliSta u Zagrebu osnuje
komisija za kartografsku terminologiju.
Komisija formalno nije osnovana, ali su
¢lanovi Zavoda B. Bor¢ic, |. Kreiziger, P.
Lovri¢ i N. FranCula preuzeli obavezu iz-
rade viSejezi¢nog kartografskog rje¢nika.
Buduéi da je ICA intenzivno radila na iz-
radi Multilingual Dictionary of Technical
Terms in Cartography, uspostavljena je
jo8 1972. veza s predsjednikom Komisije
II ICA-e (Commission II: Definition, Clas-
sification and Standarization of Technical
Terms in Cartography) E. Meynenom i
tajnikom komisije J. Neumanom i dobi-
vena na uvid kopija joS neobjavljenoga
rie€nika. Ocijenjeno je da je taj rje¢nik
prvi korak ka standardizaciji kartografske
terminologije i odluéeno u izradi nadeg
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rienika $to je moguce viSe osloniti se
na taj rie¢nik. Pored toga ukljuceni smo i
u rad Komisije Il jer je B. Bor¢i¢ izabran
za dopisnog ¢lana te Komisije, a poslije
njegove smrti 1977. zamijenio ga je N.
Francula. Na$ rje¢nik objavljen je 1977.
pod naslovom ViSejezi¢ni kartografski
rjecnik (Bor€i¢ i dr. 1977). Rezultat toga
rada u Komisiji Il posebno je doSao do
izraZaja u drugom izdanju viSejezi¢nog
riecnika ICA-e koji je pod naslovom En-
zyklopedisches Wérterbuch Kartogra-
phie in 25 Sprachen objavljen 1997. Taj
riecnik sadrzi i termine na hrvatskom jezi-
ku (Franéula 1998).

Medunarodno kartografsko drustvo
prihvatilo je na svojoj 4. generalnoj
skupstini odrzanoj 1972. u Ottawi kandi-
daturu SGIGJ-a za ¢lanstvo u toj organi-
zaciji. Od tada se aktivno sudjeluje u radu
ICA-e, aimali smo i svoje predstavnike u
dvije njegove komisije.

Tre¢e Savjetovanje o kartografiji u
organizaciji SGIGJ odrzano je u Ljublja-
ni 1973.

Jedan na$ predstavnik u¢estvovao je
na 7. medunarodnoj konferenciji ICA-e u
Madridu 1974. (Jovanovi¢ 1975, Joksi¢
1986, Lapaine 2005).

Na 8. medunarodnoj kartografskoj
konferenciji i 5. generalnoj skup$tini
ICA-e odrzanoj 1976. u Moskvi na Eelu
peteroclane jugoslavenske delegacije bio
en ni jedan referat iz Jugoslavije, a nije
sastavljen ni nacionalni izvjestaj (Peter-
ca 1977).

Cetvrto Savjetovanje o kartografiji or-
ganizirao je SGIGJ u Dubrovniku 1977.

Poslije 1980. godine Sekcija za kar-
tografiju SGIGJ izgubila je raniji zamah
u radu pa se to odrazilo i na suradn-
ju s ICA-om. Poslije nesudjelovanja na
10. konferenciji u Japanu 1980, SGIGJ
nije imao svojega predstavnika ni na 11.
konferenciji ICA-e 1982. u VarSavi (Joksi¢
1986). Stoga je u zakljuécima Petog ju-
goslavenskog savjetovanja o kartografi-
jiodrzanog u Novom Sadu 13. i 14. lipn-
ja 1986. zaklju¢eno da je neophodno Sto
prije obnoviti rad Sekcije za kartografiju
pri Savezu geodetskih inZenjera i geo-
metara Jugoslavije i potpunije ispunjava-
ti medunarodne obaveze jugoslavenskih
kartografa (U€esnici Savjetovanja 1986).
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At the 8th International Cartographic
Conference (ICC) and the 5th General
Assembly of the ICA, held in Moscow in
1976, the five-strong Yugoslav delega-
tion was led by B. Bor€i¢. No papers from
Yugoslavia were presented, nor was a
national report submitted (Peterca 1977).

