EuroGeographics — EuroGeoNames Workshop

Zagreb, February 9—-11, 2011

Conferences on geographical name
standardization were organized by the
State Geodetic Administration and held
in Zagreb from February 9 to 11, 2011:
20th Session of the East Central and
South-East Europe Division of the United
Nations Group of Experts on Geographi-
cal Names (ECSEED of UNGEGN),
Working Group on Toponymic Data
Files and Gazetteers (WG TDFG) and
EuroGeoGraphics — EuroGeoNames
Workshop (EGN).

The conference was attended by
president of UNGEGN Helen Kerfoot,
experts from various countries and
other reputable guests. There were 51
participants from 21 countries: Austria,
Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Cyprus,
Montenegro, Estonia, Finland, Croatia,
Canada, Latvia, Hungary, Germany, Po-
land, Slovakia, Slovenia, Serbia, Spain,
Turkey, Ukraine, United Kingdom and the
United States of America.

Participants were greeted by the
director of the State Geodetic Admin-
istration Prof. Dr. Zeljko Bagié, Duska
Paravi¢ from the Ministry of Foreign
Affair and European Integrations, presi-
dent of UNGEGN Helen Kerfoot and
Borka Bobovec from the Ministry of
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Environmental Protection, Physical Plan-
ning and Construction.

The ECSEED session was led by
president Zeljko He¢imovi¢, vice-presi-
dents Ljerka Rasi¢ and Zvonko Stefan,
and it was recorded by Biserka Fuckan-
Drzi¢. President of UNGEGN Helen
Kerfoot held an introductory lecture
titted UNGEGN and Geographical
Name Standardization. The session
featured works and presentations about
geographical name standardization,
toponymical guidelines, geographical
names registers, terminology, writing
systems, romanization, collaboration with
neighbouring countries, geographical
name databases, UN resolution imple-
mentation, etc.

The Working Group on Toponymic
Data Files and Gazetteers was led by
Pier-Giorgio Zaccheddu. Helen Kerfoot
held an introductory lecture titled UN
Global Geographical Information Com-
mittee (GGIM) and the Upcoming UN
Global Forum, which served as a basis
for a discussion about the relation of
UNGEGN and other UN bodies. Also
discussed were the UNECA initiative,
projects SALB, EGN and The Location
Lingo and standardization of Unicode,
OGC and ISO. The meeting was marked

by discussion and articulating fundamen-
tal UNGEGN work issues in relation to
other UN bodies and organizations.

The EuroGeoGraphics EuroGeo-
Names workshop was led by David
Overton, Services Development Man-
ager of EuroGeoGraphics. It featured
a presentation of the current state of
the EuroGeoNames project, as well as
presentations with practical procedures
of including countries in the EuroGeo-
Names service. There was a practical
demonstration of national base creation
on the example of Slovenia and installing
the Web Feature Services (WFS) for a
local service on the example of Croatia.
The lecture ESDIN: A European Spatial
Data Infrastructure presented INSPIRE
projects and EuroGeoNames as a part of
them. An initiative was started to include
new countries into the EGN system.
Some member countries showed great
interest in joining.

U organizaciji Drzavne geodetske
uprave suod 9. do 11. veljace 2011. u Za-
grebu odrzani skupovi na temu standar-
dizacije geografskih imena: 20. sjednica
Odjela za isto€nu, srednju i jugoistonu
Europu Skupine struénjaka UN-a za ge-
ografska imena (20th Session of the East
Central and South-East Europe Division
of the United Nations Group of Experts
on Geographical Names — ECSEED of
UNGEGN), sastanak Radne skupine za
toponimske baze podataka i rje¢nike ge-
ografskih imena (Working Group on To-
ponymic Data Files and Gazetteers - WG
TDFG) i radionica EuroGeoNames Euro-
GeoGraphicsa (EuroGeoGraphics — Eu-
roGeoNames workshop — EGN).

U radu skupova ucestvovali su pred-
sjedavateljica UNGEGN-a Helen Kerfoot,
stru€njaci iz raznih zemalja i drugi ugledni
uzvanici. Prisustvovao je 51 sudionika iz
21 zemlje: Austrije, Bugarske, Ceske Re-
publike, Cipra, Crne Gore, Estonije, Fin-
ske, Hrvatske, Kanade, Latvije, Madar-
ske, Njemacke, Poljske, Slovacke, Slo-
venije, Srbije, épanjolske, Turske, Ukra-
jine, Ujedinjenoga Kraljevstva i SAD-a.

Skupove su pozdravili ravnatelj Dr-
Zavne geodetske uprave prof. dr. sc. Zelj-
ko Baci¢, Duska Paravi¢ iz Ministarstva
vanjskih poslova i europskih integraci-
ja, predsjedavateljica UNGEGN-a He-
len Kerfoot i Borka Bobovec iz Ministar-
stvo zastite okoli§a, prostornog uredenja
i graditeljstva.

Sjednicu ECSEED-a vodili su pred-
sjedavatelj Zeljko Heéimovié, dopredsje-
davatelji Ljerka Rasi¢ i Zvonko Stefan, a
zapisni¢arka je bila Biserka Fuc¢kan-Dr-

rezolucija i dr.

Sastanak Radne skupine za topo-
nimske baze podataka i rje¢nike geograf-
skih imena (WG TDFG) vodio je Pier-Gi-
orgio Zaccheddu. Helen Kerfoot je odr-
Zala uvodno predavanje UN global geo-
graphical information committee (GGIM)
and the upcoming UN global forum koje
je posluzilo kao osnova za raspravu na
pocetnu temu skupa u kojoj se rasprav-
ljalo 0 odnosu UNGEGN-a i drugih tije-
la UN-a. Na skupu se raspravljalo o ini-
cijativi UNECA, projektima SALB, EGN
i The Location Lingo te o standardizaciji
Unicoda, OGC-a i ISO-a. Ovaj sastanak
WG TDFG-a obiljezili su rasprava i arti-
kuliranje fundamentalnih problema rada
UNGEGN-a u odnosu na druga tijelai or-
ganizacije UN-a.

Radionicu EuroGeoNames (EGN)
EuroGeoGraphicsa vodio je David Over-
ton, voditelj razvoja usluga (Services De-
velopment Manager) EuroGeoGraphic-
sa. Na radionici je predstavljen trenutni
stupanj razvoja projekta EuroGeoNames
(EGN). Odrzane su prezentacije kojima
su prakti¢no razradeni postupci ukljuci-
vanja zemalja u servis EuroGeoNames.
Prakti¢no je demonstrirana izrada naci-
onalne baze na primjeru iz Slovenije i in-
staliranje Web Feature Services (WFS)
za lokalni servis na primjeru iz Hrvatske.
Predavanje ESDIN: A European Spatial
Data Infrastructure predstavilo je projek-
te INSPIRE-a i EuroGeoNames kao nji-
hov sastavni dio. Na radionici je pokre-
nuta inicijativa ukljuCivanja novih zemalja
u sustav EGN-a. Neke od zemalja uce-
snica su na samom skupu pokazale ve-
liki interes za ukljuCivanje.
