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Abstract: The purpose of this paper is to present and
analyze a small part of geodetic and cartographic her-
itage from the period of Venetian administration in
Dalmatia which has been kept and preserved at the
State Archive in Zadar. Due to the establishment of
cadastral service for the purposes of Venetian admin-
istration, land surveyors worked in the field. The sub-
Ject of this research are letters from the State Archive
in Zadar, written by land surveyors in field and ad-
dressed to General Regent. The research contains 674
letters dealing with the issue of cadastral survey
throughout the 18th century. Importance and complex-
ity of these letters rest upon the fact that surveys refer
mostly to the border area between Venetian and Turk-
ish properties in Dalmatia, an area where the border
was often submitted to changes. Every new acquisi-
tion of the Venetian administration brought inevitable
changes to the land area. Since some of the letters
contain maps of specific areas, they also represent a
valuable contribution to cartography.

Key words: land surveyor, State Archive in Zadar, ca-
dastre, cartography, letter

1. Introduction

The aim of the project titled Croatian cartographers,
which has been carried out for the last 15 years at the
Faculty of Geodesy of the University of Zagreb, is to com-
pile biographies and bibliographies of Croatian cartogra-
phers. This term refers to Croatians or persons of Croatian

descent who lived all over the world and were engaged
in the field of cartography, persons of other ethnicities
and nationalities who were, irrespective of their country
of residence, born in the territory of Croatia, as well as
foreigners who lived and worked in Croatia, making their
own contribution to the cartography (Lapaine etal., 1995).

Cartography is a wide scientific and technical area.
Cadastral cartography is a part of cartography dealing
with drawing, production, use and maintenance of ca-
dastral maps and plans. Such maps are preserved in
cadastral offices, and older ones are kept in archives.

One of the richest archives in Croatia is certainly the
State Archive in Zadar (DAZ). It contains exceptionally
valuable materials referring to the Croatian cadastre, es-
pecially land registry from the period of Venetian admin-
istration in Dalmatia.

This paper elaborates only a smaller part of cadas-
tral material found at DAZ, the one kept under the follow-
ing title in the Pregled arhivskih fondova i zbirki Repub-
like Hrvatske (Review of Archival Funds and Collections
of the Republic of Croatia), Vol. 1, Edition of the Croatian
State Archive in Zagreb, 2006 (edited by J. Kolanovi¢):

[0007] The Venetian Cadastre. Letters of land sur-
veyors (Lettere agrimensores periti) — Zadar (1597-
1797); 1706-1797: bundle 13; 0,4 SI.

The authors has tried to find out names of all the land
surveyors whose letters are kept at DAZ, as well as their
frequency and in particular their contribution to cartogra-
phy. Therefore, greater attention has been paid to letters
containing a map. Such letters were elaborated more
attentively and their content was translated.
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SazZetak: Svrha je ovog rada prikazati i analizirati
Jedan manji dio geodetsko-kartografske bastine iz
doba mletacke uprave Dalmacijom koji se ¢uva u
DrZavnom arhivu u Zadru. Zbog sastavljanja katastar-
skog operata za potrebe mletacke uprave na terenu
su djelovali ovlasteni mjernici. Predmet istraZivanja
su pisma ovlaStenih mjernika iz DrZzavnog arhiva u
Zadru, a upucena providuru s terena. Rijec je o0 674
pisma koja se bave problematikom katastarske iz-
mjere kroz gotovo cijelo 18. stoljece. Vaznost i sloZe-
nost tih pisama je u tome $to se izmjere najvecim
difelom odnose na pograni¢no podrucje izmedu mle-
tackih i turskih posjeda u Dalmaciji gdje se granica
cesto mijenjala. Svaka nova stecevina Mletacke
Republike unosila je neizbjeZzne promjene u zem-
ljisnom prostoru. Buduci da su u pojedinim pismima
priloZene i karte odredenoga podrucja, ta pisma pred-
stavljaju i vrijedan doprinos kartografiji.

1. Uvod

Cilj projekta Hrvatski kartografi, koji se ve¢ 15-ak
godina izvodi na Geodetskom fakultetu Sveucilista u
Zagrebu, prikupljanje je biografija i bibliografija hrvatskih
kartografa. Pritom pod hrvatskim kartografima podra-
zumijevamo Hrvate ili ljude hrvatskoga podrijetla koji su

zivjeli diljem svijeta i djelovali na podruéju kartografije,
zatim pripadnike drugih naroda i narodnosti koji su rodeni
na tlu Hrvatske, bez obzira na to gdje su boravili, te
strance koji su Zivjeli i djelovali na hrvatskome tlu dajuci
svoj prinos kartografiji (Lapaine i dr., 1995).

Kartografija je Siroko znanstveno i tehni¢ko podrugje.
Katastarska kartografija je dio kartografije koji se bavi
zasnivanjem, izradom, upotrebom i odrzavanjem katas-
tarskih karata i planova. Takve karte Cuvaju se u katas-
tarskim uredima, a one starije u arhivima.

Jedan od najbogatijih arhiva u Hrvatskoj svakako je
Drzavni arhiv u Zadru (DAZ). U njemu se ¢uva vrlo
vrijedno gradivo koje se odnosi na katastar u Hrvatskoj,
posebno na zemljidni katastar iz doba mletacke uprave
Dalmacijom.

