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16th Conference of LIBER GdC - Group of Map Librarians
of the Association of European Research Libraries:
Future of Map Collections and Map Librarians

Amsterdam, June 30 — July 4, 2008

The 16th Conference of the Group of
Map Librarians GdC (Groupe des Car-
tothécaires) of the Association of Euro-
pean Research Libraries LIBER (Ligue
des Bibliothéques Européennes de Re-
cherche, URL1) was held from June 30
to July 4, 2008 in Amsterdam.

The conference is held every two years
and gathers European map librarians. As
a representative of Croatian cartography
and librarianship in the Group of Map Li-
brarians, | presented Croatia’s National
Report about cartographic and librarian
events for the period 2006-2008 (URL2).

This year’s conference was titled Fu-
ture of Map Collections and Map Librari-
ans, which means it was focused on the
future of map collections and map librar-
ians and their profession. There were 70
participants from 20 European countries,
as well as one participant from USA. Nu-
merous lectures were held during the four
days of the conference, and we also had
the opportunity to see presentations of
latest GIS technology, programs for stor-
ing and presenting cartographic materi-
al, etc. Work sessions were held at the
following institutions: Archive of Amster-
dam, University Library of Amsterdam,
Vrije University of Amsterdam and the
University of Wageningen, the Forum Li-
brary. | would like to point out the extraor-
dinary exhibition of Blaue’s maps from the
17th century, which was prepared espe-
cially for this occasion by Jan Werner from
the Map Collection of the University Li-
brary of Amsterdam.

There were presentations of eight po-
sters and several projects and cartographic

material digitalization equipment (URL3).
National reports were presented by 12
participating countries: Belgium, Croatia,
Denmark, Estonia, France, Germany, The
Netherlands, Russia, Slovenia, Spain,
The United Kingdom and Switzerland.

Working groups discussed future ac-
tivities in order to improve information dis-
semination among map librarians and oth-
er information professionals. There was
also talk about library programs and
standards, of which | would like to point
out the lecture held by colleague Ruth Kalf
from Belgium who was the first in this
European group to propose the possibili-
ty of using the FRBR standard in cata-
logue processing of cartographic materi-
al. Map digitization projects were present-
ed within the very interesting fourth work
session titled Visual Approach to Carto-
graphic Information. Four projects were
presented:

Q Jean-LucArnaud (National Centre for
Scientific Research, Aix-en-Pro-
vence): CartoMundi — New Internet
Site of Cartographic Sources and

QO Jose Borbinha (High Technical Insti-
tute, Lisbon): Digmap and a Visual
Approach to Collections of Old Maps
(URL4)

All present were encouraged to con-
sider to joint project within the European
Union in order to improve the implemen-
tation of map collections into contempo-
rary Internet technologies, e.g. the use of
GIS and general sheets, as well as lists
of geographic names when browsing dig-
itized topographic maps. All presenters
were invited to publish their papers in the
Liber Quarterly journal.

Finally, conference organizers organ-
ized an impressive trip to West Frisia and
Makermeer. We had a professional guide
and visited the town of Enkhuizen and its
medieval core, formerly a very important
harbour. We also visited the tourist city of
Hoorn. There we enjoyed a presentation
of the project of digital restoration of the
wall map of the world by Frederick de Wit
at the Museum of West Frisia (URL5).

From Hoorn, we set sail on the ship
Nieuwe Liefde, where some conference
participants were accommodated during
the conference. We reached the Marken
Peninsula, which is below the sea surface.
Wialking on the green island full of beau-
tiful houses proved to be a unique expe-
rience for all participants of the confer-
ence.

The next conference is going to be
organized by the National Library of Es-
tonia and will be held in Estonia in 2010.
Therefore, colleague Margit Tohver held
a presentation about goals, themes and
institutions hosting the next conference.

16. konferencija LIBER GdC - Grupe kartografskih
knjizniCara Udruzenja europskih istrazivackih knjiznica:
Buducnost kartografske zbirke i kartografskih knjiznicara

Amsteradam, 30. lipnja — 4. srpnja, 2008.

0Od 30. lipnja do 4. srpnja 2008. uAm-
sterdamu je odrzana 16. konferencija Gru-
pe kartografskih knjizni¢ara GdC (Groupe
des Cartothécaires) Udruzenja europskih
istrazivackih knjiznica LIBER (Ligue des
Bibliothéques Européennes de Recherche,
URL1).

