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distant galaxies, DNA, and the places of brain
neurone communication (p. 70), to mention just a
few examples. A wider challenge for cyber
cartographers is a construction of dynamic maps and
the presentation of spatiality of cyberspaces with
some of them having no explicit spatial relationships.

Social communication media can be divided into two
groups with respect to time dimension:
asynchronous, where participants communicate in
various time, and synchronous where they
communicate at the same time. The example of
asynchronous communication in cyberspace is
electronic mail, and of synchronous chat room.

In the 7th chapter the authors describe various forms
and initial efforts of discovering the spatiality and

geometry asynchronous media. Among synchronous
media virtual worlds are especially interesting. Such

worlds have graphic interface revealing visually the
landscape and its avatars. There are, as stated by the
authors, about 500 such worlds. One of the greatest
known under the name A/phaWorld is considered

more detailed. It is at the same time one of

The topic of the 11th chapter is the future in mapping
cyberspace. The authors point out that their research
in this book is initial, partial and selective because it
is based mostly on texts from English speaking area.
The book ends with their guidelines for future
research and the list of references containing 662
titles.

I recommend the book to everyone who is interested
in the possibility of cartography entering new areas.

he publishing house Golden marketing from

Zagreb published in 2002 a monograph Slavonia
— History of the Settlements and the Origins of
Inhabitants by the academician Mirko Markovi¢. The
monograph contains 614 pages having the format
21x28 cm in hardback, bearing the sign ISBN 953-
6168-12-X. The reviewers were the academician
Andre Mohorovici¢ and Prof. Dr. Josip Barbari¢.

The monograph is the synthesis about Slavonia with
the research of its settlement history and the origin
and migration of its inhabitants being pointed out.
Ever since the 7th century up to now, Slavonia has
been one of the largest Croatian regions. In the past it
used to extend farther to the west unlike in the last
three to four centuries. The area of Slavonia dealt
with in this monograph lies among the rivers Sava,
Drava, Danube and Ilova and the state border of the
Republic of Croatia in the western Srijem.

Ta je monografija povijesna sinteza o Slavoniji, s
naglaskom na proucavanju proslosti njezinih naselja
te podrijetlu i migracijama njezina stanovnistva.
Slavonija je od 7. st. sve do danas bila jedna od
najvecih hrvatskih pokrajina. U proslosti se prostirala
dalje prema zapadu nego u posljednja tri do Cetiri
stoljeca.

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The chapters 5-9 bring some peculiarities in the
development of the settlements and their inhabitants
for single counties. Topographic material has been
dealt with according to the terrestrial division of
Slavonia in counties from 1997. For the sake of
historical approach, the author has divided single
counties into a few territorial units (subregions). The
demographic data have been stated about the
population movements in single areas of some county
through three periods of time: mediaeval, Turkish
and Postturkish period. Larger part of demographic
presentations includes the period of the Turks ruling
over the territory because the changes in population
structure were the greatest at that time. The present
political and administrative division of Slavonia
looks a little bit like the land division in the periods
before and after the Turkish occupation. The author
has paid special attention to describing the
settlements with their geographic, national and
historical characteristics, producing also the number
of inhabitants in a certain period, the lists of villages
and municipalities with the census. These chapters
make it possible for a reader to get acquainted with
the settlements and the process of inhabiting single
county areas. The last two chapters deal with the
settlements and the inhabitants of those parts of West
Slavonia that belong to the present Bjelovar-Bilogora
County, and Sisak-Moslavina County.

At the end of each chapter there is a list of notes
instructing readers about deeper and wider research.
The work ends with conclusions in Croatian and
German, with the lists of sources, references and
illustrations, and with the contents of settlements. In
the Conclusion the author emphasizes that the history
of settlements and population movements at the
territory of Slavonia have been insufficiently
comprehensively researched so far, having no
objective conclusions. The monograph is illustrated
with 180 cartographic presentations with the part cut
outs of topographic maps made in the period of
Francis and Joseph II Land Surveys being the
majority of them.

The academician Mirko Markovi¢ has published so
far a few monographs of great significance for the
history of Croatian cartography: Descriptio Croatiae
1993, Descriptio Bosnae & Hercegovinae 1998, and
Croatian Cities on Old Plans and Panoramic Views
in 2001. His latest monograph Slavonia — History of
the Settlements and the Origins of Inhabitants is a
valuable contribution not only to Croatian history,
geography and history of cartography, but also to
Croatian science and culture in general. I believe that
we will be very soon thrilled by a new masterpiece
by the author in the field of Croatian cartographic
heritage.

U Predgovoru autor istice da se sluzio brojnim
povijesnim izvorima, ponajprije Diplomatickim
zbornikom Hrvatske akademije znanosti i umjetnosti
i drugim Akademijinim edicijama, te mnogim
starijim i novijim djelima. Osim toga sluzio se i
neobjavljenom povijesnom gradom iz Hrvatskog
drzavnog arhiva, Nadbiskupskog arhiva u Zagrebu i
Ratnog arhiva u Becu.

Na pocetku knjige dana su geografska obiljezja
Slavonije, a nakon toga pregled naselja i stanovnistva
savsko-dravskog medurijecja tijekom prapovijesti, u
rimskom razdoblju te razdoblju od pocetka starog
vijeka do pocetka 12. stoljeca.

U poglavljima 5-9. navedene su osobitosti u razvitku
naselja i njihova stanovni$tva za pojedinu Zupaniju.
Topografsko gradivo obradeno je prema teritorijalnoj
podjeli Slavonije po zupanijama iz 1997. Za
povijesnu obradu, podrucje pojedine Zupanije autor
je podijelio u nekoliko teritorijalnih cjelina
(subregija). Dani su demografski podaci o kretanju
stanovnistva na pojedinom podruéju odgovarajuce
zupanije kroz tri vremenska razdoblja:
srednjovjekovno, tursko i posttursko. Veéi dio
demografskih prikaza obuhvaca razdoblje turske
vladavine jer su tada bile najveée promjene u sastavu
stanovnistva. Danas$nja politicko-administrativna
podjela Slavonije malo nalikuje na podjelu zemlje u
razdobljima prije i poslije turske okupacije. Posebnu
pozornost autor je posvetio opisivanju naselja s
njihovim geografskim, nacionalnim i povijesnim
karakteristikama, pricem su dani podaci o broju

stanovnika u odredenom razdoblju, popisi sela i
op¢ina s popisom stanovnistva. Ta poglavlja
omogucuju upoznavanje naselja i naseljavanje
pojedinih podrucja zupanije. Posljednje dva poglavlja
obraduju naselja i stanovnistvo onih dijelova zapadne
Slavonije koja se nalaze u sastavu danasnje
Bjelovarsko-bilogorske, odnosno Sisacko-
moslavacke Zupanije.

Djelo zavrsava zaklju¢cima na hrvatskom i
njemackom jeziku, popisima izvora, literature i
ilustracija te kazalom naselja. U Zakljucku autor
navodi da su proslost naselja i kretanje stanovnistva
na podrucju Slavonije istrazeni dosad nedovoljno
obuhvatno i s neobjektivnim zakljuc¢cima.
Monografija je ilustrirana s oko 180 kartografskih
prikaza, od toga veci dio Cine isjecci topografskih
karata nastalih u doba francjozefske topografske
izmjere.

Akademik Mirko Markovi¢ objavio je dosada jo$
nekoliko vrlo znacajnih monografija za povijest
hrvatske kartografije: Descriptio Croatiae 1993,
Brod — kulturno-povijesna monografija 1994,
Descriptio Bosnae & Hercegovinae 1998.
