CGajenih prikaza magistara i doktora znanosti, izlozbi, skupova,
knjiga, Gasopisa.ili institucija, u.ovom broju imamo i prikaze ka-
rata. To je nesSto Sto ve¢ dugo vremena pokuSavamo pokrenuti i
nadamo se da Cete takve prikaze naci posebno korisnim.

Dear readers, you are looking at the 18th issue of Carto-
graphy and Geoinformation. This is the second issue featuring
the new design and | hope you like it. There have lately been
numerous changes in scientific publishing affecting scientists
and researchers, as well as editorials boards. Journal financing
models are changing, paper evaluation for scientist advance-
ment is changing, the way in which authors' papers are publi-
shed in journals is changing, and all of this is happening during
the globalization of scientific publishing. At the same time, edi-
torial boards have to maintain and improve their quality of work
and ethics.

As a society of cartography lovers, the Croatian Cartograp-
hic Society is going to attempt to maintain its quality in these
more difficult conditions. The journal publishes scientific and
professional papers, as well as other articles about cartography
and geoinformation. Its goal is to assemble the cartographic
community around such a valuable source of information, as
well as to enable everyone to gain insight into the development
of cartography. There are really many maps in this issue.

Scientific-expert papers include the analysis of maps of
Hungarian cities in the 16th century by Zenoi and Forlani,
analysis for the production of facsimiles of the cadastral plan of
Varazdin from 1860, which demonstrates how maps can suffer
and how we can lose a part of history forever if we are not ca-
reful with them. There is also an overview of cartographic and
geodetic work of Ruder BoSkovi¢. These papers deal with old
maps, which are both beautiful and exceptionally valuable. The-
se papers often contain data we are not able to verify, even tho-
ugh they do not concern distant history. Therefore, we have to
ask ourselves whether we are going to leave future generations
enough information about contemporary cartography and
maps. How are we going to preserve contemporary virtual
maps for future?

One paper concerns a contemporary issue, INSPIRE and the
role of the Joint Research Centre of the European Commission in
INSPIRE. INSPIRE attempts to connect and facilitate access to
European countries’ geoinformation, which is surely going to
contribute to the development of European cartography.

This issue also features news, reviews and overviews. In
addition to the usual overviews of master and doctoral theses,
exhibitions, conferences, books, journals and institutions, there
are also map reviews. This is something we have wanted to in-
troduce for a long time, and we hope you are going to find tho-
se reviews especially useful.
