The analysis will lead to concrete proposals to
fully establish this infrastructure and to use it for the
benefit of the region. The project will provide a
roadmap and policy recommendations not only to
actors in the sector of Geographic Information, but
to all decision makers, to governments and donors,
that they take these policy recommendations into
account for the definition of future policy and projects
of all kind.

The Technical University of Sofia is working in
this project together with GISIG, the Italian based
“Geographic Information Systems International
Group”, with members from all over Europe, with

Eurogeographics, the association of the European
Mapping Agencies with 40 members in 38 countries,
and with the Bulgarian IT consultancy company
URSIT Ltd. These partners are supported by experts
in each country.

The results will be made available in a public final
report and be accessible via the World Wide Web
site http://www.gisig.it/gisee. The work will lead to a
network of GIS actors in the region, who continue to
work on those issues, and to the introduction of
standards and modern technology. The project will
inits sector contribute to the integration of the region,
and with the European Union.

EARSel — European Association of Remote
Sensing Laboratories

ARSeL is a scientific association of European

institutions considered with remote sensing and
GIS technologies. It is composed of scientific (not
commercial) and commercial organizations
(industry). They research all fields of remote sensing
methods in which the data is gathered from orbital
and suborbital spacecrafts. EARSel is a non-profit
organization with a permanent secretariat in Paris.
The aforementioned institutions are often financially
supported by the European Space Agency (ESA),
the European Commission, the Council of Europe
and other international institutions.

EARSeL communicates via its president with
Earth Science Advisory Committee — ESAC.
EARSeL is the leading member of the Federation of
European Remote Sensing Societies and through it
represents several thousands European scientists.
It is a member of the European Federation of
Scientific Associations (FER) and a regional member
of the International Society for Photogrammetry and
Remote Sensing. It is a unique association for this
scientific field, founded in 1977 under the patronage
of the European Space Agency, the Council of
Europe and the European Commission, and it
belongs to UNESCO as a non-government
organization.

About 300 institutions are EARSeL's members.
Institutions are preffered as members, although
individuals may also become members.

EARSeL is directed by a president and a Council,
which consists of representatives of all European

Union countries. The General Assembly is held each
year at the time of the professional meeting.

EARSel’s activities

The basic activities of this association are:

Q stimulation and improvement of the
development of remote sensing and Earth
research education

Q initiation and coordination of applied
research

Q restoration of a bridge between technology
and application for a wide circle of
interested parties

Q organization and sponsorship of the
development of new sensors and systems
and all technical relevant aspects

Q care for a network of experts of European
organizations

Q improvement of cooperation between
experts for remote sensing and
environment managers, decision making
experts, as well as between Western
European and Eastern European
institutions.

EARSeL — europska udruga laboratorija za
daljinska istraZivanja

ARSeL (European Association of Remote

Sensing Laboratories) znanstvena je udruga
europskih institucija koje se bave daljinskim
istrazivanjima (remote sensing) i GIS-tehnologijama.
Ukljuéene su znanstvene (nekomercijalne)
institucije, kao i komercijalne (industrija) organizacije.
One se bave istrazivanjima na svim poljima primjene
metoda daljinskih istrazivanja u kojima su podaci
dobiveni iz orbitalnih i suborbitalnih letjelica. Dakle,
rije¢ je o neprofitnoj organizaciji sa stalnim
sekretarijatom u Parizu. Spomenute institucije u
Svojim su programima ¢esto financijski podrzane od
Europske svemirske agencije (ESA), Europske
komisije (European Commission), Savjeta Europe
(Council of Europe) i drugih medunarodnih institucija.

EARSeL preko svojega predsjednika komunicira
s ESAC-om - Savjetni¢kim povjerenstvom za
geoznanosti (Earth Science Advisory Committee —
ESAC). EARSeL je vodeca Clanica Federacije
europskih drustava za daljinska istrazivanja
(Federation of European Remote Sensing Societies)
i preko nje zastupa nekoliko tisuca europskih
znanstvenika. Clanica je Europske federacije
znanstvenih udruga (FER) i regionalna ¢lanica
Medunarodnog drustva za fotogrametriju i daljinska
istrazivanja.

To je jedinstvena udruga iz toga znanstvenog
podrucja, osnovana 1977. godine pod
pokroviteljstvom Europske svemirske agencije,
Vijeca Europe i Europske komisije, te kao nevladina
organizacija pripada pod UNESCO.

Special Interest Groups regularly, in intervals,
organize highlevel Workshops every two or three
years. These workshops are organized at the time
of symposiums (before the beginning or after
symposiums).

Special Interest Groups’ important task is the
supervision in education and training, which means
coordination and stimulation of initiatives in
organization of professional workshops and
professional sessions. Furthermore, Special Interest
Groups stimulate cooperation and aid innovative
applications in remote sensing. At the same time,
the highest priority is given to science. The state-of-
the-art is well established and advances are being
made and are foreseen.

Special Interest Groups are of special importance
in the field of scientific communications and the
stimulation of understanding and the estimation of
huge problems and the suggesting of ways how to
solve them (hardware and software) in scientific
community, and which are immensly important and
affect the citizens of Europe. Special Interest Groups
also help make important decisions and define future
space missions.

Special Interest Groups organize various forms
of work (workshops, sessions etc.), the results of
which are checked and published in EARSeL’s new
series of proceedings on CD-ROM. Conclusions and
special recommendations are presented to agencies
and relevant institutions, like International Society
for Photogrammetry and Remote Sensing (ISPRS),
EUROGI, OEEPE, Eurogeographic and EARSC.

EARSel’s members

All institutions active in the development and
application of remote sensing and GIS technologies
are able to become EARSeL’s members. Their duties

are professional activities and the payment of annual
fee.

There have been
23 scientific meetings in the countries of the
European Union so far, and also two meetings in
countries not in the European Union, in 1992 in
Hungary, and in 2001 in the Czech Repubilic.

The organization of EARSeL’s 24th symposium
was entrusted to Croatia and it will be held in May
2004 in Dubrovnik titled New Strategies for European
Remote Sensing. Two workshops are going to be
organized after the symposium: Remote Sensing of
Land Use & Land Cover and Remote Sensing of
Forest Fires and Coastal Zones.

Host of this symposium is going to be the Remote
Sensing and Photointerpretation Scientific Council
in the Croatian Academy of Sciences and Art and
the GEOSAT Ltd. company from Zagreb.
