Showing numerous photo-
graphs taken in Africa and published in this issue on sev-
eral pages, | wanted you to feel at least a part of African
atmosphere we took home from another continent.

The basic characteristic of the journal is the publish-
ing of all texts in both Croatian and English, so we can
present ourselves not only to national, but also interna-
tional cartographic community in the best way possible.
We are proud to say that this issue also has authors from
Austria, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Hungary and Slove-
nia.
