Children's World Map 2005

A call to the competition

The Barbara Petchenik Award was created by the
International Cartographic Association in 1993 as a me-
morial for Barbara Petchenik, a past Vice president of
the ICA and cartographer who worked through her life
with maps related to children. The aim of the contest is
to promote the creative representation of the world in
graphic form by children.

The awards are given every two years during an ICA
conference or an ICA general assembly, preferably at
least one for each continent, with special consideration
to the age of the child producing the drawing. The award-
ed drawings are submitted to UNICEF for consideration
as greeting cards. Participating nations are encouraged
to report on the ways they have used for collecting draw-
ing (video report, etc.) and to collect and archive maps
for further research.

Rules of the competition

ICA member nations will collect maps, on the theme
Many Lands — One World, produced by children less

than 16 years of age. This is the theme for the next two
conferences. The international judging will focus on three
criteria: 1) a recognizable message, 2) cartographic con-
tent, and 3) the quality of execution.

The maximum size of a map must not exceed A3
(420 mm x 297 mm or 17 x 11 inches). Any number of
«systems of projection» can be used to generate the
coastlines and other base material (e.g., international
boundaries and graticule). These can include tracing or
copying an existing world map or using a computer pro-
gram.

Each map must have the following information on a
label attached to the back side of the representation: the
name, age, school address and country of its author, and
the title in either English or French, as well as in Croatian.

The winning entries will be submitted to the UNICEF
International Art Committee by the ICA Executive for con-
sideration as greeting card designs. Any participant
agrees that his/her representation may be reproduced
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by ICA, UNICEF or the Croatian Cartographic Society
without consultation or copyright fees.

Competition maps are archived at Carleton Universi-
ty’s Map Library and are being prepared for web viewing
(see http://collections.ic.gc.calchildren/).

The Croatian Cartographic Society executes the com-
petition in Croatia. The entries should be sent until May
1, 2005 to the Croatian coordinator’'s address: Assoc.

Poziv na natjeCaj

Nagradu Barabara Petchenik pokrenulo je
Medunarodno kartografsko drustvo (International
Cartographic Association —ICA) 1993. god. kao
uspomena na Barbaru Petchenik, dopredsjednicu toga
drustva i kartografkinju koja je cijeli Zivot radila s kartama
i djecom.

Medunarodni Ziri usredotoCit ¢e se na tri kriterija: 1)
prepoznatljiva poruka, 2) kartografski sadrzaj, i 3)
kvaliteta izvedbe.

VeliCina karte ne smije preéi format A3 (420 mm x
297 mm). Broj i vrsta “sustava projekcije” za stvaranje
obalnih linija i drugog osnovnog materijala (npr.
