Cartography of European Cities

Map exhibition, Zagreb, October 27 - November 5, 2003

The map exhibition titled Cartography of European
Cities organized by the Croatian Cartographic Society
and HIZ — GIS Forum was presented at the Museum of
the Modern Art in Zagreb and could be seen from Octo-
ber 27 to November 5, 2003.

46 maps of Polish cities and 48 maps of Croatian
cities were exhibited. Maps of Polish cities represented
Bedzin, Gdansk, Gniezno, Katovice, Krakow and War-
saw, and maps of Croatian cities represented Dubrovnik,
Labin, Samobor, Sisak, Split, Varazdin, Zadar and Za-
greb. Maps of Polish cities were mostly from the period
from the beginning of the 17th century to the beginning
of World War Il. Maps of Croatian cities were from 16th
century and newer. Such a concept allowed the compar-
ison of city growths and in the same time the develop-
ment of cartography.

The Polish ambassador in the Republic of Croatia,
Kazimir Kopyra and vice mayor of Zagreb, Milan Bandié¢
participated to the opening ceremony. In their speeches,
they emphasized the good partnership of Poland and
Croatia, with this map exhibition only one of its results.
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The idea for exhibition came from Miljenko Lapaine
and Davorin Kerekovi¢; the organizers were: the Croatian
Cartographic Society and HIZ - GIS Forum; the co-or-
ganizers: the State Geodetic Administration in Zagreb,
the State Archives in Zadar, Geofoto LLC from Zagreb,
Gisdata Ltd from Zagreb, the City Office for Cadastre
and Geodesy of Zagreb, the Hydrographic Institute of
the Republic of Croatia in Split, the Croatian Geographic
Society — Zadar, the National and University Library in
Zagreb, the National Library in Warsaw, the Central Mil-
itary Library in Warsaw, the Office for Regional Planning
and Public Utilities in Zadar, the Company for Photogram-
metry Inc. from Zagreb, the Institute for Cartography of
the Faculty of Geodesy, University of Zagreb and the
Novak Map Collection; sponsorship: the Zagreb City Hall
and the Polish Embassy in Zagreb; design and installa-
tion: Matej Korlaet; collaborators: Marijela Bajurin, Paulina
Bozikovi¢, Zana Prigé, Drazen Tuti¢, Darko Ohnjec:

Kartografija europskih gradova

IzloZzba karata, Zagreb, 27. listopada - 5. studenog 2003.

Hrvatsko kartografsko drustvo i HIZ — GIS Forum
organizirali su izlozbu karata pod nazivom “Kartografija
europskih gradova” u Muzeju suvremene umjetnosti u
Zagrebu od 27. listopada do 5. studenoga 2003. godine.

Na izloZbi su bile postavljene karte poljskih i hrvatskih
gradova i to 46 izloZzaka poljskih i 48 izloZzaka hrvatskih
gradova. Od poljskih gradova na kartama su bili
zastupljeni Bedzin, Gdansk, Gniezno, Katovice, Krakov
i VarSava, a od hrvatskih Dubrovnik, Labin, Samobor,
Sisak, Split, Varazdin Zadar i Zagreb. Karte poljskih
gradova uglavnom su bile iz razdoblja od pocetka 17.
stolje¢a do pocetka Il. svjetskog rata, a karte hrvatskih
gradova od 16. stolje¢a do danas. Na takav je nacin bilo
moguce usporediti razvoj gradova i kartografije tijekom
tog razdoblja na spomenutim podrucjima.

Sveclanosti otvorenja izloZbe pridonijeli su i poljski
veleposlanik u Republici Hrvatskoj Kazimir Kopyra koji
je i otvorio izloZzbu, te dogradonacelnik grada Zagreba
Milan Bandi¢. U uvodnim govorima istaknuta je suradnja
Poljske i Hrvatske, a jedan od rezultata je i ova izloZzba
karata.
