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The Second Annual Assembly
of the Croatian Cartographic Society

The Second Annual Assembly of the Croatian Carto-
graphic Society was held at the Council Hall of the Fac-
ulty of Architecture, Civil Engineering and Geodesy,
Kaciceva 26, Zagreb, on March 26, 2004. Many mem-
bers participated at the Assembly. The Annual Assembly
was preceded by a movie record from the International
Cartographic Conference and the ICA General Assem-
bly in Durban, South Africa held in August 2003. When
the projection was over, the president of the Croatian
Cartographic Society, Prof. Dr. Miljenko Lapaine opened
the Assembly.

The president first greeted all present. After that, he
forwarded greetings from the director of the State Geo-
detic Administration, Prof. Dr. Zeljko Badi¢, who was not
able to attend the Assembly.

After the agenda had been accepted, the president
continued with his report.

Three sessions of the Chairmanship of the Croatian
Cartographic Society were held during the past year. The
Web pages are being maintained and were registered
for the VIDI WEB TOP 100 2004 competition. Three lec-
tures were held: M. Lapaine (at the Faculty of Geodesy),
M. Mileti¢-Drder and M. Lapaine (at the National and
University Library) and our guest from Japan, Koji Haseg-
awa (at the Faculty of Geodesy). Tom Sander, the editor
of the The Portolan journal published by the Washington
Map Society, visited the Croatian Cartographic Society.

The Society was the co-organizer of three exhibitions:

1. Split—the centre of Adriatic hydrography and mari-
time cartography — important anniversaries of
maritime research, April 24 — May 3, 2003,
Gliptoteka of the Croatian Academy of Sciences
and Arts, Zagreb.

2. Cartography of Zadar, September 24 — 25, 2003,
Gradska straza, Zadar.

3. Cartography of European cities, October 27 — No-
vember 5, 2003, The Museum of Contemporary
Art, Zagreb.

Catalogues were prepared for all three exhibitions,
and a more comprehensive catalogue on a CD was pre-
pared for the exhibition Cartography of Zadar.

The 2nd volume of the Cartography and Geoinfor-
mation journal was published, while the 3rd volume was
being prepared. Exchange with several journals was
established, while the exchange with other journals is
being planned. The first volume was presented at the
International Conference of the History of Cartography
in Boston and Portland in 2003. The Portolan already
published a comprehensive presentation of Croatia, and
a very nice review of our journal by famous Joel Morri-
son.

Participation of Croatia at the International Carto-
graphic Conference and the ICA General Assembly in
Durban (South Africa) in August of 2003 was organized.
The National Report was prepared, and exhibits for the
International Map Exhibition and the Exhibition of Chil-
dren’s Drawings were collected, selected and sent.

At the end of this part of his report, the president
proudly announced that the member Prof. Dr. Nedjeljko
Fran¢ula was awarded the Life Achievement Award by
the Croatian Academy of Engineering.

Unfortunately, the initiative from the members and
the Chairmanship was weak in the previous period, as
well as the acquisition of funds. There were a couple of
attempts to obtain additional funds, but they were not
successful.

Finally, the president thanked institutions, companies
and societies with which the Croatian Cartographic So-
ciety successfully collaborated in 2003: State Geodetic
Administration, Company for Photogrammetry Inc., Fac-
ulty of Geodesy, Ministry of Defence of the Republic of
Croatia, Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia,
Geofoto LCC, galaGIS Ltd., Croatian Geographic Socie-
ty, Croatian Geographic Society — Zadar and GIS Fo-
rum.

The Chairmanship presented a proposal for the Terms
of References for 2004, and the Assembly accepted it
unanimously.

The Chairmanship made a proposal for an honorary
member of the Society, and the Assembly unanimously
accepted it. Eduard Krizaj, Dipl. Ing., a doyen of Croatian
cartography who dedicated his entire work to geodesy
and cartography became an honorary member of the
Society.

E. KriZzaj thanked for the acknowledgment and was
especially glad he received it at the Faculty of Geodesy,
which educated generations of cartographers who took
Croatian cartography to the next level and ensured its
future, which made him very proud.

Prof. Dr. Milienko Lapaine was elected the president
of the Croatian Cartographic Society in the period 2004-
2005.

Odrzana su i tri predavanja: M. Lapaine (na Geodetskom
fakultetu), M. Mileti¢-Drder i M. Lapaine (u Nacionalnoj i
sveucilisnoj knjiznici) i gost iz Japana, Koji Hasegawa
(na Geodetskom fakultetu). Posjetio nas je Tom Sander,
urednik ¢asopisa The Portolan, §to ga izdaje Washington
Map Society.

