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life and work. The book is illustrated with numerous car-
tographic representations, among which there are sev-
eral Klobucari¢’s maps and sketches: a plan of Rijeka, a
map of Rijeka’s bay, a map of Croatia from Rijeka to
Omi$ and 15 topographic sketches of Western Croatian
areas.

The monograph Slavonia: Settlement History and the
Origin of Inhabitants is a historical synthesis about Sla-
vonia, with the stress on studying the history of its settle-
ments and the origin and migrations of its inhabitants.
He started the observation of the development of settle-
ments and the origin of inhabitants in the area of today’s
Slavonia from the beginnings of ancient history. The book
contains more than 180 map reproductions, most of which
are segments of topographic maps produced within the
scope of Francis Joseph topographic survey.

The monograph Zagrebacka Sokadija is divided into
two parts. In the first one, the author writes the data about
the history of settlements and inhabitants of today’s Sla-

vonija, the origin and the etnogenesis of Sokci, and the
most important ethnographic characteristics of Slavoni-
an Sokci. He describes migrations of inhabitants during
150 years of Turkish occupation of Slavonija and after its
liberation. The other part of the monograph is dedicated
to activities of Sokadija during 90 years of its existence.
The monograph is illustrated with several maps which
represent areas of Slavonija, book fronts, photographs
representing Sokci customs, photographs of Sokadija’s
members, photographs from certain social events and
parties, fronts of the Sokadija bulletin, and lots of docu-
ments connected to Sokadija.

At the end of this paper let us mention that Dr. Mirko
Markovi¢ is a member collaborator of the Croatian Acad-
emy of Sciences and Arts. He is also a member of Court
of Honour of the Croatian Cartographic Society.

We would like to take this opportunity to wish Dr. Mirko
Markovi¢ happy 75th birthday, to stay healthy and to write
and publish many pages on Croatian cartography.

Zvonko Biljecki - Honorary Membership in the
Croatian Cartographic Society

Zvonko Biljeckiwas bornin Derven- ==
ta, October 15, 1960. He graduated =
from the Mathematical High Scholl in
1979. He graduated from the Faculty
of Geodesy, University of Zagreb in
1984. He attended the postgraduate
studies at the Faculty of Geodesy, the
field of Photogrammetry and Remote
Sensing from 1986-88, and the doctor-
al studies at the Vienna University of
Technology during the period 1996-
2001. From 1984 till 1986 he worked at
the Institute for Higher Geodesy at the
Faculty of Geodesy on the adjustment
of trigonometric networks, the formation
of DMR’s of various rasters, on astronomic observations
to be applied in the geoid determination and on special
engineering measurements. From February 1986 he has
worked as an assistant at the Faculty of Geodesy in the
Institute for Photogrammetry. In 1989 he started working
at the firm Geofoto SA in Lugano (Switzerland) as a sur-
veyor-photogrammetrist where he became a joint owner
and the director of that firm. Since 1997 he has been the
owner of the firm Geofoto LLC in Zagreb, dealing with
aerial photogrammetry, geoinformatics, photogramme-
try and cartography. He was entrusted with teaching the
courses Geoinformation Systems, Analytical Photogram-
metry and Introduction into GIS at the Faculty of Geode-
sy, University of Zagreb. He was a tutor of several sem-
inar and diploma theses in the field of aerial photogra-
phy, geoinformation systems and photogrammetry. He

published several papers. He has spe-
cialized in producing flight plans, prep-
aration and mapping of aerial and ter-
restrial images, calculation of DMR,
capturing and adjustment of aerotrian-
gulation data, organization of photo-
grammetric survey, conducting medium
and large projects; capturing, process-
ing and distribution of data according
to ISO-standards, AV93-standards and
rules; for all geodetic surveys, GPS-
measurements and designing, and as-
tronomic observations; production of
digital orthophoto, maintenance of hy-
brid systems (raster - vector); quality
control of photogrammetric mapping and data exchange
between various systems; conducting all economic and
technical aspects in photogrammetry and land informa-
tion systems; modelling in geoinformation systems. He
made some research on the influence of the number of
orientation points and their arrangement to the accuracy
of aerotriangulation block adjustment, he is very success-
ful in conceptual modelling and implementation of geoin-
formation systems (CROTIS, STOKIS and KIS). He has
acquired professional experience working on various
projects in Croatia and abroad. Since 1996 he has worked
on the establishment of the Croatian Topographic Infor-
mation System (CROTIS) and the production of stand-
ards for cadastral survey. He conducted the production
of several sheets of the Croatian Topographic Map—HTZ
1:25 000, of the Croatian Base Map — HOK 1:5000, Dig-
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kojima se nalaze i Klobucari¢eva djela: plan Rijeke, karta
Rije€kog zaljeva i karta dijela Hrvatske od Rijeke do
Omisa, te 15 topografskih skica podru¢ja zapadne
Hrvatske.

