in Education

Conference in Zagreb, 23-24 September 2005

The Croatian Cartographic Society tends to organize
a conference once a year. In September 2004, the first
such conference, titled “Cartography, Geoinformation and
New Technologies” was held. The review of that confer-
ence is given in the 4th issue of this journal. In Septem-
ber 2005, the second conference titled “Geoinformation
and Cartography in Education” was held, and the idea
was to present changes that happen on all levels of edu-
cation, especially considering cartography and related
areas. The third, we can say traditional, conference ti-
tled “Cartography, Geoinformation and Spatial Data Vis-
ualization” is planned in September 2006.

The main part of the conference consists of invited and
professional lectures, while exhibitions, promotions of
books and journals etc., are organized as additional events.
After a professional day, the participants can join organ-
ized hiking on the Medvednica Mountain near Zagreb.

It is exactly how it was last year. The professional
part of the conference started on 23 September 2005 at
the Faculty of Geodesy in Zagreb. After the welcome by
Prof. Miljenko Lapaine, the president of Croatian Carto-
graphic Society, Prof. Damir Magas, the rector of the
University of Zadar and Prof. Zdravko Kapovi¢, the dean
of the Faculty of Geodesy, the invited lectures started.
Invited lecturers were from different countries and most
were involved in university education. Through their pres-
entations, it was possible to see different approaches to
the reforms initiated mainly with the Bologna process,
the attempt to standardize university education in Eu-
rope. Some information about changes in elementary and
high school programmes in Croatia were presented at

the end of this session. Besides the structural and formal
transformations performed on university programmes, the
emphasis was on content and subjects related to geoin-
formation and cartography.

U rujnu 2005. godine odrzano je drugo savjetovanje pod
nazivom “Geoinformacije i kartografija u obrazovanju” s
idejom da se prezentiraju promjene koje se dogadaju na
svim razinama obrazovanja posebice s kartografijom i
podrucjima koja su s hjom povezana.

Miljenka Lapainea, rektora
Sveucilista u Zadru prof. dr. sc. Damira Magasa i
dekana Geodetskog fakulteta prof. dr. sc. Zdravka
Kapovi¢a zapoela su pozvana predavanja. Kako
su pozvani predavadi bili iz razli¢itih zemalja i
vecéinom involvirani u sveucilishu nastavu, moglo
se kroz ta predavanja doznati na koje se sve
nacine pristupilo reformama ponajviSe potaknu-
tima Bolonjskom deklaracijom, tj. pokuSajem da
se standardizira sveucilino obrazovanje u Euro-
pi.

The maps
exhibited were the maps that were also exhibited at the
International Map Exhibition in A Corufia, July 2005.

The participants were able to join hiking on Medved-
nica on the conference second day. The weather was
nice and a map and few handheld GPS devices were
prepared for the route. The starting point was Bizek, on
the route to the North the “biggest-beech” on Medvedni-
ca was visited and the route continued to Kameni svati
where there is a beautiful view of the valley. The return

to the South was by another route to the mountain house
Glavica were the lunch was prepared. The problem that
arose was muddy paths, and the route itself was some-
what difficult this time, which was the reason that the ar-
rival was three hours late. It was interesting that in spite
of the markings on the trees, maps and GPS devices,
several participants turn away from the route. From this
we can conclude that preparations for visiting unknown
areas must be always done with utmost care.

Nevertheless, the second conference, in the organi-
zation of the Croatian Cartographic Society, ended suc-
cessfully and happily, and we hope for the same suc-
cess, if not even better, on the next conference.
