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Josip FariCi¢, PhD in Natural Sciences

Josip Fari¢i¢, an assistant at the Department of Geogra-
phy, University of Zadar, presented his PhD thesis North Dal-
matian Islands in the Process of Littoralization — Development,
Problems and Perspectives at the Department of Geography,
Faculty of Science, University of Zagreb, on June 28th, 2006.
Josip Fari€i¢ is the first graduate student (1998) of the first gen-
eration of geography students at the Department of Geogra-
phy, University of Zadar, founded in 1994. He is also the first
one from that generation of Zadar geographers to get his MSc
title (2003) and now he is the first one to complete his PhD. The
dissertation committee included lvo Nejasmi¢, PhD, full profes-
sor, Damir Maga$, PhD, full professor and mentor, and Danijel
Oresi¢, PhD, assistant professor.

Josip Fari¢i¢ was born in Zadar on June 16th 1976 where
he completed his primary and secondary education and in 1994
he enrolled at the Department of History and the Department of
Geography at the Faculty of Philosophy in Zadar, University of
Split. He graduated in 1998 with his thesis Croatian Counties in
Coronelli’s Atlases from the End of the 17th Century (mentor
Damir Maga$, PhD) and became a geography and history pro-
fessor. In 1999, he started his postgraduate studies titled Geo-
graphical Bases of Regional and Physical Planning at the Fac-
ulty of Science, University of Zagreb. He obtained his master’s
degree with his thesis Zadar Islands on Cartographic Presen-
tations from 16th to 19th Century (mentor Damir Magas$, PhD).
After his graduate studies, he worked at the Franjo Petri¢ High
School, School of Economy, Office Business and Commerce,
and Stanovi Elementary School. In 1999, he was employed at
the Department of Geography at the Faculty of Philosophy in
Zadar as a junior researcher on the project Geographical Bas-
es of the Development of Small Croatian Islands that was run
by Damir Magas$, PhD. From 2000 to 2003, he was a junior
assistant/researcher and a teacher giving lectures in Basic
Cartography and Climatology. In 2003, he was elected an as-
sistant, and in 2006 a senior assistant at the Department of
Geography, University of Zadar, giving lectures in Introduction

to Cartography, Applied Cartography and Maritime Geography.
He was also the teacher of Maritime Geography at the Faculty
of Maritime Affairs in Rijeka in 2003/2004, and in the branch of
the same study in Zadar.

He actively participated at numerous Croatian and interna-
tional scientific conferences and seminars in Croatia and abroad.
He published over twenty scientific and professional papers and
conference proceedings in different scientific journals and oth-

er publications. He was a co-editor of the monograph Vinjerac
(Zadar, Zagreb, 1999) written by Damir Maga$, PhD, the editor
of the monograph Stanovnistvo na zadarskim otocima (Zadar,
2002) written by Ante Dragi¢, and co-editor of the encyclopae-
dic dictionary Geografski rjecnik (Zadar, 2002) written by Alfon-
so Cvitanovi¢. Additionally, he is a member of the Editorial Board
of the complete works by late Academician Josip Rogli¢ (Za-
greb-Split-Zadar, 2004-2006). Since 1996, he has been the
editor-in-chief’s assistant of the scientific journal Geoadria. He
is also the member of the Editorial Board and author of various
popular and scientific articles published on the educative Inter-
net web site www.geografija.hr. Since 1995, he has been the
member of the Croatian Geographic Society, and since 2006 a
member of its Executive Board. From 1996 until 2003, he was
the secretary of the Croatian Geographic Society — Zadar. Since
2000, he has been a member of Matica hrvatska, and since
2001 a member of the Croatian Cartographic Society. He was
a member of the Supervisory Board of Croatian Cartographic
Society from 2002 until 2006. During his schooling he was re-
warded with three Rectors’ prizes by the University of Split.

Josip Fari€i¢’s dissertation North Dalmatian Islands in the
Process of Littoralization — Development, Problems and Per-
spectives, along with main theses, consists of lists of referenc-
es, tables and figures and summary in English. The text in-
cludes 75 tables and 98 figures. The dissertation is the result of
the young researcher’s interest in examining the complex geo-
graphical situation on the Croatian islands, which he material-
ised during his work (since 1999) on the scientific project Geo-
graphical Bases of the Development of Small Croatian Islands
and active involvement in one part of the lectures on Regional
Geography of Croatia (seminars). Due to his special interest in
historical-geographical and regional-geographical approach to
geospace, in his dissertation Fari¢i¢ managed to make a syn-
thetic analysis based on numerous sources of geographical
data, using written archive and cartographic documents, de-
mographic and economic statistics, Croatian and foreign re-
searches on the North Dalmatian islands. With his work, he
gave original scientific contribution to the research of complex
geographical transformation of North Dalmatian islands under
the influence of littoralization processes that have been partic-
ularly emphasized during the last fifty years.

