at the Faculty of Electrical Engineering
and Computing (University of Zagreb),
and will be of importance to the all
Croatian faculties, as well as foreign uni-
versities where geospatial databases and
geoinformation systems are relevant sub-
jects. We would like to underline one im-
portant fact: almost all examples in book
are taken from real GIS projects, man-
aged or implemented by the author. This
fact certainly adds extraordinary value
and quality to the book.

Many of the topics presented in the
book are today the focus of active re-
search. The book can serve as an entry
point to this rapidly evolving domain, es-
pecially to the semistructured model and
geospatial data management using da-
tabase technology. For readers with da-
tabase management knowledge, it could
serve as an introduction to geospatial data
distribution on Web and introduction to
XML/GML. For readers familiar with Web
technologies, this book aims to explain
why advanced data models and modern

database technology are prerequisites for
the integrated storage and retrieval of
geospatial data.

Geospatial information is everywhere.
Although sometimes hidden by technolo-
gy (Internet, mobile communications,
GPS, etc.), it represents a new paradigm
called geoinformation services. These
new service types convey radically new
requirements to the geoinformation sys-
tems: abstract data types definition and
implementation, and generic operations
of geospatial algebra should be directly
supported by database management sys-
tem. This is exactly the most important
scientific contribution of this book. We are
all witnesses of rapid information science
development — the book title reflects the
importance of new data models and da-
tabases for geospatial modelling.

This book is the first integrated and
interdisciplinary overview of data models
and query languages for geospatial da-
tabases, written by a researcher and sci-
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entist with international reputation and
experience. It is a textbook of very high
quality — there is no similar book in
Croatian language — and it satisfies the
highest pedagogic standards. As a text-
book, it will definitely be used by the stu-
dents for their work on diploma and mas-
ter theses in the area of geoinformation
systems and geospatial databases, which
are today the focus of research and many
applied projects.

Professor Zdravko Gali¢ has accom-
plished something that has been achieved
by a very small number of authors com-
ing from small nations — he has made one
step further. This is a book written in
Croatian language, which is not inferior
but in some aspects superior to equiva-
lent foreign literature. The importance for
professionals and students at Croatian
universities could be easily visible by com-
paring the number and titles of Croatian
textbooks in this scientific and profession-
al area with those written in English.

Antique Settlements and Greek-
Roman Geographic Names at the
Territory of Modern Croatia

This book is the first attempt to his-
torically process the antique toponymy at
the territory of modern Republic of
Croatia. The works by old Greek and Ro-

man writers have been used as the source
of data with a few hundred of names of
settlements, rivers and mountains. Some
names mentioned in the book are of
Greek, Celtic or lllyrian origin that was
romanized later on, so this work required
the knowledge of archaeology and histo-
ry of geography.

The historical works made on this ter-
ritory have been of partial type until now.
The historians have researched the
toponymy by connecting historical events,
and the archaeologists have been inter-
ested in the locations for their research,
however, in this book M. Markovi¢ con-
tributed to the interdisciplinary approach
and connected all of them.

In this book, M. Markovi¢ offers an
interdisciplinary study of natural-geo-
graphic and historical-cultural features of
Croatia.

The author describes the chang-
es that appeared in the time of Turkish
invasion and the final creation of today’s
regional division.

Reading this book we can get ac-
quainted with the largest part of the fac-
tors that are responsible for the creation
of today’s regions of Croatia. We can find
the answers to many interesting ques-
tions. What are the historical borders of
former counties? Who are Sokci? Etc.

Historical Geography of Kosovo

Mirela Slukan Alti¢

The Golden marketing-Tehnicka kn-
jiga publishing company from Zagreb pub-
lished the book Historical Geography of
Kosovo by Dr. Mirela Slukan Alti¢ in
Croatian (with a comprehensive summa-
ry in English) in 2006. The book was re-
viewed by Prof. Dr. Nenad Moacanin,
Prof. Dr. Drago Roksandi¢, academician
Sima Cirkovié and Prof. Dr. Zef Mirdita.
The book contains 159 21x28 cm pages,
is hardbound and has the following ISBN:
953-212-234-6.

By reading the Preface, one can find
out that the book reveals the roots of the
problem and the history of misunderstand-
ing which in some historical periods es-
calated to military confrontations, always
setting the Kosovo area in the role of in-
stability core of the entire region. The his-
tory of the Kosovo area in the book was
primarily based on cartographic sources.
When the issue is sensitive, like the his-
torical geography of an area, cartograph-
ic sources present the history of spatial
relations more accurately than any other
written source. The map is never only an
image of geographic reality, but also a
clear reflection of historical, political and
cultural contexts it was produced in. Ac-
cording to the author, cartographic repre-
sentations that have born the name of
Kosovo and Kosovo settlements for sev-
eral centuries are reliable witnesses of its

existence and historical continuity. She
pointed out that by publishing and inter-
preting select cartographic sources the
wish was to advance existing knowledge
about historical-geographic development
of the Kosovo area and stimulate the con-
sideration of possibilities of its future de-
velopment in European context.

At the beginning of the Introduction,
the author explains the meaning of Kos-
ovo throughout the history, stressing the
fact that it was used in various forms and
spatial extents. The toponym Kosovo was
used for the first time in works about the
Kosovo Battle in 1389. In this book, the
word Kosovo, which is the Kosovo area,
means the whole area of today’s province
of Kosovo, including the Metochia Basin.
Eastern Kosovo, that is the Kosovo Ba-
sin was used for Kosovo in narrower
sense, while western Kosovo means the
area of the Metochia Basin. Then, geo-
graphic development conditions of the
Kosovo area are described. Knowledge
of basic geographic characteristics of
Kosovo and its transport and geopolitical
position are of exceptional meaning for
the understanding of historical-geograph-
ical issues of Kosovo.

The author also analyses and
evaluates cartographic sources which
show the area of Kosovo in various
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monks, clerks, soldiers, Zagreb pupils and
students. He also brought a very pictur-
esque presentation of old beliefs, a de-
tailed list of old noble and town families,
moral standards of the history, etc.

This book is another work of M. Mark-
ovi¢ in which he has successfully com-
bined the scientific and the historical ap-
proach, along with an attractive narration
style.

The book bears the ISBN 953-222-
218-9, and it was published in 2005 in
Croatian, in the format of 15 cm x 23 cm,
it contains 197 pages, paperback.

All above mentioned books are in-
tended for a wider circle of readers, how-
ever, they can serve to us cartographers
as an extraordinarily valuable source for
production of various maps.

Iz Predgovora se moze saznati da
knjiga otkriva korijene problema i povijest
nesporazuma koji su u pojedinim
povijesnim razdobljima eskalirali do ratnih
sukoba postavljajuéi uvijek iznova kosov-
ski prostor u ulogu jezgre nestabilnosti
cijele regije. Povijest kosovskog prostora
u knjizi je prvenstveno temeljena na
kartografskim izvorima.
