A Call to the Competition

The Barbara Petchenik Award was
created by the International Cartograph-
ic Association in 1993 as a memorial for
Barbara Petchenik, a past Vice president
of the ICA and cartographer who worked
through her life with maps related to chil-
dren. The aim of the contest is to pro-
mote the creative representation of the
world in graphic form by children.

The awards are given every two
years during an ICA conference, prefer-
ably at least one for each continent, with
special consideration to the age of the
child producing the drawing — map.

Rules of the competition

ICA member nations will collect
maps, on the theme Many Nations —
One World, produced by children less
than 16 years of age. The international
judging will focus on three criteria: 1) a

recognizable message, 2) cartographic
content, and 3) the quality of execution.

The maximum size of a map must not
exceed A3 (420 mm x 297 mm). Any
number of “systems of projection” can be
used to generate the coastlines and oth-
er base material (e.g. international bound-
aries and graticule). These can include
tracing or copying an existing world map
or using a computer program.

Each map must have the following
information on a label attached to the back
side of the representation: the name, age,
school address and country of its author,
and the title in either English or French,
as well as in Croatian.

The winning entries will be submitted
to the UNICEF International Art Commit-
tee by the ICA Executive for considera-
tion as greeting card designs. Any partic-
ipant agrees that his/her representation
may be reproduced by ICA, UNICEF or
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the Croatian Cartographic Society with-
out consultation or copyright fees.

Competition maps are archived at the
Carleton University’s Map Library in Can-
ada and are being prepared for web view-
ing (see http://collections.ic.gc.calchil-
dren/).

The Croatian Cartographic Society
performs the competition in Croatia. The
entries should be sent to the Croatian
coordinator’s address: Dr. Ivka Kljaji¢,
Croatian Cartographic Society, Kaciceva
26, 10 000 Zagreb, Croatia, until May 1,
2007.

O Scientific maps (geological, forest,
seismic, weather, etc.),

Q Relief maps,
Q Internet maps and
Q Other maps.

For the Republic of Croatia, the
Croatian Cartographic Society carries out
the selection of maps for the Internation-
al Cartographic Exhibition. The closing
date for application is February 4, 2007.

The photomap of Velika Gori-
ca (Ottawa 1999) and the photomap of
the Upper Town of Zagreb (Beijing 2001)
were rewarded for excellence in cartog-
raphy in the category of urban maps and
recreation and orienteering maps.

Zemlje Clanice ICA-e prikupit e karte
na temu Mnogi narodi - jedan svijet $to
su ih nacrtala djeca mlada od 16 godina.
Medunarodni Ziri usredotocit ¢e se na tri

kriterija: 1) prepoznatljiva poruka, 2)
kartografski sadrzaj, i 3) kvaliteta izvedbe.

Veli€ina karte ne smije prec¢i format
A3 (420 mm x 297 mm). Broj i vrsta
“sustava projekcije” za stvaranje obalnih
linija i drugog osnovnog materijala (npr.
medunarodnih granica i mreze meridijana
i paralela) nije ogranicen. To dakle omo-
gucuje i precrtavanje ili kopiranje posto-
jece karte svijeta ili upotrebu racunalnog
programa.

Svaka karta mora sadrzavati sljedece
informacije na naljepnici pricvrS¢enoj na
poledini: ime, dob, adresu Skole i zemlju
svog autora, te njezin naslov na engles-
kom ili francuskom i hrvatskom jeziku.

Izvr§ni odbor ICA-e poslat ¢e pobjed-
nicke radove UNICEF-ovu Medunarod-
nom odboru za umjetnost kao prijedloge
zarazglednice. Svaki natjecatelj se slaze
da njegov rad ICA, UNICEF ili Hrvatsko
