25th International Conference on the
History of Cartography (ICHC2013)

Helsinki, Finland, June 30 — July 5, 2013

The 25th International Conference
on the History of Cartography was held
in the Marina congress centre in Hel-
sinki, capital of Finland, from June 30 to
July 5, 2013. The conference was or-
ganized by the Cartographic Society of
Finland in collaboration with Imago
Mundi Ltd. Partners in organization
were the National Land Survey of Fin-
land, National Library of Finland, John
Nurminen Foundation, University of
Helsinki, Aalto University, National
Archives of Finland, Geographical Soci-
ety of Finland, National Museum of
Finland, Chartarum Amici, University
of Jyvaskyld, City of Helsinki and City of
Espoo. The conference theme was Four
Elements - The Essentials of the History of
Cartography. In ancient times, Universe
was thought to consist of four ele-
ments. Earth, air, fire and water, as main
themes, symbolize basic elements in
the history of cartography and its im-
portance in representing nature and
our worldview.

A meeting of the International So-
ciety for the Curators of Early maps was
held in the National Library a day be-
fore the conference. A meeting of the
Committee on the History of Carto-
graphy of the International Carto-
graphic Association was also held, after

alunch break.

On the first conference day, parti-
cipants were given bags with commer-
cial material, proceedings and two
books published by the John Nurminen
Foundation: Juha Nurminen Collection of
World Maps and The History of the Nordic
Map.

Fifty-seven lectures were held dur-
ing the conference and there were
about 200 participants from 35 coun-
tries.

Assembly of the International Society
for the History of the Map (ISHM) was held
prior to the opening ceremony. The
opening ceremony started with Finnish
music, making participants welcome to
the conference and Helsinki. Present
participants were greeted by Antti
Jakobsson, president of the Organiza-
tion Committee of the 25th Interna-
tional Conference on the History of
Cartography and Tony Campbell, pres-
ident of Imago Mundi Ltd. After the
greetings, Paul D. A. Harvey and Mat-
thew Edney addressed the audience.
Conference opening ended with a video
of the Finnish music band Kardemim-
mit. Two additional sessions with lec-
tures were held after the lunch break.
The first session was about coastal
maps. Carta di cabottaggio del Mare Adri-
atico was the main theme of one of the
lectures. The lecture was held by Josip
Farici¢, who wrote the paper together
with Lena MiroSevi¢ and Damir Magas.
The final session of the day was about
mapping cities. Conference parti-
cipants were able to visit a different in-
stitution with a map exhibition and a
buffet on almost every conference day.
Thus the first conference day ended
with a visit to the National Museum of
Finland and opening of the exhibition
The Emerging World - Map Treasures from
the A. E. Nordenskild Collection.

The second conference day fea-
tured lectures on application of maps,
their sale and distribution, national
cartographies and national atlases, as
well as travel, transport and commu-
nication network maps. The Imago
Mundi award was awarded in the City
Hall with a reception with a represent-
ative of the City of Helsinki in the after-
noon.

The third conference day began
with a poster presentation, including
one from Croatia by Ante Blaée titled
North-eastern Adriatic forts in Vincenzo
Maria Coronelli's isolario Mari, golfi, isole,
spiaggie, porti, citta...After the poster
presentation, lectures were held on
map production and application and
maps from the Nordenskitld Collec-
tion. In addition, participants were able
to visit the National Archives of Finland
and see another map exhibition in the
afternoon.

Themes of the fourth conference
day included symbols, signs and other
map elements of eastern Asia, theoret-
ical and conceptual approaches to the
history of cartography, thematic map-
ping, map symbols and representation
and military cartography.

The fifth conference day began
with a session on grids, coordinates and
projection, and the first lecture was
titled Map Projection and Accuracy of One
Mercator's Map by Marina Rajakovi,
Ivka Kljaji¢ and Miljenko Lapaine from
Croatia. Other lectures were about bor-
ders, important themes from the his-
tory of cartography in the 19th century,
world maps and atlases. The evening
event was organized in the John Nur-
minen Foundation where participants
were able to taste wine, a rich selection
of food and exchange ideas with other
map lovers.

Helsinki, Finska, 30. lipnja — 5. srpnja 2013.

