10th International Cartographic Association
Mountain Cartography Workshop

April 26-30, 2016, Berchtesgaden, Germany

Institute for Cartography of Tech-
nical University of Dresden from Ger-
many organized 10th ICA mountain
cartography workshop near German
pitoresque city of Berchtesgaden, right
near Austrian border form 26th-30th
April 2016.

During workshop, 53 participants
presented 32 papers from 13 coun-
tries: Austria, Canada, Chile, Croatia,
France, Germany, Norway, New Zae-
land, Poland, Romania, Slovenia,
Switzerland and USA.

Croatian representatives from the
Faculty of Geodesy at the University of
Zagreb DraZen Tuti¢ and MatjaZ Stan-
fel participated on the workshop. It
could be concluded already on arrival
to the venue that it is a real mountain
workshop - mountain hut Carl-von-
Stahl-Haus is placed at altitude of 1736
m surounded by mountain peaks up to
2500 m, and after cable car droped us
in close vicinity of the hut, it was ne-
cessary to walk for a while on breath-
taking mountain trails.

Upon arrival, after addressing of
the main organizeers Manfred Bu-
chroithner and Benjamin Schréter,
Michael Vogel, director of national
park Berchtesgaden held a conveni-
ently lecture regards national park
introducing participants with the
natural beauty, events and activities of
the park by briefly presenting devel-
opment projects in order to improve
environmental protection and to im-
prove the safety of walking trails.

Workshop programme included
several diverse themes: relief aspects,
mountain and hiking cartography,
ecology-related aspects, glacier-re-
lated aspects, ski-related aspects, his-
torical aspects and other.

During first day of the workshop
awards were given to four young sci-
entists who presented their works;
Matjaz Stanfel (Croatia), Lukas Neuge-
bauer (Austria), Katharina Biedermann
(Austria) and Sebastidn Vivero (Chile).

Croatian participants presented
two papers, one on the subject of

automation of cartographic general-
ization of contour lines (Tuti¢, D.,
Stanfel, M. and Jogun, T.), and the
other on the subject of the comparison
of the existing and new international
specifications for orienteering maps
(Stanfel, M.).

Presented papers gave emphasis
to the method of relief shading, and
more frequent use of LiDAR techno-
logy for mapping. It was however once
again demonstrated that good and
successful map depends primarily on
the experience and knowledge of car-
tographers that is crucial for quality
presentation of terrain despite the
growing importance of modern com-
puter technology.

The last day of the workshop was
reserved for a variety of recreational
activities. We decided to test our
equipment and physical fitness so we
took advantage of the day by climbing
the surrounding peaks and exploring
the alpine landscape with the guid-
ance of Slovenian colegue Klemen
Kozmus Trajkovski, who mastered the
peaks like experienced Sherpa while
for us unaccustomed to thin air occa-
sional breaks provided more enjoy-
ment.

A candidate for the organization of
the following workshops that will be
held in 2018 is Croatia, and we hope for
a great response of experienced car-
tographers, and in particular the pos-
sibilities of representation of local
scientists and achievements in the
field of mountain cartography.

U organizaciji Zavoda za karto-
grafiju Tehnickog sveucilista u Dre-
sdenu od 26.-30. travnja 2016.
godine pokraj Berchtesgadena na
austrijsko-njemackoj granici odr-
Zana je 10. radionica Povjerenstva
za planinsku kartografiju Meduna-
rodnoga kartografskog drustva.

Na radionici je prisustvovalo 53
sudionika s 32 rada iz 13 zemalja: Aus-
trije, Cilea, Francuske, Hrvatske, Ka-
nade, Njemacke, Norveske, Novog
Zelanda, Poljske, Rumunjske, SAD-a,
Slovenije i Svicarske.

0d hrvatskih predstavnika, na ra-
dionici su sudjelovali DraZen Tuti¢ i
MatjaZ Stanfel s Geodetskog fakulteta
Sveudilista u Zagrebu. Da je rije¢ o
planinskoj radionici moglo se zaklju-
Citi veé po samom dolasku do mjesta
odrZavanja. Radionica je odrZana u
Alpama na granici nacionalnog parka
Berchtesgaden u planinskoj kuéi Carl-
von-Stahl-Haus na nadmorskoj visini
od 1736 m do kojega je nakon voznje
Zi¢arom trebalo jo§ neko vrijeme pje-
$aditi planinarskim stazama.

Po dolasku prisutnima su se obra-
tili glavni organizatori Manfred Buc-
hroithner i Benjamin Schriter te
Michael Vogel, direktor nacionalnog
parka Berchtesgaden, koji je odrzao
prigodno predavanje o nacionalnom
parku upoznavsi prisutne sa prirod-
nim ljepotama, manifestacijama i
djelatnostima parka ukratko prezen-
tiraju¢i odradene razvojne projekte u
cilju pobolj$anja zastite okoli$a i una-
prjedenja sigurnosti pjeSackih staza.

Sam program radionice podrazu-
mijevao je nekoliko podrudja: prikaz
reljefa, planine i planinarska karto-
grafija, ekoloski aspekti, gleceri, ski-
jaski aspekti, povijesni aspekti i razno.

Prvog dana radionice podijeljene
su nagrade Cetvorici mladih znans-

tvenika koji su prezentirali svoje ra-
dove; Matjaz Stanfel (Hrvatska), Lukas
Neugebauer (Austrija), Katharina Bi-
edermann (Austrija) i Sebastidn Vive-
ro (Cile).

Hrvatski sudionici predstavili su
dva rada, jedan na temu automatiza-
cije kartografske generalizacije sloj-
nica (Tuti¢, D., Stanfel, M. i Jogun, T.),
a drugi na temu usporedbe postoje-
¢eg i novog medunarodnog karto-
grafskog standarda orijentacijskih
karata (Stanfel, M.).

Prezentirani radovi sudionika dali
su naglasak na metodoma i nadinima
sjencanja reljefa, te sve ulestalijem
koriStenju tehnologije LiDAR-a za
kartiranje. Jo§ jednom se pokazalo da
dobra i uspjes$na karta ovisi prvens-
tveno o iskustvu i znanju kartografa
koje je presudno za kvalitetu prikaza
unato sve veCem znacaju modernih
ratunalnih tehnologija.

Posljednji dan radionice bio je re-
zerviran za razne rekreacijske aktiv-
nosti. Odlucili smo iskusati nasu
opremu i fizi¢ku spremu pa smo tako
dan iskoristili za planinarenje po
okolnim vrhovima i istraZivanje alp-
skih krajolika uz vodstvo slovenskog
kolege Klemena Kozmusa Trajkov-
skog koji je uspone savladavao poput
iskusnog Serpe dok su oni nenavikli na

rijedak zrak ipak viSe uZivali u povre-
menim pauzama.

Kandidat za organizaciju sljedece
radionice, koja bi se trebala odrZati
2018. je Hrvatska, te se nadamo veli-
kom odazivu iskusnih kartografa, a
naroCito moguénosti predstavljanja
domacdih znanstvenika i postignuca u
podrugju kartografije planina.