The fourth Cartographic Confer-
ence was organised by the SGIGJ in
Dubrovnik in 1977.

After 1980, the SGIGJ's Section for
Cartography lost its working momentum,
which was also reflected in collaboration
with the ICA. After not participating in
the 10th conference in Japan in 1980,
the SGIGJ did not send a representa-
tive to the 11th conference in Warsaw in
1982 (Joksi¢ 1986). The Fifth Yugoslav
Cartographic Conference was held in
Novi Sad on June 13 and 14 1986, and
it was concluded was that it was ‘essen-
tial to restore the work of the Section for
Cartography of the Union of Geodetic
Engineers and Surveyors of Yugoslavia
and to fulfil the international obligations
of Yugoslav cartographers’ (U&esnici
Savjetovanja 1986).

At the 14th ICC of the ICA held in
Budapestin 1989, Yugoslav cartography
was represented by two papers, while
four maps from the Split Hydrographic In-
stitute were exhibited at the International
Map Exhibition (Fran¢ula, Lapaine 1990).

The 15th ICC and 9th General As-
sembly of the ICA were held in Bour-
nemouth in 1991, in which M. Lapaine
participated. Croatian cartography was
not represented at the International Map
Exhibition in Bournemouth (Lapaine

1991). Croatia was not yet an officially
acknowledged country during the 15th
ICC.

One Croatian paper was presented
at the 16th ICC held in Cologne in 1993.
Croatia was represented by four maps at
the International Map Exhibition (Lapaine
1993). Croatia was not a member of the
ICA at the 16th ICC, although it became
one at the following ICC held in Barce-
lona in 1995.

Section for Cartography of
the Croatian Geodetic Society

On November 12, 1991, during the
session of the Presidency of the Associa-
tion of Croatian Geodesists' Societies
(Savez drustava geodeta Hrvatske —
SDGH), a decision was made to separate
the SDGH from the SGIGJ. The initiative
for this session was proposed by the
former editor-in-chief of Geodetski list,
N. Francula. The session was followed
by preparations for transforming the
SDGH into the Croatian Geodetic Society
(Hrvatsko geodetsko drustvo — HGD).
These lasted until May 25, 1993, when
the HGD was established.

On September 21, 1993, at the
second session of the HGD Board of
Directors, the decision was made to
establish the Section for Cartography
within the HGD. P. Lovri¢ was elected
as head of the Section, and M. Lapaine
as secretary. N. FranCula has been the
head since 1997, and R. Paj has been
the secretary since 1998. The first ses-
sion of the Section was held on May 13,
1994, at the Faculty of Geodesy of the
University of Zagreb, when a working
version of the Section’s plan of work was
produced (Lapaine 1996a).

The goals of the Section for Cartog-
raphy were to:

O Make Croatia a member of the ICA

U Organise periodic Section sessions,
with the appropriate reports, in order
to arrange the exchange of knowl-
edge, experiences and information
from cartographic practice between
all interested parties, especially
Croatian cartographic experts

O Improve information transfer among
members

O Increase membership of the Section
by offering it to anyone dealing with
cartography

0O Establish an expert body responsible
for reviewing cartographic products
in order to enhance the reputation of
the field

U Organise scientific-expert confer-
ences on cartographic topics

U Publish a cartographic journal.

Croatia became a member of the
ICA at the 10th General Assembly held
in Barcelona in 1995. On that occasion,
a national report was submitted with
data on maps Croatia had at its disposal,
cartographic institutions and their activi-
ties during the period 1991 to 1995. The
report contained data on official topo-
graphic, maritime and thematic maps,
databases and geoinformation systems.
It also listed commercial and academic
cartographic and publishing activities,
and brief descriptions of map exhibitions
(Franéula et al, 19964, b).