U ovom radu obraden je samo jedan manji segment
katastarskog gradiva iz DAZ-3a, i to onaj koji se u Pregledu
arhivskih fondova i zbirki Republike Hrvatske, sv. 1,
izdanje Hrvatskoga drZzavnog arhiva u Zagrebu iz 2006.
(urednik J. Kolanovic), vodi ovako:

Pritom se Zeljelo utvrditi imena svih ovlastenih mjer-
nika Cija se pisma ¢uvaju u DAZ-u, njihova u€estalost i
posebno njihov prinos kartografiji. Dakle, ve¢a je pozor-
nost usmjerena na pisma koja su u privitku imala kartu.
Takva pisma s kartom detaljnije su obradena i preveden
je njihov sadrzaj.
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2. State Archive in Zadar

The State Archive in Zadar was founded in 1624, when
the General Regent Francesco Molin established the Gen-
eral Regency Archive (Archivio generalizio), authorized by
the Venetian Senate. The archive became a core which
was later be supplemented with other materials. The State
Archive in Zadar has operated as an independent institu-
tion since 1928. Nowadays, its territorial jurisdiction en-
compasses the areas of Zadar and the County of Lika and
Senjand, until recently, the Collection Archive Centre, which
became an independent State Archive in Sibenik in 2006.
DAZ keeps funds and collections of archival materials. The
oldest documents date from the 10th century and materi-
als have been systematically collected for the period from
the 14th to the 20th century. The External Office of the
Archive monitors 450 archives (Kolanovi¢, 2006).

Materials preserved at DAZ are of highest importance
for the history of Dalmatia. Bearing in mind and excluding
the specificity of the State Archives in Dubrovnik, Rijeka
and Pazin, DAZ has supplemented the Croatian State
Archives’ material and even exceeded the frames of oth-
er archives in the Republic of Croatia. Its significance is
even greater when it is considered that in 1883 it com-
piled materials dating from the period of Venetian admin-
istration to 1797, the materials of the first Austrian admin-
istration (1797-1805), French administration (1806-1813)
and the second Austrian administration (1813-1918). The
archival records provides possibility to research of Dal-
matia throughout its entire history, both for synthetic stud-
ies and local history. Materials of DAZ represent a valua-
ble source for historical research of Bosnia and Herze-
govina, Montenegro and the Republic of Albania, as well
as for exploration of links between Northern Croatia and
Croatian Littoral and, in broader sense, for research of
Napoleon’s eastern politics. The materials of DAZ for the
period 1918-1943 were not preserved well, but provide
an insight into Italian politics in Zadar and on the island of
Lastovo (Kolanovi¢, 2006).

One of the activities of DAZ is the organization of ex-
hibitions of old maps and cadastral plans from its funds.
An exhibition tittled The Cadastral Collection ,Grimani*from
the State Archive in Zadar was organized in 2003, Imot-
ski Border on Maps and Cadastral Plans from the State
Archive in Zadarin 2004, Knin Area on Maps and Cadas-
tral Plans from the State Archive in Zadarin 2005, Zagora
on Cadastral Maps of the State Archive in Zadar in 2006
and Maritime Cartography in 2007. A catalogue was print-
ed for each of these exhibitions. More details on the exhi-
bitions mentioned above can be found in reviews written
by Lapaine (2007), Petri¢ (2007), Capin (2007), Milinovié
(2007) and Husak (2007).

DAZ started publishing in 1901, when a quarterly edi-
tion of Tabularium: Archives in Dalmatia was published.
Along the catalogues accompanying exhibitions, the fol-
lowing titles published during the last ten years should be
mentioned: Croatia on Geographical Maps from 15th until
19th Century, 1997; Dalmatia 1848-49, 1999; Southern
Borders of Dalmatia: from the 15h Century Until Today,
1999; Cadastral Map: the Town of Vid, Metkovi¢ Region in
1836, 2004; Inventory of the Glorious Zadar Municipality
from the State Archive in Zadar from 1325-1385, 2006;

The Fifteenth Anniversary of the 112th Brigade, 2006; His-
tory of Lower Neretva and the First Venetian Cadastres,
2008; Public School in Skabrnja: 1876—1941, 2006: Lovre¢:
Sketches from the past, Venetian and Austrian Registers
and Cadastres, 2007. DAZ has published more than thirty
titles, some of which have been republished.

3. Cadastre and Cadastral Plans

A cadastre is an inventory of real properties. Its pur-
pose can be multifarious, but the most prominent is the
one serving as the basis of tax estimation. The first ca-
dastral reports in Dalmatia are from the 14th century. We
have to bear in mind that Dalmatia was under the rule of
the Venetian Republic from 1409, when Ladislav of Na-
ples sold his entitlement to Dalmatia to Venetians for
100 000 ducats. Thereafter, cadastral records gradually
became more complete and more frequent, but still, sev-
eral centuries will have passed before the first cadastral
survey.

Table 1 gives a review of cadastral-land activities in
Dalmatia up to the middle of the 18th century.

As shown in Table 1, the history of cadastre in the
area of Dalmatia, thereby in Croatia, is very long. Individ-
ual efforts to establish land-registry in the area of Dalma-
tia can be traced as early as the Middle Ages, where one
can find land registries of certain noble families or church
institutions, both of private and legal character. The first
cadastral records in the area of Venetian Dalmatia ap-
peared shortly after the establishment of Venetian authority
in Dalmatia. In the initial period of its rule, Venice perse-
vered in introducing taxing according to the real income
to all the population groups (Slukan Alti¢, 2005).

Adecision made by the Venetian Senate in 1588 which
declared that all the landowners in the area of Dalmatia
had to update their property lists every ten years was of
the highest importance for further development of land
registers.