Konferencija se odrzava svake druge
godine i okuplja europske kartografske
knjizni€are. Kao predstavnica hrvatske
kartografije i knjizniarstva u Grupi karto-
grafskih knjizni€ara, predstavila sam Na-
cionalni izvje$taj Hrvatske o kartografskim
i knjizni¢arskim dogadanjima za dvogo-
diSnje razdoblje 2006-2008 (URL2).

Ovogodisnja konferencija pod nazi-
vom Buducnost kartografske zbirke i kar-
tografskih knjiznicara, kako joj sam naziv
kazZe, tematski je usredotoena na buduc-
nost kartografskih zbirki i budu¢nost karto-
grafskih knjizniCara te njihove profesije.
Sudjelovalo je 70 sudionika iz 20 europ-
skih zemalja, te jedan sudionik iz SAD-a.
Uz obilje vrlo zanimljivih predavanja, odr-
zanih u Cetiri dana, imali smo prigodu vi-
djeti prezentacije najnovije GIS tehnolo-
gije, programa za pohranu i prezentaciju
kartografske grade itd. Radne sjednice su
odrzavane u sljedeéim institucijama: Arhiv
u Amsterdamu, SveuciliSna knjiznica u
Amsterdamu, Sveuciliste Vrije u Amster-
damu i Sveuciliste u Wageningenu, knjiz-
nica Forum. Posebno bih istaknula izuzet-
nu izlozbu Blaueovih kartografskih djela
iz 17. stolje¢a, koju je priredio posebno
za ovu prigodu Jan Werner iz Kartograf-
ske zbirke SveuciliSne knjiznice u Amster-
damu.

Predstavljeno je osam postera i neko-
liko demonstracija projekata i opreme za
digitalizaciju kartografske grade (URL3).
Nacionalne izvjeStaje predstavilo je 12
zemalja sudionica: Belgija, Hrvatska,
Danska, Estonija, Francuska, Njemacka,
Nizozemska, Rusija, Slovenija, épanjol-
ska, Ujedinjeno Kraljevstvo i Svicarska.

U okviru Radnih grupa dogovorene
su aktivnosti u buducnosti u svrhu $to bo-
lie diseminacije informacija medu karto-
grafskim knjizni€arima i ostalim informa-
cijskim stru¢njacima. Razgovaralo se o
knjizni€nim programima i standardima, od
kojih bih posebno izdvojila predavanje
kolegice Ruth Kalf iz Belgije koja je po
prvi puta u okviru ove grupe u Europi po-
taknula mogucnosti koriStenja standarda

FRBR u kataloznoj obradi kartografske
grade. Predstavljeni su projekti digitali-
zacije kartografske grade u okviru osobito
zanimljive Cetvrte radne sjednice pod nazi-
vom Vizualni pristup kartografskim informa-
cijama. Predstavljena su Cetiri projekta:

Svi nazoéni pozvani su na razmis-
ljanje o zajednickom projektu unutar EU
s ciliem $to boljeg i efikasnijeg ukljucivanja
kartografskih zbirki u knjiznicama u suvre-
mene internetske tehnologije, kao $to je
primjerice upotreba GIS-a i preglednih
listova, te popisa geografskih naziva pri
pregledu digitaliziranih topografskih ka-
rata. Svi izlagaCi su pozvani da objave
svoje radove u ¢asopisu Liber Quarterly.

Organizatori konferencije su napos-
lietku svih zbivanja organizirali vrlo impre-
sivan izlet u zapadnu Friziju i Markermeer.
Posijetili smo pod stru¢nim vodstvom gra-
di¢ Enkhuizen i njegovu srednjevjekovnu

jezgru, nekadasnju vrlo vaznu luku. Tako-
der smo posijetili turisticki grad Hoorn. Tu
smo uzivali u prezentaciji projekta digi-
talne restauracije zidne karte svijeta Fre-
dericka de Wita u Muzeju zapadne Frizije
(URLS5).

Iz Hoorna smo se uputili jedrenjakom
Nieuwe Liefde, na kojem je dio sudionika
konferencije i stanovao za vrijeme kon-
ferencije, do poluotoka Markena koji se
nalazi ispod razine mora, Setnja zelenim
otokom lijepih kuéica bila je jedinstven
dozivljaj za sve sudionike konferencije.

Sljedeca konferencija odrzat ¢e se u
Estoniji u organizaciji Nacionalne knjizni-
ce Estonije, 2010. godine. Tim je povo-
dom kolegica Margit Tohver odrZala pre-
zentaciju o ciljevima, temi i institucijama
domacinima iduce konferencije.