Drustvo je bilo suorganizator triju izloZbi i to:

Uz sve tri izloZbe priredeni su i katalozi, a za izloZbu
Kartografija Zadra prireden je i opsezniji katalog na CD-
u.

Izdan je 2. broj Casopisa Kartografija i geoinformacije,
u pripremi je 3. broj. Glavna tema 2. broja bila je
Nacionalni izvjestaj o hrvatskoj kartografiji 1999-2003.
na hrvatskom i engleskom jeziku. Uspostavljena je
razmjena s nekoliko ¢asopisa, a planira se i razmjena s
drugim ¢asopisima. Prvi broj predstavljen je na
Medunarodnoj konferenciji za povijest kartografije u
Bostonu i Portlandu 2003. god. The Portolan je veé
objavio opseZan prikaz o Hrvatskoj, i vrlo lijepi prikaz
nadeg Casopisa $to ga je napisao slavni Joel Morrison.

Organizirano je sudjelovanje Hrvatske na
Medunarodnoj kartografskoj konferenciji i Generalnoj
skupstini ICA-e u Durbanu u Juznoafrickoj Republici u
kolovozu 2003. Izraden je Nacionalni izvjestaj, prikupljeni

su, izabrani i poslani izlosci za Medunarodnu izlozbu
karata i 1zloZbu djecjih radova.

Na kraju ovog dijela izvje$¢a s ponosom je istaknuto
da je na$ ¢lan prof. dr. sc. Nedjeljko Fran€ula dobio
nagradu Akademije tehnickih znanosti Hrvatske za
Zivotno djelo.

Ono $to nije bilo dovoljno dobro je slaba inicijativa iz
redova ¢lanstva i Predsjednistva te prikupljanje
financijskih sredstava. Neki su poku$aji napravljeni za
prikupljanje sredstava, ali nisu urodili plodom.

Mirko Markovié - Honorary Membership in the
Croatian Cartographic Society

At the 1st General Assembly of the
Croatian Cartographic Society, held in
2002, Dr. Mirko Markovi¢ became its
honorary member because of his ex-
traordinary contribution to studying the
history of Croatian cartography and
publishing lots of scientific and profes-
sional works, especially the following
monographs: Descriptio Croatiae, De-
scriptio Bosnae et Hercegovinae,
Croatia on Old Plans and Views, Brod
— a Cultural-Historical Monograph, Sla-
vonia: Settlement History and the Ori-
gin of Inhabitants, and Cartographer
Ivan Klobucari¢ and Rijeka.

Mirko Markovi¢ was born in Slavonski Brod, 22 June
1929. He finished high school in Zagreb in 1948. After-
wards, he enrolled the study of architecture at the Tech-
nical Faculty in Zagreb. As a student, he joined acade-
mician Branko Gusi¢ at his excursions through Dinara
Mountains. He left the study of architecture behind and
started studying geography at the Faculty of Sciences in
Zagreb, where he graduated in 1961 and earned his
doctoral degree in 1964 with the thesis The study of the
image of physical-geographical elements on maps of
Yugoslavian countries from the oldest documents to the
end of the 17th century. He was awarded scholarship
for specialization by the Alexander von Humboldt Foun-
dation, and he spent 1965 and 1966 at the Geographic
Institute of the High Technical School in Munich. After
he finished studying, he became an assistant anthropo-
geographer at the Institute of the Yugoslavian Academy
of Sciences and Arts. After his return from Munich, he
continued working at the Academy’s Ethnological Insti-
tute, where he was promoted to the status of a scientific
collaborator in 1967, the status of higher scientific col-

laborator in 1971, and the status of a
scientific counsellorin 1975. Since 1974,
he has been the director of the Ethno-
logical Institute and the secretary of the
Academy’s Committee for National Life
and Customs. Since that time, he has
also been editing together with acade-
mician A. Mohorovi€i¢ the proceedings
Zbornik za narodni Zivot i obi¢aje. He
published his first papers in Zagreb’s and
Ljubljana’s mountaineering magazines,
and his papers originated as results of
terrain excursions carried out by himself
alone or with academician Gusi¢. After
becoming the assistant for Anthropolo-
gy at the Ethnological Institute, he ded-
icated his work to the field of geography. While he was
studying extensive archive materials, especially maps
and plans, he was gathering comprehensive and, up until
then, unknown materials. He started his research about
settlements in the area of Slavonia. Publications con-
cerned with Croatian historical or cultural geography are
quite an extensive part of his scientific work. While he
was working on his doctoral dissertation, he thoroughly
went over and studied the large Map Collection of the
Croatian State Archive in Zagreb, and wrote an exhaus-
tive representation with a critique of its rarities. His pro-
fessional activities were very prolific, and he was espe-
cially diligent in collecting geographic and cultural-his-
torical bibliographic materials. He has produced about
ten domicile maps of larger Croatian cities and their sur-
rounding areas, has published about 150 professional
and scientific papers and several books.