Monografija Slavonija: povijest naselja i podrijetlo
stanovnistva je povijesna sinteza o Slavoniji, s naglaskom
na proucavanju pro$losti njezinih naselja te podrijetlu i
migracijama njezina stanovnistva. Pracenje razvoja
naselja i podrijetla stanovnistva na tlu danasnje Slavonije
poceo je od poletaka prapovijesti. Djelo sadrZi viSe od
180 kartografskih prikaza, od toga veci dio Cine isjecci
topografskih karata koje su nastale u okviru francjozefske
topografske izmjere.

Monografija Zagrebacka Sokadija podijeljena je u dva
dijela. U prvom dijelu autor daje podatke o proslosti
naselja i stanovnidtva danasnje Slavonije, podrijetlu i
etnogenezi Sokaca te najbitnije etnografske karakteristike
slavonskih Sokaca. Opisuje migracije stanovnistva

tijekom 150 godina turske okupacije Slavonije te nakon
njezina oslobodenja. Drugi dio monografije posvecen je
djelovanju Sokadije tijekom 90 godina njezina postojanja.
Monografija je ilustrirana s nekoliko kartografskih prikaza
na kojima su prikazana podrucja Slavonije, naslovnim
stranicama knjiga, fotografijama na kojima su prikazani
Sokagki obicaji, fotografijama &lanova Sokadije, foto-
grafijama s pojedinih drustvenih priredbi i zabava,
naslovnicama Biltena Sokadija, te mnogim dokumentima
vezanih za Sokadiju.

Na kraju ovog prikaza dodajmo da je dr. Mirko
Markovi¢ €lan suradnik Hrvatske akademije znanosti i
umjetnosti. Clan je i Suda asti Hrvatskoga kartografskog
drustva.

Zvovnko Biljecki - pocasni ¢lan Hrvatskoga
kartografskog drustva

Zvonko Biljecki roden je u Derventi 15. listopada 1960.
Maturirao je na Matemati¢koj gimnaziji 1979. god. Na
Geodetskom fakultetu Sveugilista u Zagrebu diplomirao
je 1984. Pohadao je poslijediplomski studij na
Geodetskom fakultetu, smjer Fotogrametrija i daljinska
istraZivanja 1986-88, a doktorski studij na Technische
Universitat u Be€u u razdoblju 1996-2001. Od 1984. do
1986. radio je u Zavodu za viSu geodeziju Geodetskog
fakulteta na izjednacenju trigonometrijske mreze,
formiranju DMR-a razli€itih rastera, astronomskim
opazanjima za odredivanje plohe geoida i specijalnim
inZenjerskim mjerenjima. Od veljaée 1986. radio je kao
asistent u Zavodu za fotogrametriju Geodetskog fakulteta.
Godine 1989. zaposlio se u tvrtki Geofoto SA u Luganu
(Svicarska) kao geodet-fotogrametar, gdje je 1994.
postao suvlasnik i direktor te tvrtke. Od 1997. vlasnik je
tvrtke Geofoto d.o.0. u Zagrebu koja se bavi
aerofotogrametrijskim snimanjima, geoinformatikom,
fotogrametrijskim i kartografskim poslovima. Bila mu je
povjerena nastava na Geodetskom fakultetu Sveucilista
u Zagrebu iz kolegija Geoinformacijski sustavi, Analiticka
fotogrametrija i Uvod u GIS. Voditelj je nekoliko
seminarskih i diplomskih radova iz podrugja
aerofotogrametrijskih snimanja, geoinformacijskih
sustava i fotogrametrije. Objavio je nekoliko radova.
Struéno se usavréavao za izradu planova leta, pripremu
i kartiranje zra€nih i terestri¢kih snimaka, ratunanje DMR-
a, prikupljanje i izjednagenje podataka aerotrianuglacije,
organizaciju fotogrametrijske izmjere i snimanja, vodenje

— vektor); kontrolu kvalitete fotogrametrijskog kartiranja i
razmjenu podataka izmedu razli¢itih sustava;

fotogrametriji i zemlji$nim informacijskim sustavima;
modeliranje u geoinformacijskim sustavima. Bavio se
istrazivanjem utjecaja broja orijentacijskih toaka i
njihovog rasporeda na to&nost izjednacenja
aerotriangulacijskog bloka, konceptualnim modeliranjem
i implementacijom geoinformacijskih sustava (CROTIS,
STOKIS i KIS).