In his comprehensive dissertation on 500 pages, Farici¢
gave a new contribution to geographical research of littoraliza-
tion processes on the Croatian littoral, and as he said himself,
in his dissertation application, “Conclusions of this work should
contribute to the creation of a scientific basis for future research-
es, and especially to the implementation of the results in re-
gional planning of the investigated space. The aim is to evalu-
ate the possibilities and limits of natural-geographic and socio-
geographic determinants of island microsystems in order to, in
accordance with sustainable development, enable optimal de-
velopment of Zadar and Sibenik islands”.

The dissertation is divided into eight main chapters, as fol-
lows:

Josip Farici¢, asistent na Odjelu za geo-
grafiju Sveucilidta u Zadru, obranio je 28. lipnja
2006. na Geografskom odsjeku Prirodo-
slovno-matematickog fakulteta Sveucilista u
Zagrebu doktorsku disertaciju Sjeverno-
dalmatinski otoci u procesu litoralizacije —
razvoj, problemi i perspektive. Josip Fari€i¢
prvi je diplomant (1998.) iz prvog narastaja
mlade katedre geografije na Sveucilistu u
Zadru, osnovane 1994. godine. Takoder, prvi
je magistrirao iz te generacije zadarskih geo-
grafa (2003.), a sada i prvi koji je doktorirao.
Obrana je odrZana pred povjerenstvom koje
su ¢inili predsjednik, prof. dr. sc. lvo Nejasmic,
mentor prof. dr. sc. Damir Magas$ i ¢lan doc.
dr. sc. Danijel Oresic.

Josip Fari€i¢ roden je u Zadru 16. lipnja 1976. Osnovnu i
srednju Skolu zavrSio je u Zadru, a 1994. upisao studij geografije
i povijesti na Filozofskom fakultetu u Zadru Sveucilista u Splitu.
Diplomirao je 1998. s temom Hrvatske zemlje u Coronellijevim
atlasima s kraja 17. stoljeca (mentor prof. dr. sc. D. Magas$) i
stekao zvanje profesora geografije i profesora povijesti. Godine
1999. upisao je poslijediplomski studij Geografske osnove pro-
stornog planiranja i uredenja na Prirodoslovno-matematickom
fakultetu Sveucilista u Zagrebu. Taj je studij zavrSio izradom i
obranom magistarskog rada Zadarski otoci na kartografskim
prikazima od 16. st. do 19. st. (mentor prof. dr. sc. D. Magas) te
stekao naslov magistra prirodnih znanosti, polje geoznanosti.
Nakon zavrSetka studija krace vrijeme radio je u Gimnaziji Franje
Petrica, Ekonomsko-birotehnickoj i trgovackoj skoli te Osnovnoj
Skoli Stanovi. Godine 1999. zaposlio se na Odsjeku za geo-
grafiju Filozofskog fakulteta u Zadru, i to kao znanstveni novak
na projektu Geografske osnove razvitka malih hrvatskih otoka
glavnog istrazivaca prof. dr. sc. D. Magasa. Od 2000. do 2003.
u suradnickom zvanju mladeg asistenta (znanstvenog novaka)
sudjelovao je u izvodenju dijela nastave iz predmeta Osnove
kartografije i Klimatologija. Godine 2003. izabran je u suradni¢ko
zvanje asistenta, a 2006. u zvanje viSeg asistenta na Odjelu za
geografiju Sveucilista u Zadru gdje sudjeluje u izvodenju nasta-
ve iz predmeta Uvod u kartografiju, Primijenjena kartografija i
Pomorska geografija. Akad. god. 2003./04. sudjelovao je u
izvodenju nastave iz predmeta Pomorska geografija na Pomor-
skom fakultetu u Rijeci, a akad. god. 2004./05. u izvodenju
nastave iz istoga predmeta na Pomorskom fakultetu u Rijeci —
Stru¢nom studiju u Zadru.