U kongresnom centru Marina u
Helsinkiju glavnom gradu Finske, od 30.
lipnja do 5. srpnja 2013. odrZana je 25.
medunarodna konferencija o povijesti
kartografije. Konferenciju je organiziralo
Finsko kartografsko drustvo u suradnji s
Imago Mundijem d.o.o. Partneri u orga-
nizaciji bili su Finski katastar, Finska na-
cionalna knjiznica, Zaklada Johna
Nurminena, Sveudiliste u Helsinkiju,
Sveudiliste Aalto, Finski drZavni arhiy,
Finsko geografsko drustvo, Finski naci-
onalni muzej, Chartarum Amici, Sveuci-
liste u Jyviskyld, Grad Helsinki i Grad
Espoo. Tema konferencije bila je Four
Elements - The Essentials of the History of
Cartography (Cetiri elementa - osnova
povijesti kartografije). U antici se sma-
tralo da se Svemir sastoji od Cetiri ele-
menta. Zemlja, zrak, vatra i voda, kao
glavne teme, simboliziraju osnovne ele-
mente u povijesti kartografije i vaznost
kartografije u prikazivanju prirode i na-
Seg poimanja svijeta.

Dan prije otvaranja konferencije u
Nacionalnoj knjiznici odrZan je sastanak
Medunarodnoga drustva kustosa ranih
karata, Nakon pauze za rucak odrZan je
sastanak Povjerenstva za povijest karto-
grafije ICA-e,

Na dan otvaranja konferencije sudi-
onicima su podijeljene vrecice u kojima
se, osim reklamnog materijala, nalazila
knjiga s programom i saZecima te dvije
knjige koje je objavila zaklada Johna
Nurminena: Juha Nurminen Collection of
World Maps i The History of the Nordic Map.

Za vrijeme skupa odrZano je 57 pre-
davanja, bilo je prisutno oko 200 sudi-
onika iz 35 zemalja.

Otvaranju konferencije prethodila je
GodiSnja skupstina International Society
for the History of the Map (ISHM). Otvara-
nje konferencije zapocelo je finskom
glazbenom izvedbom kojom su domadi-
ni zaZeljeli dobrodoglicu na konferenciju
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i u Helsinki. Okupljenima su pozdravne
rijedi uputili Antti Jakobsson, predsjed-
nik Organizacijskog odbora 25. medu-
narodne konferencije o  povijesti
kartografije, a zatim Tony Cambell,
predsjednik Imago Mundija d.o.o. Nakon
pozdravnih rije¢i sudionicima su se
obratili Paul D. A. Harvey i Matthew Ed-
ney. Otvaranje konferencije zavrsilo je
video izvedbom finskog glazbenog sas-
tava Kardemimmit. Nakon pauze za ru-
Cak uslijedile su jo§ dvije sjednice s
predavanjima. Na prvoj sjednici bilo je
rijedi o obalnim kartama. U jednom od
predavanja glavna tema bila je Carta di
cabottaggio del Mare Adriatico. To zapaZe-
no predavanje odrZao je Josip Faricic koji
je rad izradio u koautorstvu s Lenom
MiroSevi¢ i Damirom Magasem. Na za-
vr$noj sjednici toga dana govorilo se o
kartiranju gradova. Skoro svakog dana,
za vrijeme trajanja konferencije, u posli-
jepodnevnim satima sudionicima je bio
omogucen posjet odredenoj instituciji uz
prigodnu izloZbu karata i domjenak. Tako
je prvi dan konferencije zavrsio posjetom

Drugoga dana konferencije preda-
vanja su bila o primjeni karata, zatim o
njihovoj prodaji i distribuciji, o naci-
onalnim kartografijama i nacionalnim
atlasima te o kartama za putovanja, pro-
met i komunikacijske mreZe. U poslije-
podnevnim satima u Gradskoj vije¢nici
dodijeljena je nagrada Imago Mundija uz
primanje kod predstavnika Grada Hel-
sinkija.

Tredi dan konferencije zapoceo je
izlaganjem postera medu kojima je bio i
jedan iz Hrvatske autora Ante Blace pod
naslovom North-eastern Adriatic forts in
Vincenzo Maria Coronelli's isolario Mari, golfi,
isole, spiaggie, portj, citta... Nakon toga sli-
jedila su predavanja o izradi i primjeni
karata te o kartama iz Nordenskicldove
zbirke. Osim toga u poslijepodnevnim
satima u Finskome drZavnom arhivu
sudionici su imali priliku druZiti se uz jos
jednu izloZbu karata.