The Section for Cartography pre-
pared Croatian cartographers for partici-
pation in the 17th ICC and 10th General
Assembly in Barcelona in 1995, the 18th
ICC in Stockholm in 1997, the 19th ICC
and 11th General Assembly in Ottawa
in 1999 and the 20th ICC in Beijing in
2001. The Section also oversaw Croatian
participation in international cartographic
exhibitions and children's drawings
exhibitions for the Barbara Petchenik
Award, held every two years during
international cartographic conferences
(Lapaine 1996b, c¢; Fran¢ula and Lapaine
1999; Lapaine and Franéula 2003a, b, c).

The international exhibition Car-
tographers, Geognostic Projections for
the 21st Century was held under the
auspices of the Section for Cartography
in Zagreb in 1997.

The Sectionhasorganised 27 meetings
at which regular secretary’s reports,
lectures and conference reports are
delivered. Reports on the Section's
work have been published regularly in
Geodetski list.

Croatian Cartographic
Society

The idea of founding the Society
arose in 1994 when, for the sake of
simplicity, it was decided not to found
an independent cartographic society,
but a section within the framework of
the Croatian Geodetic Society. The main
reasons for founding an independent
Croatian Cartographic Society (CCS) in
2001 were autonomy and the opportuni-
ties for facilitating cooperation with other,
non-geodetic professions.

The goals of the CCS are:

4 to contribute to the development of
cartography

U to promote cartography and related
fields
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Na 14. konferenciji ICA-e odrzanoj
u Budimpesti 1989. jugoslavenska kar-
tografija bila je zastupljena s dva prezenti-
rana referata, a na Medunarodnoj izlozbi
karata s Cetiri karte Hidrografskog insti-
tuta iz Splita (Francula, Lapaine 1990).

U Bournemouthu je 1991. odrzana
15. medunarodna kartografska konfer-
encija i 9. generalna skupstina ICA-e
na kojoj je bio nazo€an i M. Lapaine. Na
Medunarodnoj izloZbi karata u Bourne-
mouthu hrvatska kartografija nije bila
zastupljena (Lapaine 1991). U doba
odrZzavanja 15. medunarodne kartograf-
ske konferencije Hrvatska jo$ nije bila
sluzbeno priznata drzava.

Jedan referat iz Hrvatske prezenti-
ran je na 16. medunarodnoj kartograf-
skoj konferenciji koja je odrzana u Kol-
nu 1993. Hrvatska je na Medunarodnoj
izloZbi karata bila zastupljena s Cetiri
karte (Lapaine 1993). U doba odrzavanja
16. medunarodne kartografske konferen-
cije Hrvatska jo$ nije bila ¢lanica ICA-e,
to ée postati na sljede¢oj medunarodnoj
kartografskoj konferenciji odrazanoj
1995. u Barceloni.

Sekcija za kartografiju
Hrvatskoga geodetskog
drustva

Na sjednici PredsjedniStva Saveza
drustva geodeta Hrvatske (SDGH)
12. studenog 1991. u Zagrebu done-
sena je odluka o izdvajanju SDGH iz
SGIGJ. Inicijativu za tu sjednicu dao je
tadasnji glavni urednik Geodetskog lis-
ta N. Franéula. Od tada pa do 25. svib-
nja 1993. trajale su pripreme za pretvor-
bu SDGH u Hrvatsko geodetsko drustvo
(HGD). Na drugoj sjednici Upravnog odb-
ora HGD-a 21. rujna 1993. donesena je
odluka o osnivanju Sekcije za kartograf-
iju unutar HGD-a. Za procelnika Sekcije
izabran je P. Lovri¢, a za tajnika M. Lapa-
ine. Od 1997. procelnik Sekcije bio je N.
Francula. Tajnik Sekcije od 1998. bio
je R. Paj. Prva sjednica Sekcije za kar-
tografiju odrzana je 13. svibnja 1994. na
Geodetskom fakultetu Sveudilista u Za-
grebu na kojoj je donesen okvirni plan
rada (Lapaine 1996a).