All the Venetian cadastres in the area of Dalmatia es-
tablished during the 17th and 18th century are closely
related to the border changes of Venetian Dalmatia and
the colonisation of Morlacs in the newly liberated areas of
Dalmatian Zagora.

Cadastral plans from the 18th century are particularly
numerous. The so-called Grimani Maps for the areas of
Benkovac, Knin and Drni$ from the middle of the 18th
century are exceptionally important. Much more informa-
tion on the history of cadastre in Dalmatia in the 17th and
18th century can be found in references (lvon 1923, 1935;
Omasic¢ 1971, 1974; Lapaine 2001; Slukan Alti¢ 2001,
2003, 2005).

However, cadastral plans from the period of the 17th
and 18th century were not technically accurate reports.
The drawings were made combining the orthogonal pro-
jection of plan and the perspective presentation. They were
drawn in a free form by hand, in colour and they were
rather plain. Still, they possess documentary value and
are interesting in an artistic sense, especially those show-
ing displays of architectural sights (Piplovi¢, 1992).
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2. Drzavni arhiv u Zadru

Drzavni arhiv u Zadru (DAZ) osnovan je 1624., kada
je generalni providur Francesco Molin po ovlastenju
mleta¢koga Senata osnovao Arhiv generalnog providura
(Archivio generalizio). Taj je arhiv jezgra oko koje ¢e se
poslije sabrati i drugo gradivo. DAZ djeluje kao samo-
stalna ustanova od 1928. Danas se njegova teritorijalna
nadleznost proteZe na podrucju Zadarske i Licko-senjske
Zupanije, a u njegovu je sastavu donedavno bio i Sabirni
arhivski centar u Sibeniku, koji je 2006. prerastao u samo-
stalni Drzavni arhiv u Sibeniku. Zadarski arhiv ¢uva fondo-
ve i zbirke arhivskoga gradiva. Najstariji dokumenti potje-
€uiz10. st., agradivo je sustavno sacuvano za razdoblje
od 14. do 20. st. Vanjska sluzba DAZ-a nadzire 450
pismohrana (Kolanovi¢, 2006).

Gradivo $to ga ¢uva DAZ od prvorazrednog je zna-
Cenja za povijest Dalmacije. U tom pogledu DAZ nado-
punjuje gradivo Hrvatskoga drZzavnog arhiva i po svojoj
stvarnoj nadleZnosti prelazi okvire ostalih arhiva u Hrvat-
skoj, izuzmu li se specifi¢nosti drzavnih arhiva u Dubrov-
niku, Rijeci i Pazinu. Njegovo je znagenje tim vecée, §to
je u njemu ve¢ 1883. sabrano gradivo mletactke uprave
do 1797., zatim prve austrijske uprave (1797-1805),
francuske uprave (1806-1813) te druge austrijske uprave
(1813-1918). Gradivo pruza moguénost prouc¢avanja
cjelokupne povijesti Dalmacije, kako za Sire sinteticke
studije tako i za lokalnu povijest. Uz znaenje za pro-
ucavanje povijesti Dalmacije, gradivo DAZ-a vrlo je vrije-
dan izvor i za prou€avanje povijesti Bosne i Hercegovine,
Crne Gore i Albanije, kao i za istrazivanje veza sjeverne
s primorskom Hrvatskom, a u Sirem smislu i za prou-
Cavanje Napoleonove isto¢ne politike. Za razdoblje 1918-
1943. gradivo DAZ-a je slabo satuvano, a pruZa uvid u
talijansku politiku u Zadru i na Lastovu (Kolanovi¢, 2006).

Jedna od aktivnosti DAZ-a je organiziranje izloZbi sta-
rih karata i katastarskih planova iz svojih fondova. Tako
je 2003. godine postavljena izloZzba Katastarska zbirka
“Grimani”iz DrZzavnog arhiva u Zadru, 2004. godine izloz-
ba Imotska krajina na zemljopisnim kartama i katas-
tarskim planovima iz DrZzavnog arhiva u Zadru, 2005.
godine izloZba Kninsko podrucje na zemljopisnim karta-
ma i katastarskim planovima iz DrZzavnog arhiva u Zadru,
2006. godine izlozba Zagora na katastarskim mapama u
DrZavnom arhivu u Zadru, 2007. godine izloZba Pomor-
Ska kartografija. Uz svaku od navedenih izlozbi tiskan je
prigodni katalog. Detaljnije o pojedinim izloZbama moze
se naci u prikazima Lapainea (2007), P. Petri¢ (2007),
Capina (2007), K. Milinovié (2007) i Husaka (2007).

Uz organiziranje izloZbi, DAZ razvija i izdavacku
djelatnost. Izdavanjem knjiga Drzavni arhiv u Zadru po-
¢inje se baviti 1901. godine, kada pocinje izlaziti tro-
mjesecnik Tabularium: arhivi u Dalmaciji. U posljednjih
desetak godina, uz kataloge koji prate izlozbe, treba
spomenuti naslove: Hrvatska na zemljopisnim kartama
od 15. do 19. stolje¢a, 1997, Dalmacija 1848-49, 1999;
JuZne granice Dalmacije: od 15. stolje¢a do danas, 1999;
Katastarska mapa. mjesto Vid, okrug Metkovi¢ 1836.
godine, 2004; Inventari Fonda Veli¢ajne opCine zadarske

DrZavnog arhiva u Zadru godine 1325.—-1385., 2006;
Petnaesta obljetnica Stodvanaeste, 2006; Povijest Donje
Neretve i prvi Mletacki katastri, 2006; Pucka Skola u
Skabrnji: 1876.—1941., 2006; Lovreé: crtice iz proslosti
mletacki i austrijski popisi i katastri, 2007. Do danas DAZ
je izdao viSe od trideset naslova, od kojih su neki
objavljeni i viSe puta kao dopunjena izdanja.

3. Katastar i katastarski planovi

Katastar je inventar nepokretnih dobara. MoZe imati
viseznacnu namjenu, u okviru kojih je najistaknutija ona
koja sluzi kao osnovica za odredivanje poreza. Prvi
jednostavni katastarski elaborati u Dalmaciji potje€u jo$
iz 14. stolje¢a. Dobro je prisjetiti se da Dalmacija dolazi
pod vlast Mletatke Republike 1409. godine, kada
Ladislav Napuljskiza 100 000 dukata prodaje svoja prava
na Dalmaciju Mle¢anima. Od toga doba katastarski zapisi
postupno postaju potpuniji i ucestaliji, ali jo$ ¢e prodi
nekoliko stoljeéa do prvih sustavnih katastarskih izmjera.

U tablici 1 dajemo pregled katastarsko-zemlji$nih
aktivnosti u Dalmaciji do sredine 18. st.

Kao Sto se vidi iz tablice 1, povijest katastra na
podru¢ju Dalmacije, a time i u Hrvatskoj, vrlo je duga.
Pojedinatna nastojanja izrade zemljiSnih evidencija na
podru¢ju Dalmacije susreéu se vec u srednjem vijeku.
Rije¢ je o zemljiSnim evidencijama pojedinih plemickih
obitelji ili crkvenih institucija koje su bile privatno-pravne
naravi. Prve katastarske evidencije na podrucju mletatke
Dalmacije javljaju se ubrzo nakon uspostave mletacke
vlasti u Dalmaciji. Ve¢ u po¢etnom razdoblju te vlasti,
Venecija nastoji uvesti pravednije oporezivanje svih
slojeva stanovnitva prema realnom prihodu (Slukan Alti¢,
2005).

Za daljnji razvoj zemljiSnih evidencija na podru¢ju
Dalmacije od posebne je vaznosti bila odluka mletackoga
Senata iz 1588. kojom je utvrdeno da svi posjednici na
podru¢ju Dalmacije moraju svakih deset godina obnoviti
popis svojih posjeda.

Svi mletacki katastri na podru¢ju Dalmacije koji su
nastali tijekom 17.118. st. u najuZoj su vezi s promjenom
granica mletacke Dalmacije i kolonizacijom Morlaka na
novooslobodenim podruéjima Dalmatinske zagore.

Osobito su brojni katastarski planovi izradeni u 18.
stoljecu. Posebno su vazni tzv. Grimanijevi planovi ben-
kovackoga, kninskog i drniskog podrucja iz sredine 18.
stolje¢a. Mnogo viSe podataka o povijesti katastra u
Dalmacijiu 17.118. st. moZe se naci u dostupnoj literaturi
(lvon 1923, 1935, Omasi¢ 1971, 1974; Lapaine 2001;
Slukan Alti¢ 2001, 2003, 2005).

Katastarski planoviiz 17. 1 18. st. jo$ uvijek nisu pravi
tehnickii precizni elaborati. Crtezi su radeni u kombinaciji
ortogonalne projekcije tlocrta i perspektivhog prikaza.
Risani su prostoru¢no, u bojama, relativno primitivno. Ipak
imaju dokumentarnu vrijednost, a uz to su i likovno zanim-
ljivi, posebno oni crteZi koji prikazuju vedute graditeljskih
cjelina (Piplovi¢, 1992).
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A considerable amount of private cadastral plans from
this period have been preserved. Some of them attract
our attention more than others, such as those made by
surveyor Petar Kurir from Split for the properties of noble
family Milesi from Split, Franciscan monasteries in Makar-
ska, Imotski and Sinj and many others. Only some of the
surveyors’ names are known, and these are mentioned
by Piplovi¢ (1979) and Duplancic¢ (1990) in their papers.
Very little research has been devoted to surveyors from
this period and their work.

We should also mention a certain linguistic problem
here. In Italian, a language which was official at the time, a

person performing tasks associated with cadastre and land-
registry was called agrimensore perito or publico perito. In
literature, these titles are translated as: land surveyor, sur-
veyor, public surveyor, chartered surveyor. The authors
are not familiar how a person could have obtained the title
peritoin the 17th or 18th century. Was it necessary to have
an appropriate college degree or was something else also
required? We presume that nowadays it would match the
term chartered surveyor, i.e. a person having a university
degree in geodesy who is also a member of the Croatian
Chamber of Surveyors, so that they would be able to con-
duct geodetic affairs independently.

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Sacuvano je dosta privatnih katastarskih planova iz
toga doba. Medu njima pobuduju pozornost oni $to ih je
izradio mjernik Petar Kurir iz Splita za posjede plemicke
obitelji Milesi iz Splita, pa franjevackih samostana u Ma-
karskoj, Imotskome i Sinju, te jo§ mnogih drugih. Poznata
suimena tek nekih geometara javnih vjeStaka, a spominju
ih u svojim radovima Piplovi¢ (1979) i Duplanci¢ (1990).
Vrlo je malo istraZivanja i objavljenih radova koji se bave
mjernicima iz toga doba i njihovim djelima.

Spomenimo na ovome mjestu i jedan jezi€ni problem.
Na talijanskom jeziku koji je u to doba bio sluzbeni, osobe

koje su obavljale poslove vezane uz katastar i zemljisnu
evidenciju imale su naziv agrimensore perito ili publico
perito. U literaturi se ti nazivi prevode kao: geometar javni
vjestak, javni vjestak, javni mjernik, vjeStak mjernik.
Autorima nije poznato pod kojim je uvjetima neka osoba
u 17.1li 18. st. mogla dobiti titulu perito. Je li trebalo zavrsiti
odgovarajucu visoku Skolu ili jo$ nesto? Pretpostavljamo
da bi to danas odgovaralo ovlastenom geodetu, tj. osobi
koja je diplomirani inZenjer geodezije i ¢lan Hrvatske
komore geodeta tako da mozZe samostalno obavljati
geodetske poslove.

According to the Review of Archival Funds and Col-
lections of the Republic of Croatia, Vol. 1, edition of the
Croatian State Archives in Zagreb in 2006 (editor J.
Kolanovi¢), all the materials of the State Archive in Za-
dar were divided as follows:

Land surveyors’ letters can be found in Section A,
i.e. among administrative and public services material.
This material is further divided in a rather unusual way.
For example, there is material marked with A.1 and A.1.2,
but there is no material marked with A.1.1. Furthermore,
there is material marked with A.1.2.2. and A.1.2.4, but
there is not any marked with A.1.2.3., etc. This could be
somewhat confusing, but it was probably done in such a
manner for a reason.

Nevertheless, it is not difficult to find the surveyors’
letters. One should pay attention to the sequence of
records distribution:

A. Administration and Public Services
A. 1. Administrative and Public Services until 1848

A. 1. 2. Venetian administration in Dalmatia and Istria
until 1797

A.1.2. 2. VVenetian provincial administration until 1797

Furthermore, there is a further division into 10 themes,
within which ordinal number 7 stands for:

[0007] The Venetian Cadastre. Land surveyors’ let-
ters (Lettere agrimensores periti) — Zadar (1597-
1797); 1706-1797: bundle 13; 0,4 SI.

However, even though this is a fact according to the
Review of Archival Funds and Collections of the Repub-
lic of Croatia (Kolanovi¢ 2006), the reality is different.
Land surveyors’ letters at DAZ have not been systema-
tized and listed according to archival standards. They
are listed in the so-called "assembly inventory (sumarni
inventar)”. This inventory, which refers to the surveyors’
letters, consists of a book (notebook) titled Sibenski no-
tarski opcinski arhiv and notes on paper on two pages.
Sibenski notarski opéinski arhiv does not represent a
collection but an additional archival tool, i.e. an internal
catalogue in DAZ to simplify research. On the other hand,
the title does not correspond to the content because items

that have no connection with the title are listed. This is
the main reason why the book did not enter the Review
of Archival Funds and Collections of the Republic of
Croatia (Kolanovi¢ 2006); it is an auxiliary archival re-
source, written during the 1960s. A note, also hand-writ-
ten, was created as an additional help or as a guide in
the manuscript.

In the future, auxiliary archival resources (a notebook,
anote) should be transferred into electronic records as a
directory for easier reference. Complete cataloguing
should be accomplished by registering each land sur-
veyor’s letter according to archival standards.

Cover’s and all the pages’
size is 45 x 34 cm. Pages 1 to 33 refer to the Communal
Archive of Sibenik, followed by three blank pages and two
pages referring to the surveyors’ letters list and Turkish
documents in two pages. The last sixteen pages refer to
Dalmatian Cadastres from the 17th and 18th century.

Medutim, iako je to tako prema Pregledu arhivskih
fondova i zbirki Republike Hrvatske (Kolanovi¢ 2006),
stvarnost je drukgija. Naime, u DAZ-u pisma ovlastenih
mjernika nisu sistematizirana i unesena u popis prema
arhivskim standardima, ve¢ to gradivo nalazimo popisano
u tzv. sumarnom inventaru. Taj sumarni inventar koji se
odnosi na pisma ovladtenih mjernika sastoji se od knjige
(bilieznice) s naslovom Sibenski notarski opéinski arhiv i
biljeSka na papiru na tri stranice. Knjiga koja nosi naslov
Sibenski notarski opéinski arhiv nije nikakva zbirka veé
pomocno arhivsko sredstvo, odnosno interni katalog
Arhiva za lak$e snalazenje. S druge strane, naslov ne
odgovara sadrzaju jer su tu popisani sadrZaji koji nemaju
nikakve veze s navedenim naslovom. Zbog toga knjiga i
nije unesena u Pregled arhivskih fondova i zbirki Re-
publike Hrvatske (Kolanovi¢ 2006) jer je rije¢ o pomocnom

arhivskom sredstvu u rukopisu, napisanom $ezdesetih
godina 20. stoljeca. BiljeSka, takoder pisana rukom, nas-
tala je kao pomocno sredstvo za lak$e snalaZenje ili kao
vodi¢ u rukopisu.

into bundles, as specified in the list of Sibenski notarski
opcinski arhiv. There are 13 bundles altogether.

Bundle one

It contains letters from no. 1 to 43. All the letters’ size
is 3020 cm. Each letter was afterwards numbered in red.
There is no map attached to any of the letters in the first
bundle (Fig. 2). Two public surveyors signed letter no.
18: Bartolo Aquisini and Tomaso Pasconi.

Bundle two

The second bundle includes letters from no. 44 to
108. The size is 30 x 20 cm and it has no maps. The
bundle title corresponds to the one listed in Sibenski no-
tarski opcinski arhiv. It has a paper cover (Fig. 3). Four
public surveyors signed the letter no. 53: Bartolo Albari,
Giuseppe Alimari, Bartolomico Aqustini and Tomaso Pas-
coni.

Bundle three

This bundle contains letters from no. 109 to 116. It
has a paper cover and no maps attached. Letters’ size is
31 x 22 cm. All the letters were signed by one land sur-
veyor, whose signature is quite illegible, i.e. only the first
part of the signature is legible: Gio, which implies that
the public land surveyor was Gio Petro Perier. The let-
ters refer to the areas of Knin and Drni$.

Bundle four

This one comprises letters for the areas of Zadar and
Knin. It has a cardboard cover, size 30 x 23 cm and let-
ters from no. 117 to 272. The bundle was classified into
11 sets and several individual letters.

The first set includes a survey for the Zadar area. All
the letters were signed by land surveyor Pierro Ganas-
sa. The set contains letters from no. 117 to 147.

The second set includes survey of Zadar area. All
the letters were signed by land surveyor Giuseppe Gran-
dis. The set contains letters from no. 148 to 173.

The third set comprises letters from no. 174 to 205.
Land surveyor was Alessandro Barbier.

The fourth set deals with letters from no. 206 to 212.
The land surveyor was Filippo Magliacich. This sequence
continues with letters not distributed into sets. These re-
fer to the areas of Rastane, Galovac, Stankovac and
Vrana.

The fifth set contains three letters and land survey-
ors were Pierro Ganassa and Filippo Magliacich.

All three letters in the sixth set were signed by land
surveyor Pietro Signoretti.

Four letters in the seventh set were signed by land
surveyor Pietro Matteuzzi.

The eighth set refers to the area of Knin. It compiles
letters from no. 237 to 250. Land surveyors were: Gior-
gio Cattaneo, Francesco Galatiano, Giuseppe Grandis,
and Filippo Defrateo.

Deseti sveZnji¢ sadrzi samo pismo broj 258. Mjernik
je Pierro Ganassa.

Jedanaesti sveZnji¢ sadrZi pisma od broja 259 do 272.
Mjernici su Pierro Ganassa, Fillippo Magliacich i Lunardo
Balbi.

Peti svezak

Peti svezak sastoji se od samo jednog pisma. Korice
su kartonske. Dimenzije pisma su 28 cm x 20 cm. Zbog
necitljivosti rukopisa nije moguce utvrditi tko je autor toga
pisma.

Sesti svezak

Sadrzi pisma od broja 274 do 338. Korice su karton-
ske. Dimenzije korica su 31 cm x 22 cm. U svesku nema
priloZenih karata. Najveci broj pisama, njih 32, potpisuje
mjernik Pietro Signoretti.

Sedmi svezak

Sedmi je svezak od broja 339 do 426. Korice su
kartonske. Dimenzije pisama su 30 cm x 20 cm. U tom
svesku nema priloZenih karata.

Osmi svezak

U tom su svesku pisma od broja 427 do 489. Korice
su kartonske, vecina pisama je dvolisna. Dimenzije su
31 cm x 22 cm. NajviSe pisama potpisuje mjernik Carlo
Antonio Signoretti.

U svesku se nalazi mali svezak s pismom br. 437 i
kartom. Pismo, koje je potpisao mjernik Carlo Antonio
Signoretti, dosta je unisteno i slabo ¢Citljivo. Karta je
nepravilnih dimenzija i jako zguzvana. Crtez prikazuje
posjede.

U pismu br. 438 nalazi se karta (sl. 4). Mjernik je Carlo
Antonio Signoretti, koji potpisuje i kartu. U pismu navodi
da je otiSao na posjed obitelji Ivosevich i predogio to¢an
plan tog posjeda na karti. Navodi da se njegova izmjera
ne slaZe s katastrom iz 1709. godine. Pozvan je na teren
zbog problema oko javnog pojila za stoku, koji je i
naznacen na karti. Papir, crtano rukom, u boji, dimenzije
31cmx 22 cm.

Deveti svezak

U svesku su pisma od broja 490 do 506. Kartonske
korice, dimenzije pisama su 31 cm x 22 cm. NajviSe pi-
sama u ovom svesku potpisuje mjernik Andrea Crivellari.

U pismu pod brojem 506 prilozena je karta (sl. 5).
Pismo i kartu potpisuje mjernik Andrea Crivellari. U pismu
daje osvrt na posjed koji se sastoji od dvanaest polja u
Murvici. Susreo se sa susjedima okolnih posjeda koji su
posvjedoCili o promjeni imena terena. Tako je pojam
Nome di Bitina tijekom vremena promijenjen u Cotto
Beneto, a u konacnici u Benetina. Papir, crtano rukom, u
bojama, vel. 32 cm x 23,5 cm.

Deseti svezak

U desetom svesku su pisma od broja 507 do 542.
Korice su kartonske. Dimenzije su 30 cm x 22 cm. Mjernik
Carlo Antonio Signoretti u tom svesku potpisuje najveci
broj pisama.

The ninth set has three letters signed by Piero Currir.
These are for the areas of Knin and Drnis.

The tenth set has only one letter, no. 258. Land sur-
veyor was Pierro Ganassa.

The eleventh set includes letters from no. 259 to 272.
Land surveyors were Pierro Ganassa, Filippo Magliac-
ich and Lunardo Balbi.

Bundle five

The fifth bundle contains only one letter. It has a card-
board cover. The letter’s size is 28 x 20 cm. Due to illeg-
ibility of handwriting, it was not possible to determine the
author of the letter.

Bundle six

This bundle compiles letters from no. 274 to 338 and
it has a cardboard cover. The cover size is 31 x 22 cm
and the bundle has no maps attached. The majority of
letters, 32 of them, were signed by a land surveyor Pie-
tro Signoretti.

Bundle seven

The seventh bundle includes letters from no. 339 to
426. It has a cardboard cover. The letters’ size is 30 x
20 cm. This bundle has no maps attached.

Bundle eight

It contains letters from no. 427 to 489. The bundle
has a cardboard cover and the majority of letters are in
two sheets. The size is 31 x 22 cm. Most letters were
signed by land surveyor Carlo Antonio Signoretti. There
is a small set with letter no. 437 and a map in this bun-
dle. The letter is damaged and rather illegible. The map
is irregular in size and rather wrinkled. The drawing de-
picts estates.

In the letter no. 438 there is a map (Fig. 4). Land
surveyor was Carlo Antonio Signoretti, who also signed

the map. In the letter, he states he had visited the estate
of family Ivosevich and presented an exact plan of this
estate on the map. He states his survey did not corre-
spond to the cadastre from 1709. He was called upon in
the field because of certain problems involving public live-
stock watering place, which was indicated on the map.
Paper, drawn by hand, in colour, size 31 x 22 cm.

Bundle nine

Bundle nine contains letters from no. 490 to 506. It
has a cardboard cover, letters’ size is 3122 cm. Most let-
ters were signed by land surveyor Andrea Crivellari.

Letter no. 506 has a map attached (Fig. 5). Both the
letter and the map were signed by land surveyor Andrea
Crivellari. In the letter, he reviews the property in Murvi-
ca which consisted of 12 fields. He met inhabitants of
the neighbouring villages who witnessed the change of
the field’s name. That is how over a period of time the
term Nome di Bitina was transformed into Cotto Beneto
and later on into Benetina. Paper, drawn by hand, in col-
our, size 32 x 23.5 cm.

Bundle ten

The tenth bundle compiles letters from no. 507 to 542.
It has a cardboard cover, the size is 3022 cm. Land surve-
yor Carlo Antonio Signoretti signed the majority of letters.

Letter no. 508 has a map attached (Fig. 6). The letter
and the map were signed by a land surveyor Pietro Si-
gnoretti. A property which had once been in the posses-
sion of the Beccalo family in the region of Zaseoci is
mentioned in the letter. The letter also notes the pres-
ence of all the people involved in land surveying. Thirty
two pieces of land were surveyed and their boundaries
established. It is stated in the letter that lvan Mangierato
demanded a larger piece of land because he had been
cultivating most of it. The map contains a list of employ-
ees. Paper, drawn by hand, in colour, size 91 x 45 cm.

Letter no. 509 has three maps attached, all of them
depicting the area of Nin (Fig. 7, 8 and 9). In this letter,
land surveyor and author of two maps was Carlo Antonio
Signoretti, and of one map Pietro Signoretti. The letter
states the committee came out in the field. Atopographic
map of this territory is enclosed. The surveyor states the
map also existed in the General Archive and mentions
the damage caused by the fire above Rasinovac woods
that he wanted to identify. Furthermore, he also men-
tions two witnesses and two recording secretaries who
came out in the field immediately after the fire. The map
contains drawings of the main winds. Paper, drawn by
hand, in colour, size 31 x 43 cm.

The map is on the letter. It shows properties. Land
parcels are numbered on the map, each parcel belong-
ing to a certain family, the list of which is also been en-
closed. Paper, drawn by hand, in colour, size 31 x22 cm.

Bundle eleven

It has a paper cover, size 31 x 22 cm. This bundle
contains letters from no. 543 to 586. There are no maps
attached.

Bundle twelve

It has a cardboard cover. The size is 31 x 22 cm. It
compiles letters from no. 587 to 657. There are no maps
attached. Two land surveyors signed letter no. 592, Car-
lo Filippi and Carlo Antonio Signoretti.

Bundle thirteen

The last bundle has no maps attached. The bundle
contains letters from no. 658 to 674. The size is 31 x
22 cm. It has a cardboard cover.

5.List of all land surveyors whose
letters have been preserved in the
State Archive in Zadar and refer to
the Venetian administration in
Dalmatia until 1797

All the land surveyors and the number of letters they
signed are listed in Table 2, which suggests the majority
of letters (114) was written by land surveyor Carlo Anto-
nio Signoretti. A considerable number was written by Pi-
etro Signoretti (97) and Giuseppe Grandis or Grandy (60).
Some letters were signed by two or more land survey-
ors.

Three of all the listed land surveyors enclosed maps
with their letters, the content of which was analyzed in
the previous chapter. Land surveyor Pietro Signoretti
enclosed four maps with his letter, Carlo Antonio two and
Andrea Crivellari one map.

U pismu pod brojem 508 prilozena je karta (sl. 6).
Pismo i kartu potpisuje mjernik Pietro Signoretti. U pismu
se navodi posjed koji je nekad bio u obitelji Beccalo u
okrugu Zaseoci. Nabrajaju se svi prisutni koji sudjeluju u
mjerenju. Izmjerena su 32 dijela i odredene njihove grani-
ce. Zatim se navodi da Ivan Mangierato zahtijeva veci
dio zemlje jer je on najvise zemlje i obradivao. Na karti
se nalazi popis zaposlenika. Papir, crtano rukom, u boja-
ma, vel. 91 cm x 45 cm.

U pismu pod brojem 509 priloZzene su tri karte (sl. 7—-
9). Sve tri karte prikazuju podrugje Nina. U pismu mjernik
i autor dviju karata je Carlo Antonio Signoretti, a jedne
Pietro Signoretti. U pismu se navodi da je komisija izasla
na teren. Uz pismo se prilaZze topografski nacrt toga
podrucja, navodi da taj nacrt postoji i u generalnom arhivu.
U pismu se dalje govori o Steti koju se Zeli utvrditi iznad
dijela Sume Rasinovac, a koja je nastala zbog poZara.
Navode se dva svjedoka i dva zapisni¢ara koji su odmah
nakon poZara do$li utvrditi Stetu. Na karti su ucrtani glavni
vjetrovi. Papir, crtano rukom, u boji, vel. 31 cm x 43 cm.

Karta se nalazi na pismu. Prikazuje posjede. Parcele
na karti oznacene su brojevima, svaki posjed pripada
odredenoj obitelji Ciji popis je takoder naveden. Papir,
crtano rukom, u boji, vel. 31 cm x 22 cm.

Jedanaesti svezak

Korice su papirnate, dimenzija 31 cm x 22 cm. U sves-
ku su pisma od broja 543 do 586. PriloZenih karata nema.

Dvanaesti svezak

Kartonske korice. Dimenzije 31 cm x 22 cm. U tom
su svesku pisma od broja 587 do 657. Nema priloZzenih
karata. U pismu pod brojem 592 potpisana su dva
mjernika: Carlo Filippi i Carlo Antonio Signoretti.

Trinaesti svezak

U posljednjem svesku nema priloZzenih karata. Svezak
sadrzi pisma od broja 658 do 674. Dimenzije su 31 cm x
22 cm. Korice su kartonske.

5. Popis svih mjernika ¢ija se pisma
¢uvaju u DAZ-u, a odnose se na
mletaéku upravu u Dalmaciji do 1797.

U tablici 2 naveden je popis svih mjernika i broj pisama
koje potpisuju. Iz tablice je vidljivo da je najveéi broj
pisama (114) sastavio mjernik Carlo Antonio Signoretti.
Vedéi broj pisama sastavili su Pietro Signoretti (97) i
Giuseppe Grandis ili Grandy (60). Nekoliko pisama
potpisuje vise mjernika.

Od navedenih mjernika trojica su uz svoja pisma
priloZili karte sadrzaj kojih je analiziran u prethodnom
poglavlju. Mjernik Pietro Signoretti uz pisma prilaZe Cetiri
karte, Carlo Antonio Signoretti dvije karte, a Andrea
Crivellari jednu Kkartu.

6. Conclusion

Land surveyors’ letters were sent to the General Re-
gent from the field. Bearing their contents in mind, the
letters show complexity and dynamics of demogeograph-
ical processes in Dalmatia during the period of Venetian
administration, which originated as a result of new land
acquisition by the Venetian Republic. Very frequent bor-
der changes between Venetian and Turkish properties
resulted in territorial and judicial disputes and changes
in the area of Dalmatia and especially Dalmatian Zago-
ra. The newly acquired land also meant new territorial
organization of landowners, serves, state property and
ownership rights as well as immigration.

Such frequent historical changes resulted in unsolved
ownership and disarrangement in the cadastral records.
The constant need for mapping and surveying has been
confirmed by almost seven hundred letters describing
even the smallest changes in the area. Surveyors’ let-
ters, kept at the State Archive in Zadar, as well as maps
attached to certain letters, played a significant part in
resolving border disputes and establishing properties.

The paper explains the manner in which these let-
ters were preserved at the State Archive in Zadar (DAZ),
their quantity, organization, contents, who their authors
were and finally which letters contain attached maps. It
is a valuable collection which needs to be explored fur-
ther in the future.
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6. Zakljucak

Pisma ovlastenih mjernika upucivana su providuru s
terena. Svojim sadrzajem ona pokazuju sloZzenost i dina-
miku demogeografskih procesa na prostoru Dalmacije u
doba mletacke uprave kao posljedice stjecanja novoga
zemljista Mletatke Republike. Cesta promjena granice
izmedu mletackih i turskih posjeda imala je za posljedicu
teritorijalne i imovinsko-pravne promjene na prostoru Dal-
macije, a posebno na prostoru Dalmatinske zagore. Nove
ste€evine znacile su i novi ustroj vlasnika, kolonata,
drzavnog posjeda i neutvrdeno vlasnistvo zemljista te
doseljavanje stanovnistva.

Takve ucestale povijesne mijene odrazile su se na
nesredenost vlasnickih odnosa i katastra, pa stoga potre-
bu mjernika za ¢estim izlascima na teren potvrduje gotovo
sedamstotina pisama u kojima su zabiljeZzene i najmanje
promjene u prostoru. Pisma ovlastenih mjernika koja se
Cuvaju u DAZ-u, kao i karte priloZzene uz pojedina pisma,
imali su veliku vaznost u rjeSavanju pograni¢nih sporova
i utvrdivanju zemljista.

U radu je objadnjeno kako su ta pisma pohranjena u
DAZ-u, koliko ih ima, na koji nagin su sistematizirana,
tko su im autori, 8to u njima piSe te koja od njih kao prilog
sadrZe i karte. Rije¢ je o zasigurno vrijednoj zbirci koju
valja jo§ podrobnije istraziti.
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