His work Descriptio Croatiae contains a complete
representation of Croatian countries on geographic maps
since the beginnings up to present days. This book is

Mirko Markovié - pocasni ¢lan Hrvatskoga
kartografskog drustva

Na 1. godisnjoj skupétini Hrvatskoga kartografskog
drustva, odrZanoj 2002. god., dr. Mirko Markovi¢
proglasen je po€asnim ¢lanom toga drustva radi njegova
izuzetnog doprinosa istraZivanju povijesti hrvatske
kartografije i objavljivanju velikog broja znanstvenih i
struénih radova, a posebno monografija Descriptio
Croatiae, Descriptio Bosnae et Hercegovinae, Hrvatska
na starim planovima i vedutama, Brod — kulturno-
povijesna monografija, Slavonija: povijest naselja i
podrijetlo stanovnistva, te Kartograf Ivan Klobucari¢ i
Rijeka.

Mirko Markovi¢ roden je u Slavonskom Brodu, 22.
lipnja 1929. Gimnaziju je zavrsio u Zagrebu 1948. Nakon
toga upisao se na studij arhitekture na Tehni¢kom
fakultetu u Zagrebu. Kao student priklju¢io se akademiku
Branku Gusicu na njegovim ekskurzijama po Dinarskim
planinama. Napustio je studij arhitekture i zapo€eo
studirati geografiju na zagrebatkom Prirodoslovno-
matemati¢kom fakultetu gdje je diplomirao 1961. i
doktorirao 1964. tezom Studij predodZbe fizicko-
geografskih elemenata na kartama jugoslavenskih
zemalja od najstarijih dokumenata do konca 17. stoljeca.
Dodijeliena mu je stipendija za specijalizaciju Zaklade
Alexander von Humboldt pa je ak. god. 1965/66. proveo
u Geografskom institutu Visoke tehni¢ke Skole u
Munchenu. Nakon zavrSetka studija primljen je kao
asistent antropogeograf u Etnoloski zavod Jugoslavenske
akademije znanosti i umjetnosti (JAZU). Nakon povratka
iz Minchena nastavio je raditi u Akademijinom
Etnoloskom zavodu gdje je 1967. unaprijeden u zvanje
znanstvenog suradnika, a 1971. u zvanje viSeg
znanstvenog suradnika te 1975. u zvanje znanstvenog
savjetnika. Od 1974. obavlja duznost upravitelja
EtnoloSkog zavoda i tajnika Akademijina Odbora za
narodni Zivot i obi¢aje. Od tog vremena, zajedno s
akademikom A. Mohorovi¢icem, ureduje Zbornik za
narodni Zivot i obi¢aje. Prve radove poceo je objavljivati
po zagrebackim i ljubljanskim planinarskim ¢asopisima,
a radovi su nastali kao rezultat terenskih ekskurzija koje
je izvodio sam ili s akademikom Gusi¢em. Nakon $to je
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postavljen za asistenta iz Antropologije u Etnoloskom
zavodu, svoj rad posvetio je podrugju geografije.
Prou€avajuci obilnu arhivsku gradu, narocito karte i
planove naselja, prikupio je opseznu i do tada nepoznatu
gradu. S radom na prou€avanju naselja zapoceo je na
prostoru Slavonije. Prilicno opsezan opus u njegovom
znanstvenom radu ¢ine publikacije koje doti€u hrvatsku
povijesnu ili kulturnu geografiju. Radeéi na izradi
doktorske disertacije temeljito je pregledao i proucio
veliku Kartografsku zbirku Hrvatskog drzavnog arhiva u
Zagrebu te o toj zbirci napisao iscrpan prikaz s ocjenom
njezinih rariteta. Njegova stru¢na aktivnost je izvanredno
plodna, osobito je bio marljiv u sakupljanju geografske i
kulturno-povijesne bibliografske grade. |zradio desetak
zavi¢ajnih karata hrvatskih veéih gradova i okolnih
krajeva, objavio oko 150 stru¢nih i znanstvenih radova
te nekoliko knjiga.
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