(Honourable Mention) za izvrsnost u kartografiji
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ital Orthophoto — DOF 1:5000. He was the president of
the association of Swiss-Croatian Friendship in Lugano
1996-98, and a member of the Swiss Organisation of
Free Professionals 1995-98. He is a member of the Amer-
ican Society for Photogrammetry and Remote Sensing,
Croatian Geodetic Society (president of the Section for
Photogrammetry and Remote Sensing), past vice-pres-
ident of the Croatian Cartographic Society.

At the International Cartographic Exhibition held at
the 19th International Cartographic Conference in Otta-
wa in 1999, the official jury in the group of city maps
awarded the Honourable Mention for Excellence in Car-
tography the photomap of Velika Gorica, made by S.
Franges and Z. Biljecki.

At the International Map Exhibition held at the 20th
International Cartographic Conference in Beijing in 2001
the photomap of Upper Town Zagreb made by the firm
Geofoto was awarded for Excellence in Cartography by
the public jury in the group of maps for orientation and
recreation.

In 2002, Zvonko Biljecki became an honorary mem-
ber of the Croatian Cartographic Society because of his
great contribution to contemporary Croatian cartography
and winning valuable acknowledgements of the Interna-
tional Cartographic Association, and especially for spon-
soring the first volume of the Cartography and Geoinfor-
mation journal.

Eduard KriZaj - Honorary Membership in the
Croatian Cartographic Society

At the 2nd Annual Assembly of the Croatian Carto-
graphic Society held in 2003, Mr. Eduard Krizaj became
an honorary member of the society because of his ex-
traordinary contribution to the development of contem-
porary Croatian cartography, and especially because of
his support to the Croatian Cartographic Society and the
publishing of the Cartography and Geoinformation jour-
nal.

Eduard Krizaj was born in Cakovec on April 15, 1939.
After finishing elementary school in his hometown and
high school in Varazdin (1957), he enrolled the Geodetic
Department of the Faculty of Architecture, Civil Engineer-
ing and Geodesy in Zagreb, where he graduated in 1962.

That was the period of reorganization of geodetic serv-
ice in the former Croatia. New geodetic companies were
being established at that time — Company for Geodetic
Survey in Osijek, Rijeka, Split and Zagreb, and the Com-
pany for Photogrammetry (Zavod za fotogrametriju) in
Zagreb. Mr. Krizaj first started working at the Company
for Photogrammetry only a few months after its founda-
tion. He dedicated all his professional working time to it.
He obtained his first experiences working for the Com-
pany for Photogrammetry on field geodetic surveys
throughout Croatia. As a capable and diligent profession-
al, he made progress: in 1972 he became the assistant
manager of the Technical Section of the Company, and
soon the manager of the Processing Sector, where he
worked until 1985. During that period, the Company for
Photogrammetry, which also dealt with other geodetic
works and topographic cartography, extended its activi-
ties to the field of general and thematic cartography. Dur-
ing the period 1971-80, Mr. KriZaj also had a part-time
job as an assistant at the Institute for Higher Geodesy of
the Faculty of Geodesy, University of Zagreb, and pub-
lished a handbook for students titled Geodimetar model
6 — a retrospection of fundamental principles of electroop-
tical distance measurement (1974). He also published

several professional and general papers in Geodetski
list.

In 1985, he became the director of the Company for
Photogrammetry, which he successfully conducted until
his retirement at the end of 2003. He introduced the most
modern technologies of digital mapping, GIS, digital pho-
togrammetry and satellite surveying to the Company. He
also took care of long-term interests of the company and
the society as a whole, and used his great professional
knowledge and experience and his familiarity with the
state of the geodetic system in the Republic of Croatia to
stimulate and support numerous initiatives and projects
related to the restructuring and modernizing geodetic
spatial system in the Republic of Croatia. His opinions
and attitudes, which he set forth in public were valued
and appreciated in Croatian geodetic community.

Mr. KriZaj also actively participated in the work of pro-
fessional associations and organizations. He has been
the secretary of Geodetski list from 1976 to 1983, and
the vice president of the Croatian Geodetic Society from
1994 to 1996. He has been a member of the Founding
Committee from 1993 to 1998 and actively participated
in the creation and foundation of the Croatian Chamber
of Architects and Engineers in Civil Engineering and its
Law.

Mr. Krizaj was awarded a Diploma on the occasion
of acknowledgment for successful collaboration in sci-
entific and professional activities and the affirmation of
the Faculty of Geodesy on the occasion of the 60th anni-
versary of geodetic education at the university level in
Croatia in 1979, a Diploma of a meritorious member of
the Association of Geodetic Societies of Croatia in 1981,
and the Acknowledgment for Promoting Geodetic Prac-
tice and the Croatian Geodetic Society in 2000.

Eduard KriZaj - pocasni ¢lan Hrvatskoga
kartografskog drustva

Na 2. godisnjoj skupstini Hrvatskoga kartografskog
drustva gospodin Eduard KriZaj, dipl. ing. geod. proglasen
je pocasnim ¢&lanom drustva radi njegova izuzetnog
doprinosa razvoju suvremene hrvatske kartografije, a
posebno radi podréke Hrvatskom kartografskom drustvu
i izdavanju asopisa Kartografija i geoinformacije.

Eduard Krizaj roden je u Cakovcu 15. travnja 1939.
godine. Nakon osnovne 8kole u rodnom gradu i gimnazije
u Varazdinu, gdje je maturirao 1957., upisuje se na
Geodetski odsjek Arhitektonsko-gradevinsko-geodetskog
fakulteta u Zagrebu na kojem je diplomirao 1962. godine.

U to doba provodi se reorganizacija geodetske sluzbe
u tadasnjoj SR Hrvatskoj. Osnivaju se nove geodetske
tvrtke — Zavodi za izmjeru zemljista u Osijeku, Rijeci,
Splitu i Zagrebu, te Zavod za fotogrametriju u Zagrebu.
Tek nekoliko mjeseci nakon osnivanja, gospodin KriZaj
nalazi prvo zaposlenje u Zavodu za fotogrametriju uz Koji
Ce vezati svoj cijeli radni i profesionalni vijek. Dolaskom
u Zavod za fotogrametriju prva radna iskustva sti¢e na
terenskim geodetskim radovima diliem Hrvatske. Kao
sposoban i vrijedan struénjak profesionalno napreduje,
pa 1972. godine dolazi na mjesto pomocénika rukovoditelja
Tehnickog odjela Zavoda, a malo zatim i na mjesto
rukovoditelja Sektora obrade na kojem radi do 1985.
godine. Tijekom tog razdoblja Zavod za fotogrametriju —
koji se, uz ostale geodetske radove, bavio uglavnom
topografskom kartografijom — prosiruje svoju djelatnost
na podrucje opée i tematske kartografije. Uz redovne
radne obveze od 1971. do 1980. godine gospodin KriZaj
radi i honorarno kao asistent u Zavodu za viSu geodeziju
Geodetskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu, kada izdaje
i prirunik za studente Geodimetar model 6 — osvrt na
temeljne principe elektrooptickog mjerenja udaljenosti
(1974). Objavljuje i nekoliko stru¢nih i op¢ih &lanaka u
Geodetskom listu.

Godine 1985. postaje direktorom Zavoda za
fotogrametriju koji uspjesno vodi do umirovljenja krajem
2003. godine. U Zavod uvodi tada najsuvremenije
tehnologije digitalne kartografije, GIS-a, digitalne
fotogrametrije i satelitskog mjerenja. Vodeéi brigu o
dugoro€nim interesima struke i drustva u cjelini, koristi
svoje veliko struéno iskustvo i odli€no poznavanje stanja
geodetskog sustava u Republici Hrvatskoj kako bi

potaknuo i podrzao mnogobrojne inicijative i projekte
vezane uz restrukturiranje i osuvremenjivanje geodetskog
prostornog sustava u Republici Hrvatskoj. Njegova
misljenja i stavovi koje je javno izlagao i zastupao praceni
su, cijenjeni i uvaZavani u hrvatskoj geodetskoj javnosti.