Aktivno je sudjelovao na vise domacih i medunarodnih
znanstvenih skupova te seminara u domovini i inozemstvu.
Objavio je dvadesetak znanstvenih i struénih ¢lanaka te priop-
¢enja na medunarodnim i domacim znanstvenim skupovima u
razli¢itim znanstvenim ¢asopisima i drugim publikacijama. Bio
je kourednik knjige Vinjerac (Zadar, Zagreb, 1999) autora prof.
dr. sc. D. Maga$a, urednik knjige StanovniStvo na zadarskim
otocima (Zadar, 2002) autora Ante Dragic¢a te pomoc¢ni urednik
enciklopedijskog priruénika Geografski rjecnik (Zadar, 2002)
autora Alfonsa Cvitanovica, prof. Uz to, ¢lan je uredniStva viSe
knjiga sabranih djela pok. akademika Josipa Rogli¢a (Zagreb-
Split-Zadar, 2004-2006). Od 1996. pomocnik je urednika ¢aso-
pisa Geoadria. Clan je urednistva i autor vi§e popularno-znan-
stvenih priloga na web stranici www.geografija.hr. Od 1995. ¢lan
je Hrvatskoga geografskog drustva., a od 2006. ¢lan Upravnog

odbora toga drustva. Od 1996. do 2003. bio
je tajnik Hrvatskoga geografskog drustva —
Zadar. Od 2000. ¢lan je Matice hrvatske, a od
2001. ¢lan Hrvatskoga kartografskog drustva.
Bio je ¢lan Nadzornog odbora toga drustva
od 2002. do 2006. Tijekom studija bio je nagra-
den s tri Nagrade Rektora Sveucilista u Splitu.

Disertacija Josipa Fari€ica Sjeverno-
dalmatinski otoci u procesu litoralizacije —
razvoj, problemi i perspektive uz glavne teze,
sadrZi popis literature, popis tablica i popis
slika te saZetak na engleskom jeziku. U tekstu
je rasporedeno 75 tablica i 98 slika. Disertacija
je rezultat interesa mladog znanstvenika za
istrazivanje sloZzene geografske problematike
hrvatskih otoka, koji je materijalizirao tijekom viSegodi$njeg rada
(od 1999.) na znanstvenom projektu Geografske osnove
razvitka malih hrvatskih otoka te sudjelovanjem u izvodenju
dijela nastave (seminar) iz predmeta Regionalna geografija
Hrvatske. Posebno zainteresiran za historijsko-geografski i
regionalno-geografski pristup prou¢avanju geoprostora, u
disertaciji je ostvario sintetsku raspravu na temelju brojnih izvora
geografskih podataka, koriste¢i se arhivskom pisanom i karto-
grafskom gradom, demografskim i gospodarskim statistikama,
domacom i svjetskom znanstvenom i stru¢nom literaturom
(ukupno 580 bibliografskih jedinica) te viSekratnim terenskim
istrazivanjima otoka Sjeverne Dalmacije. Svojim radom pristup-
nik je dao izvorni znanstveni doprinos proucavanju kompleksne
geografske preobrazbe sjevernodalmatinske otocne skupine
pod utjecajem litoralizacijskih procesa, osobito naglasenih
tijekom posljednjih pedesetak godina.

Fari¢i¢ je u opseznoj raspravi na 500 stranica dao novi
doprinos geografskom prou€avanju litoralizacijskih procesa u
hrvatskom priobalju te, kako je sam naveo u prijavi disertacije,
“Zaklju€ci rada trebali bi pridonijeti stvaranju znanstvenog

temelja za buduca istrazivanja, a posebno implementaciji
rezultata u praksi prostornog planiranja i uredenja prou¢avanog
prostora. Cilj je realno vrjednovanje mogucnosti i ograni¢enja
prirodno-geografskih i socio-geografskih sastavnica oto¢nih
mikrosustava kako bi se, u skladu s paradigmom odrzivog
razvitka, na najbolji nacin omogucio optimalan razvoj oto¢noga
prostora zadarske i Sibenske regije.”

Chapters are followed by lists of tables, figures and a sum-
mary in English. The main chapters are divided into subchap-
ters and subunits (in sixth chapter even up to six levels), which
makes the presented material clearly structured and systema-
tized and contributes to the comprehensiveness of the disser-
tation.

In the first, introductory chapter, Fari¢i¢ points out the im-
pact of littoralization processes (i.e. concentration of social and
economic activities on the coasts) on the transformation of ge-
ographical space, from global to microregional level. After pio-
neer and visionary work by the academician Josip Rogli¢ on
littoralization as a turning point of the modern world, and partial
studies by A. Kalogjera, N. Strazici¢, M. Vresk, D. Magas, M.
Matas and others, J. Fari€i¢ gave the most comprehensive pres-
entation of littoralization in Croatian geographical literature so
far. The introductory notes clearly indicate that this is the first
work, as far as it is known, that gives a complete analysis of the
North Dalmatian islands.

In the second chapter, the author sets the object and aims
of his research, as well as the hypothesis on which he bases
his geographical researches of North Dalmatian islands within
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the context of significant socio-economic changes and trans-
formation of littoral landscape of the islands under the influ-
ence of littoralization. He particularly emphasises the methods
of scientific and research work, and while doing so, he relies on
previously developed regional-geographic methodology of re-
search of small regional units in Croatia. Fari¢i¢ also uses some
of the new approaches in regional geography, and while doing
that he takes into consideration the terminology of disciplines

related to geography (for example, climatology and others), in
an attempt to explain dynamics of complex socio-economic proc-
esses. He emphasises numerous problems encountered while
doing his research, especially those referring to frequent chang-
es in administrative-territorial division of the researched area,
inconsistent statistic bases of demographic and economic data,
and similar.

In the third chapter, the author gave an overview of previ-
ous researches of North Dalmatian islands. It comprises all rel-
evant literature in which North Dalmatian islands are dealt with
either partially or, rarely, in groups. The works published so far
in scientific journals, monographs, encyclopaedias and other
publications make important foundation for the investigation of
Zadar and Sibenik islands. By using a chronological approach,
Fari¢i¢ critically analyses these works, enabling us to follow the
development of the scientific thought about the researched area,
especially a larger number of specialised studies that focus on
certain topics in order to compensate the lack of basic litera-
ture, which, until 1970s, comprised only a small number of en-
cyclopaedic entries and general syntheses.

In the fourth and fifth chapter, the author provides a scien-
tific discussion on littoralization processes in world, the Medi-
terranean and in Croatia. So, by using the inductive method,
Fari¢i¢ mainly explains and substantiates with concrete exam-
ples the main features of the littoralization on the world coasts,
and then on the Mediterranean and in Croatia. Littoralization
significantly contributed to the global connection between states
and civilizations, while seas and coasts are used as communi-
cation media and important natural resource. Inclusion in pos-
itive littoralization patterns is crucial for modern socio-econom-
ic development of certain countries. Nevertheless, excessive
pressure imposed by different economic activities (transport,
industry, construction, tourism, and others) and population on
ecologically unstable contact littoral area are the reason for its
pollution and degradation, and in some critical cases even com-
plete devastation. The author emphasises the differences in
the littoralization process until 1970s, when development of
heavy coastal industry prevailed, and recent trends character-
ised by different aspects of tourist valorisation of the littoral. In
that context, particular attention has been given to the Mediter-
ranean littoral zone and to Croatia littoral as its inherent part.

While discussing littoralization process on the Croatian
coast, Farici¢ relies on existing works, mainly on the first pres-
entation of littoralization written by the academician J. Rogli€.
However, he mostly gives his personal thoughts on historical-
geographic development of the valorisation of the littoral, which
lasts from prehistory with different intensity, as well as on re-
cent features of the socio-economic processes along the
Croatian littoral zone. He emphasizes the significance of the
littoral area for Croatia’s inclusion in the Western European and
Mediterranean cultural and economic area. He also takes into
consideration the complex processes of coastal development
dating from the emergence of the Croatian country, through the
centuries long period of shifting the economic and political fo-
cus from the coast with significant restrictions of Croatian inde-
pendence after joining the Hungarian-Croatian state. While
writing about littoralization processes during the 20th century,
he emphasizes the problems of the development of Croatian
littoral regions, burdened by the First and the Second World
Wars and the Serbian aggression on the Republic of Croatia.
Aside from war damage, restrictions of social and economic
liberties also had an unfavourable influence on those regions,
especially in overall communication with the developed part of
Europe during the second half of the 20th century. In that peri-
od, Croatia was a part of centralised socialist Yugoslav state.

Zatim slijede popis tablica, popis slika i sazetak na engles-
kom jeziku. Glavna poglavlja podijeliena su na podpoglavlja i
podcjeline (u Sestom poglavljui do Sest razina), Cime je izlozena
grada jasno strukturirana i sistematizirana Sto pridonosi njezinoj
preglednosti.

U prvom, uvodnom poglavlju, Fari€ic isti¢e opcenito zna-
¢enje litoralizacijskih procesa, odnosno okupljanja drustvenih i
gospodarskih aktivnosti uz obale svjetskog mora, na transfor-
maciju geografskog prostora, od globalne do mikroregionalne
prostorne razine. Poslije pionirskoga i vizionarskog rada
akademika Josipa Roglica o litoralizaciji kao prekretnickom
procesu suvremenoga svijeta, te parcijalnih studija A. Kalogjere,
N. Strazi¢ica, M. Vreska, D. Maga$a, M. Matasa i drugih, J.
Fari¢i¢ daje do sada najcjelovitiji prikaz tog procesa u hrvatskoj
geografskoj literaturi. Iz uvodnih misli razvidna je i €injenica da
se u radu prvi put, koliko je poznato, daje cjelovita sinteza
sjevernodalmatinskoga oto¢nog prostora.

U drugom poglavlju odredio je predmet i ciljeve istraZivanja
kao i hipoteze od kojih polazi u geografskom prouc¢avanju otoka
Sjeverne Dalmacije u kontekstu znacajnih mijena drustveno-
gospodarskih struktura i preobrazbe oto¢noga obalnog krajolika
pod utjecajem litoralizacije. Posebno isti¢e i metode znanstveno-
istrazivackog rada, pri emu se oslanja na do sada razradenu
regionalno-geografsku metodologiju prou¢avanja manjih
prostornih cjelina Hrvatske. Fari€i¢ se koristi i nekim novijim
pristupima regionalnoj geografiji, uvazavajuci pri tom i termi-
nologiju iz srodnih disciplina geografije (primjerice, klimatologije
i dr.), nastojeci objasniti dinamiku sloZenih socio-ekonomskih
procesa. Naglasava i brojne probleme s kojima se susretao
tijekom istraZivanja, posebice u pogledu Cestoga mijenjanja
upravno-teritorijalnog ustroja na prou¢avanom prostoru, nekon-
zistentne statisticke evidencije demografskih i gospodarskih
podataka i sl.

Pregled dosadasnjih istrazivanja sjevernodalmatinskih
otoka autor je dao u trecem poglavlju. Obuhvaéena je sva
relevantna literatura u kojoj su otoci Sjeverne Dalmacije
obradeni parcijalno ili, rjede, skupno. Do sada objavljena djela
u znanstvenim ¢asopisima, monografijama, enciklopedijama i
drugim publikcijama u svakom slu€aju €ine vazan temelj
proucavanju oto€nog dijela zadarske i Sibenske regije. Fari¢i¢
kritiCki razmatra ta djela, koristeci kronoloski pristup, ¢ime se
lako moZe uoCiti razvoj znanstvene misli o prou¢avanom pro-
storu, osobito povecéanje specijaliziranih studija koje se foku-
sirano bave odgovaraju¢om tematikom i nadoknaduju nedo-
statak temeljne literature, koju je sve do 70-ih godina 20. st.
¢inio samo maniji broj enciklopedijskih natuknica i uopéenih
sinteza.

U Cetvrtom i petom poglavlju znanstveno je raspravljen
proces litoralizacije u svijetu, Sredozemlju i Hrvatskoj. Koristec¢i,
dakle, metodu indukcije, Fari€i¢ ponajprije objasnjava i potkrjep-
ljuje konkretnim primjerima osnovne znacajke litoralizacije na
svjetskim obalama, a zatim i na Sredozemlju i u Hrvatskoj.
Litoralizacija je bitno pridonijela globalnom povezivanju medu
drzavama i civilizacijama, pri ¢emu se obala i more koriste kao
medij komunikacije i znacajan prostorni resurs. Ukljucivanje u
pozitivne tijekove litoralizacije klju¢no je za suvremeni
drudtveno-gospodarskih razvitak pojedinih zemalja. Ipak,
prevelik pritisak razliitih gospodarskih aktivnosti (promet,
industrija, razliCita izgradnja, turizam i dr.) i stanovniStva na
ekoloski osjetljiv kontaktni obalni prostor potencijalno oznacava
¢imbenik njegovoga oneciS¢enja i degradiranja, a u kriti¢nim
slu€ajevima i potpunoga devastiranja. Autor nagladava razlike
u procesu litoralizacije do 70-ih godina 20. st., u kojoj previadava
razvitak teSke obalne industrije, i novije trendove litoralizacije u
kojima se posebno istiCu razli¢iti aspekti turistickog vrjednovanja
litoralnog prostora. U tom kontekstu u svjetskim se razmjerima
isticu obale Sredozemlja, ali i obale Hrvatske kao njihov sastavni
dio.

U razmatranju tijeka litoralizacije hrvatskoga obalnog
prostora Fari€i¢ se oslanja na postoje¢a djela, ponajprije na
prvi prikaz litoralizacije akademika J. Rogli¢a. Ipak, u najvecoj
mjeri daje osobna promisljanja o historijsko-geografskom raz-
voju vrjednovanja obalnog prostora, koji razli€itim intenzitetom
u kontinuitetu traje zapravo jo$ od prapovijesti, te 0 suvremenim
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znaCajkama drustveno-gospodarskih procesa duz hrvatskoga
priobalja. Naglasava Cinjenicu o znacenju obalnoga prostora
za uklju€ivanje Hrvatske u zapadnoeuropski i sredozemni kul-
turni i gospodarski areal. Razmatra i slozene procese obalnog
razvoja od poCetaka hrvatske drzave, preko viSestoljetne de-
maritimizacije tezista gospodarskoga i politickog Zivota sa
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Political-economic framework of the littoralization in Croatia
completely changed after Croatia gained its independence and
after the end of the Homeland War. Although there are numer-
ous possibilities for economic valorisation of attractive littoral
area and close connections between the Croatian littoral and
continental hinterland and Croatian central region, distinct mar-
itime orientation of the state has not been recognized until now.

The sixth chapter of the dissertation is thematically deter-
mined by the main title, and problematically organised in sev-
eral subunits. Littoralization processes reflected themselves
even in the North Dalmatian region, on Zadar, Kornati and Sibe-
nik islands. Fari¢i¢ emphasizes that the North Dalmatian archi-
pelago is detached in relation to other Croatian island groups
by its distinctive fragmentation, dispersion, indented coast and
unique parallel extending in several rows that follow basic geo-
logic and geomorphologic structures on the neighbouring land.
In the past, characteristic geographic particularism was addi-
tionally emphasised in the circumstances of insufficient traffic
connections and economic development, so each island has
developed as a separate system without more prominent con-
nections with other islands in the archipelago. The author em-
phasizes that on 25 North Dalmatian inhabited islands, with the
exception of Pag and Novalja (to a smaller extent even Murt-
er), urban settlement has never developed, although distin-
guished urban influences and elements of urban culture exist-
ed. On one hand, such development of settlements was obvi-
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ously influenced by the limited “capacity” of the natural-geo-
graphic basis, and on the other hand, by the strong gravitation
influence of urban settlements in the littoral zone, especially
Zadar and Sibenik, and to a slighter extent Nin, Biograd and
Vodice. During historical-geographic development of Zadar and
Sibenik islands, there have always existed stronger connec-
tions (traffic, economic, cultural) of certain insular settlement
with littoral towns than connections between specific insular
settlements. That significantly determined the conditions of
modern littoralization when coastal towns almost completely

exhausted basic insular developmental resources, mainly pop-
ulation. Distinct depopulation, and in some places even com-
plete demographic extinction are the result of such processes.
The exception are the Kornati Islands that have been uninhab-
ited for centuries, and colonies owned by farmers from Zadar,
Sali and Zaglav, and from the end of the 19th century by nu-
merous landowners from the Murter Island.

The North Dalmatian islands stretch along the coast in three,
and in some places in four rows. According to its basic social
and economic features, the insular space can be considered a
rural space that has completely changed during the last fifty
years. Fari¢i¢ points out that it is possible to determine an al-
most geometrical progression of the intensity of rural exodus
as the distance from regional centres on the coast increases.
The islands Pag, Vir, Ugljan, PaSman and Murter, and to a lesser
extent Prvi¢, Zlarin and Krapanj have a relatively more favour-
able demographic situation and appropriate, although not sig-
nificant, economic vitality. On the other hand, Premuda, Olib,
Silba, Ist, Molat, Zverinac, Sestrunj, Rivanj, Iz, Rava, Dugi otok,
Vrgada, Kaprije and Zirje islands are islands affected by dis-
tinct depopulation and deruralisation processes. The Skarda
Island has already entirely depopulated. Prevalent old popula-
tion is not a social and economic subject that can be relied on
while planning islands’ revitalization. However, the significance
of old population on the island is large because, apart from
other reasons, it enables the transfer of cultural values and the
unique Mediterranean island ambient towards younger, mainly
urban population, who stay on the island occasionally (for week-
ends, in the summer), and maybe towards the young popula-
tion that perhaps shows the intention of settling on the islands.

The author points out that insular space from natural-geo-
graphic and cultural-historical point of view is exceptionally at-
tractive, which in the circumstances of the so-called social litto-
ralization makes an important feature of tourist offer. Besides
modernization of the existing and mostly weakened economic
basis, in the framework of traditional Mediterranean polycultur-
al production (olive growing, vine growing and production of
vines, cattle breeding, fishery, small crafts and similar) along
with future well-planned development of tourism and strong and
concrete subvention from the state, regional and local authori-
ties, it is possible to expect appropriate positive, but not too
pretentious results. Special attention should be given to the fact
that various economic activities are not mutually complemen-
tary (industry, intensive mariculture, tourism and others). Name-
ly, each of these activities puts a strong pressure on the eco-
logically unstable insular area, so conflicts between different
stakeholders concerning the usage of coast on one side, and
the need for protection on the other. The question of determin-
ing the right measure between the possibilities and develop-
mental needs and the protection of the environment in littoral
areas is crucial for planning spatial development of that attrac-
tive area. So it is necessary, as Fari€i¢ points out, to implement
the principles of sustainable development of littoral area whose
implementation should contribute to the long-term sustainable
development. That development will aim at fulfilling the real
needs of the insular population and economy, but also demand
for the preservation of that sensitive part of the Croatian coast.

In the seventh chapter, the author of the dissertation con-
clusively recapitulates the main theses by emphasizing all the
most important features of socio-economic changes in the litto-
ralization process and their implications on the physiognomy
and functional strategy of the North Dalmatian islands. It is fol-
lowed by lists of sources, literature, Internet data sources, ta-
bles and figures and a summary in English.
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znatnim ograni¢avanjem hrvatske samostalnosti poslije pri-
stupanja u ugarsko-hrvatsku drzavnu zajednicu. PiSuéi o
litoralizacijskim procesima tijekom 20. st. isti¢e probleme razvoja
hrvatskih obalnih regija, optere¢enih Prvim i Drugim svjetskim
ratom i velikosrpskom agresijom na Republiku Hrvatsku. Osim
ratnih stradanja, nepovoljno je utjecalo i suZavanje drustvenih i
gospodarskih sloboda, osobito u svekolikoj komunikaciji s
razvijenim dijelom Europe tijekom druge polovice 20. st., kada
se Hrvatska nalazila u centraliziranoj socijalistickoj jugo-
slavenskoj drzavnoj zajednici. Politicko-gospodarska okvirnica
litoralizazcije Hrvatske stubokom se promijenila poslije
osamostaljenja i zavrSetka Domovinskog rata. Premda su
otvorene brojne mogucnosti gospodarskoga vrjednovanja
atraktivnoga obalnog pojasa i ¢vr§¢eg povezivanja hrvatskoga
litorala s kontinentalnim zaledem i hrvatskom regijom jezgre,
do sada se ne uoCava jasna pomorska orijentacija razvojne
strategije drzave.

Sesto poglavije disertacije tematski je odredeno glavnim
naslovom, a problematski je organizirano u nekoliko podcjelina.
Litoralizacijski procesi odrazili su se i u prostoru sjeverno-
dalmatinske regije, na poseban nacin na zadarskim, kornatskim
i Sibenskim otocima. Pristupnik istiCe da se sjevernodalmatinski
arhipelag izdvaja u odnosu na ostale hrvatske oto¢ne skupine
izrazitom usitnjenoScu, rasprsenoscu, razvedeno$céu obalne crte
te specificnim usporednim pruzanjem u nekoliko nizova koji
prate pravac pruzanja temeljnih geoloSkih i geomorfoloskih
struktura na susjednom kopnu. Izraziti geografski partikularizam
tijekom proSlosti je bio dodatno naglasen u prilikama nedovoljne
prometne povezanosti i gospodarske razvijenosti pa se svaki
otok razvijao kao zasebni sustav bez izrazitijih veza s ostalim
otocima arhipelaga. Autor naglasava kako se na 25 sjeverno-
dalmatinskih naseljenih otoka, s izuzetkom Paga i Novalje
(donekle i Murtera, ali u antici), nikada nije razvilo urbano naselje
premda su urbani utjecaji i elementi urbane kulture bili istaknuti.
S jedne strane, na takav je razvoj naseljenosti i naselja ocito
utjecala ograni¢ena “nosivost” prirodno-geografske osnove, a
s druge strane, bio je prejak gravitacijski utjecaj gradova u
priobalju, posebno Zadra i Sibenika, a u manjoj mjeri Nina,
Biograda i Vodica. Tijekom historijsko-geografskog razvitka
zadarskih i Sibenskih otoka uvijek su bile snaznije veze
(prometne, gospodarske, kulturne) pojedinih oto¢nih naselja s
priobalnim gradovima, nego veze medu pojedinim otocnim
naseljima. To je bitno odredilo i uvjete suvremene litoralizacije
kad su priobalni gradovi gotovo u potpunosti iscrpili osnovne
oto€ne razvojne resurse, poglavito stanovnistvo. lzrazita
depopulacija, a mjestimi¢no i demografsko izumiranje oto€nih
naselja posljedica su takovih procesa. Posebnost ¢ine Kornati
koji su stoljecima bili bez stalne naseljenosti te u gotovo
kolonijalnom statusu zemljoposjednika iz Zadra, Salii Zaglava,
a od kraja 19. st. i brojnih posjednika s otoka Murtera.

Sjevernodalmatinska skupina otoka proteze se duz obale
u tri, a mjestimice i u Cetiri niza. Otocni je prostor, prema
temeljnim drustvenim i gospodarskim znacajkama, ruralni
prostor koji se posljednjih pedesetak godina stubokom
preobraZzava. Fari¢i¢ naglaSava da se moZe utvrditi gotovo
geometrijska progresija intenziteta ruralnoga egzodusa s
povec¢anjem udaljenosti u odnosu na regionalna sredista na
obali. Otoci Pag, Vir, Ugljan, PaSman i Murter, a u manjoj mjeri
Prvi¢, Zlarin i Krapanj imaju donekle povoljnije demografsko
stanje te odgovaraju¢u, premda ne veliku, gospodarsku
vitalnost. Nasuprot tome, Premuda, Olib, Silba, Ist, Molat,
Zverinac, Sestrunj, Rivanj, 1z, Rava, Dugi otok, Vrgada, Kaprije
i Zirje otoci su izrazite deruralizacije i depopulacije. Skarda je
vec potpuno depopulirala. Prevladavajuce staro stanovnistvo
nije drustveni i gospodarski subjekt s kojim se moze racunati u
planiranju oZivljavanja otoka. Ipak, znaCenje staroga oto¢nog

stanovnistva je veliko jer, uz ostalo, omogucuije transfer kulturnih
vrijednosti i specificnoga sredozemnog oto¢nog ambijenta
prema mladem, poglavito urbanom stanovnistvu, koje na
otocima boravi povremeno (vikendom, ljeti), a mozda i prema
mladima koji bi se moZebitno htjeli nastaniti na otocima.

Autor istiCe da je oto€ni prostor s prirodno-geografskoga i
kulturno-povijesnog gledista izrazito atraktivan, Sto u uvjetima
suvremene tzv. socijalne litoralizacije €ini vaznu sastavnicu
turisticke ponude. Uz modernizaciju postojece i velikim dijelom
oslabljene gospodarske osnove, u okvirima tradicionalne
sredozemne polikulturne proizvodnje (maslinarstvo, vinogra-
darstvo i vinarstvo, sto€arstvo, ribarstvo, sitni obrtii sl.), uz daljnji
i dobro osmisljeni razvitak turizma te snaznu i konkretnu potporu
tijela drzavne, regionalne i lokalne uprave, moguce je ocekivati
odgovarajuce pozitivne, ali ne i pretenciozne rezultate. Osobitu
paznju, dakako, treba obratiti €injenici da razli¢ite gospodarske
aktivnosti medusobno nisu komplementarne (industrija, inten-
zivna marikultura, turizam i dr.). Naime, svaka za sebe obavlja
snazan pritisak na ekolo$ki labilan oto¢ni obalni prostor, pa se
neizbjezno javljaju konflikti izmedu razlicitih pretendenata na
koriStenje obale s jedne, i potrebe za zastitom, s druge strane.
Pitanje odredivanja prave mjere izmedu moguénosti i potreba
razvitka te zastite okolisa u obalnim podrucjima klju¢no je pri
planiranju prostornog uredenja toga atraktivnoga podrucja.
Stoga je neophodno, ukazuje Fari€i¢, provoditi nacela inte-
gralnog upravljanja obalnim prostorom cija bi implementacija

The dissertation North Dalmatian Islands in the Process of
Littoralization — Development, Problems and Perspectives is a
comprehensive geographical scientific discussion on littorali-
zation processes and changes on the North Dalmatian islands.
For the first time in our literature, an author gave a thorough
synthesis of the North Dalmatian islands from the aspect of
complex littoralization process. However, this is not only a his-
torical-geographic and regional-geographic debate, but also an
original contribution to the scientific discussion on geographi-
cally relevant cause-and-effect spatial events based on the
example of the complex littoralization process occurring on the
most fragmented part of the Croatian islands.

This voluminous and comprehensive work is theoretically
and methodologically founded, and the topic is discussed in

accordance with the principles of scientific and research geo-
graphical approach in discussing and data interpretation. Orig-
inal, well-considered contemplations within the analytical proc-
ess led to synthetic results that contribute to knowledge and
future researches of relevant spatial processes crucial for overall
geographical knowledge and the creation of concepts for ap-
propriate sustainable development of these islands.