Cetvrtog dana konferencije obrade-
ne su teme o simbolima, znakovima i
drugim elementima na kartama isto¢ne
Azije, teorijski i konceptualni pristupi
povijesti kartografije, o tematskom kar-
tiranju, kartografskim simbolima i zas-
tupljenosti te o vojnoj kartografiji.

Peti dan konferencije zapoceo je
sjednicom o mreZama, koordinatama i
projekcijama, a prvo predavanje bio je
rad Marine Rajakovi¢, Ivke Kljgji¢ i Mi-
lienka Lapainea iz Hrvatske pod naslo-
vom Map Projection and Accuracy of One
Mercator's Map. Predavanja koja su slije-
dila bila su o granicama, o vaznim tema-
ma iz povijesti kartografije 19. stoljeca,
kartama svijeta i atlasima. VeCer je bila
organizirana u prostorijama zaklade
Johna Nurminena gdje se uz vino i bo-
gati izbor jela moglo uZivati u jo$ jednoj
izloZbi te razmijeniti ideje i razmisljanja s
ostalim zaljubljenicima u karte.

Sestoga i posljednjeg dana konfe-
rencije govorilo se o geodetskoj izmjeri i
kartama, te o njihovoj izradi i primjen, a
u ranim poslijepodnevnim satima Antti
Jakobsson obratio se nazo¢nima i zapo-
eo zatvaranje 25. medunarodne konfe-
rencije o povijesti kartografije. Nakon
njega rijeci zahvale uputio je i Tony
Campbell. Na kraju nam se obratio Joost
Depuydt, predsjednik organizacijskog
odbora 26, medunarodne konferencije o
povijesti kartografije koja e se odrZati u
Antwerpenu 2015. godine na temu The-
atre of the World in Four Dimensions, Space -
Time - Imagination - Spectacle (Svjetsko ka-
zaliSte u Cetiri dimenczije, prostor - vrije-
me - masta - spektakl). Joost Depuydt je

uz prigodan govor i video prikaz o An-
twerpenu pozvao sve sudionike na jos
jedno konferecijsko druZenje u Belgiji. U
zavr$nom Cinu zatvaranja konferencije
svirao je i pjevao finski glazbeni sastav
popracen fotografijama s posljednjih 25
medunarodnih konferencija o povijesti
kartografije. Na veler posljednjega dana
konferencije bila je sveCana veCera na
Suomenlinni. To je pomorska utvrda
koja se proteZe na Sest otoka u Baltickom
moru, a danas je dio glavnog finskog
grada Helsinkija. Godine 1991. upisanaje
na UNESCO-ov popis mjesta svjetske
bastine u Europi kao jedinstven primjer
europske pomorske utvrde svog doba.
Dan nakon konferencije organiziran
je posjet jednoj od to¢aka Struveova tri-
angulacijskog lanca u Oravivuoriu u
Korpilahti, Jyvdskyld. Totka na vrhu
Oravivuorija zove se Puolakka i njezine
koordinate izmjerene su 1834. godine.
Tocka se nalazi na pribliznoj nadmorskoj
visini od 100 metara. Cjelokupni lanac
proteZe se od Hammerfesta u Norveskoj
do Crnoga Mora. U doba kada je izvede-
no mjerenje lanac je prolazio teritorijem
Rusije i Svedske, ali danas prolazi kroz 10
zemalja (Norveska, Svedska, Finska,
Rusija, Estonija, Latvija, Litva, Bjelorusi-
ja, Moldavija i Ukrajna). Duljina lanca je
2820 km, a priblizno 1000 km toga lanca
trokuta prolazi kroz Finsku. Godine
2005. upisan je na listu UNESCO-ove
svjetske kulturne bastine. Taj lanac tro-
kuta za mjerenje duljine luka meridijana
dobio je ime po njemackom astronomu
Friedrichu Georgu Wilhelmu von Stru-
veu koji je poCetkom 19, stolje¢a odlucio
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odrediti veli¢inu i oblik Zemlje primje-
nom triangulacije i astronomskih mje-
renja. Mjerenja su provedena izmedu
1816. i 1855. godine. Struveov lanac tro-
kuta prvo je opseZno i precizno mjerenje
duljine luka meridijana i bio je veliki is-
korak u razvoju znanosti i svjetonazora.
Nakon spustanja sa Struveove tocke sli-
jedio je posjet Digitalnom arhivu finskog
katastra. Osim izloZenih karata i instru-
menata pokazali su nam digitalni arhiv,
nacin skeniranja i uvanja karata te os-
talih dokumenata. Prije odlaska sudi-
onicima je na brodu bio posluZen rucak
drugom po veli¢ini u Finskoj. Cjelokupni
izlet sponzorirao je Finski katastar.

Na kraju Zelimo Cestitati na uspjes-
noj organizaciji 25. medunarodne
konferencije o povijesti kartografije
koja je obilovala kvalitetnim predava-
njima i dodatnim sadrZajima. MoZemo
zaklju¢iti da je nuzna dobra suradnja
drzavnih i privatnih institucija te
mnostvo partnera i sponzora kako bi se
sudionicima, osim predavanja, moglo
ponuditi mnostvo kvalitetnih poprat-
nih dogadaja.

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The sixth and final conference day
was about geodetic survey and maps,
their production and application. Early
in the afternoon, Antti Jakobsson ad-
dresses participants and started closing
the 25th International Conference on
the History of Cartography. Tony
Campbell also held a speech. Finally, we
were addressed by Joost Depuydt,
president of the Organization Commit-
tee of the 26th International Confer-
ence on the History of Cartography,
which is going to be held in Antwerp in
2015 with the theme Theatre of the World
in Four Dimensions, Space - Time - Imagin-
ation - Spectacle. Joost Depuydt presen-
ted a video on Antwerp and invited all
participants to come to Belgium for
another conference. The ceremony
ended with a Finnish band singing and
a presentation of photos from the past
25 international conferences on the
history of cartography. A gala dinner
was held in Suomenlinna in the even-
ing. Suomenlinna is a Sea Fortress
stretching over six islands in the Baltic
Sea which is nowadays part of the cap-
ital, Helsinki. It became a UNESCO
World Heritage Site in Europe as a
unique example of European sea fort-
ress of its age.

A visit to one of the points of the
Struve Geodetic Arc in Oravivuori in
Korpilahti, Jyviskyld was organized a
day after the conference. The point on
the peak of Oravivuori is called
Puolakka and its coordinates were sur-
veyed in 1834. The point is located at

the altitude of approximately 100
meters. The entire arc stretches from
Hammerfest in Norway to the Black
Sea. While the survey was being con-
ducted, the arc passed through Russia
and Sweden, and nowadays it passes
through 10 countries (Norway, Sweden,
Finland, Russia, Estonia, Latvia,
Lithuania, Belarus, Moldavia and
Ukraine). The arc is 2820 km long, ap-
proximately 1000 km of which passes
through Finland. The arc was entered
into the UNESCO world heritage list in
2005. The triangle chain for surveying
meridian arc lengths was named after
German astronomer Friedrich Georg
Wilhelm von Struve, who decided to
determine Earth’s shape and size by
applying triangulation and astronomic

surveys at the beginning of the 19th
century. The surveys were executed
between 1816 and 1855. The Struve
Geodetic Arc was the first compre-
hensive and precise meridian arc
length survey and was a great ad-
vancement in the development of sci-
ence and worldview. After descending
the Struve point, we visited the Digital
Archive of the National Land Survey of
Finland. In addition to exhibited maps
and instruments, we were shown the
digital archive, scanning and preserva-
tion methods of maps and other docu-
ments. Before we left, we had alunch on
the ship with a nice tour of the Lake
Piijinne, second largest in Finland. The
entire trip was sponsored by the Na-
tional Land Survey of Finland.

At the end, we would like to con-
gratulate the organizers for the suc-
cessful 25th International Conference
on the History of Cartography, which
abounded in high quality lectures and
additional content. We can conclude
that in order to provide good accom-
panying events in addition to lectures,
good collaboration between national
and private institutions and a number
of partners and sponsors are necessary.