Ciljevi Sekcije za kartografiju bili su:

O nastojanje da Hrvatska postane ¢lani-
com Medunarodnoga kartografskog
drustva

U organiziranje povremenih sastanaka
Sekcije kako bi se uz odgovarajuca
priopcenja prenijela znanja, iskustva i
informacije iz kartografske djelatnosti
svima, a posebno hrvatskim karto-
grafskim stru¢njacima

0 poboljSanje prijenosa informacija
medu ¢lanstvom

U povecavanje ¢lanstva Sekcije svima

koji se na bilo koji nacin bave karto-
grafijom

U osnivanje struénog tijela koje bi se ba-
vilo recenzijom kartografskih proizvo-
da i na nacin podizalo dignitet struke

U organiziranje znanstveno-struénih
skupova o kartografskim temama

U istraziti mogucnost izdavanja karto-
grafskog ¢asopisa.

Hrvatska je primljena u Medunarod-
no kartografsko drustvo na njegovoj 10.
generalnoj skupstini odrzanoj 1995. u
Barceloni. Tom je prigodom podnesen
nacionalni izvjestaj s podacima o karta-
ma kojima je Hrvatska raspolagala, kar-
tografskim institucijama i njihovoj djelat-
nosti u razdoblju 1991-95. U tom su iz-
vjeStaju dani podaci o sluzbenim topo-
grafskim, pomorskim i tematskim karta-
ma te bazama podataka i geoinforma-
cijskim sustavima. Navedena je tako-
der djelatnost na podrucju komercijalne
i akademske kartografije, izdavacka dje-
latnost i kratki opis izlozbi karata (Fran-
Culaidr. 19964, b).

Sekcija za kartografiju pripremila
je sudjelovanje hrvatskih kartografa na
17. medunarodnoj kartografskoj konfe-
renciji i 10. generalnoj skupstini u Bar-
celoni 1995., 18. medunarodnoj karto-
grafskoj konferenciji u Stockholmu 1997,
19. medunarodnoj kartografskoj konfe-
renciji i 11. generalnoj skupstini u Ottawi
1999. i na 20. medunarodnoj kartograf-
skoj konferenciji u Pekingu 2001. Sekci-
ja se brinula o sudjelovanju Hrvatske na
medunarodnim kartografskim izloZba-
ma i izlozbama djecjih crteza za nagra-
du Barbare Petchnik, Sto se svake dru-
ge godine odrzavaju za vrijeme meduna-
rodnih kartografskih konferencija (Lapa-
ine 1996b, c; Francula i Lapaine 1999;
Lapaine i Fran¢ula 2003a, b, c).

Pod pokroviteljstvom Sekcije za kar-
tografiju, u Zagrebu je 1997. odrzana
medunarodna izlozba Kartografi, geo-
gnosti¢ke projekcije za 21. stoljece.

Organizirano je 27 sastanaka Sekci-
je za kartografiju na kojima su osim re-
dovnih izvjeS¢a tajnika odrzavana pre-
davanja ili prikazi skupova. IzvjeS¢a o
radu Sekcije objavljivana su u Geodet-
skom listu.

Hrvatsko kartografsko
drustvo

Ideja o osnivanju Drustva rodila se
1994. godine u doba osnivanja Sekci-
je za kartografiju unutar ve¢ postoje¢eg
geodetskog drustva, ali je zbog jed-
nostavnosti tada odlu¢eno da se ne os-
nuje samostalno kartografsko drustvo
nego sekcija u sklopu Hrvatskoga ge-
odetskog drustva. Glavni razlozi za os-
nivanje samostalnoga Hrvatskoga kar-
tografskog drustva 2001. godine bili su
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samostalnost i moguénost lakSe surad-
nje s drugim, negeodetskim strukama.

Ciljevi HKD-a su:
