Promotion of the monograph To-
pographic Maps on the Territory of
Croatia was organized by the Croatian
Cartographic Society and held at the
Croatian State Archive in Zagreb on
April 18, 2012. At the beginning of the
promotion, guests were welcomed by
Dr. Stjepan Cosié, Director of the
Croatian State Archive. The mono-
graph was then represented by Prof,
Dr. Stanislav Franges, the book's edit-
or, Prof. Dr. Miljenko Lapaine, the
book's reviewer, and MSc Ivan
Landek, one of the book's authors.

The monograph Topographic
Maps on the Territory of Croatia was
published by the State Geodetic Ad-
ministration in 2012. The authors of
individual chapters include Dr. Stje-
pan Cosié, Mirko Alilovi¢, graduate
engineer of geodesy, Prof, Dr. Stanislav
Frange$ and MSc Ivan Landek. The
book was reviewed by Prof. Emer.

Nedjeljko Francula and Prof. Dr.
Miljenko Lapaine, who also the ad-
visor for Croatian language. The pre-
face and abstract were translated to
English by Corine Enquist, and to
German by MSc Biserka Fuckan Drzi¢.
Ivan Grubié, graduate engineer of
geodesy was the technical editor.
Printera grupa Ltd. from Sveta
Nedelja is responsible for printing
and binding. The monograph is the
result of work on the project Topo-
graphic Maps on Croatian Territory,
coordinated by Mirko Alilovié.

The monograph's ISBN is 978-953-
293-517-2, hardcover and somewhat
of an unusual format, larger than en-
cyclopaedia, 24x33.5 cm. It contains
296 pages with a total of 179 colour il-
lustrations. The preface in Croatian,
English and German is followed by
contents divided into following six
chapters:

1. Introduction

2. Topographic maps of Croatian
lands until the beginning of the
20th century

3. Topographic maps of Croatia from
1900 to 1945

4. Topographic maps of Croatia from
1946 to 1990

5. Topographic maps of the Republic
of Croatia after 1900

6. Acquisition of topographic maps
in the Republic of Croatia

The monograph ends with a sum-
mary in Croatian, English and Ger-
man.

The monograph provides a com-
prehensive overview of topographic
maps of Croatia from the first indi-
vidual topographic maps from the
second half of the 17th century, sys-
tematic surveys in order to produce

topographic maps up to the present
day and their production from a to-
pographic database.

The second chapter, Topographic
maps of Croatia from 1900 to 1945 de-
scribes all more important maps until
the first military survey and the pro-
duction of Joseph II topographic maps.
Those are e.g, maps by Stjepan Glava¢
from 1673, Christopher Miiller from
1709, Joseph Gadea from 1730 and
Giustin Antonio Grandis from 1781.
The first, second and third military
surveys are subsequently described, as
well as topographic maps produced on
the basis of those surveys and known
as Joseph I1, Francis and Francis-Joseph
topographic maps.

The third chapter, Topographic
maps of Croatia from 1900 to 1945 de-
scribes all maps produced by the Mil-
itary Geographic Institute from
Belgrade from 1920 to 1945. Those are
maps at scales 1:25 000, 1:50 000, 1:100
000, 1:200 000, 1:500 000 and 1:750 000.
It should be noticed that a 1:25 000
map only covers a small portion of
former Yugoslavian territory, ap-
proximately 11%.

The fourth chapter is about the
production of topographic maps of
Croatia from 1946 to 1990. There is
first a detailed description of the pro-
duction of the State Base Map 1:5000.
It is the only topographic map of
Croatia which was at the time pro-
duced by a Croatian state institution -
the Republic Geodetic Administra-
tion. The first individual sheets of the
State Base Map were produced in
1951, but a more intensive production
did not start until 1966. The chapter
continues with detailed data about
the production process. Sheets pro-
duced each year from 1965 to 1990 are
listed. There are also names of

Zatim su o monografiji govorili
prof. dr. sc. Stanislav Franges, urednik
monografije, prof. dr. sc. Miljenko La-
paine, recenzent i mr. sc. Ivan Landek,
jedan od autora.

Monografija Topografske karte na
podrudju Hrvatske objavljena je 2012.
godine u izdanju DrZavne geodetske
uprave. Autori pojedinih poglavlja su
dr. sc. Stjepan Cosi¢, Mirko Alilovi¢,
dipl. inZ. geod., prof. dr. sc. Stanislav
Frange$ i mr. sc. Ivan Landek. Recen-
zenti su bili prof. emer. Nedjeljko Fran-
Culai prof. dr. sc. Miljenko Lapaine, koji
je ujedno i lektorirao rukopis. Prijevod
predgovora i saZetka na engleski oba-
vila je Corine Enquist, a prijevod pred-
govora i saZetka na njemacki mr.
Biserka Fuckan Drzié. Poslove tehnic-
kog urednika i oblikovanje odradio je
Ivan Grubié, dipl. inZ. geod. Za tisak i
uvez odgovorna je Printera grupa d.o.o.
iz Svete Nedelje. Monografija je rezul-
tat rada na projektu Topografske karte
na tlu Hrvatske, koji je koordinirao
Mirko Alilovié, dipl. inZ. geod.

Monografija nosi ISBN 978-953-
293-517-2, tvrdo je ukoricena i malo
neobicnoga formata, veceg od encik-
lopedijskoga, 24x33,5 cm. Monografija
sadrZi 296 stranica s ukupno 179 ilus-
tracija u boji. Nakon predgovora na
hrvatskom, engleskom i njemackom
jeziku slijedi sadrZaj $to ga ¢&ini ovih
Sest osnovnih poglavlja:

Monografija zavrSava saZetkom
na hrvatskom, engleskom i njemac-
kom jeziku.

U monografiji je dan iscrpan pre-
gled topografskih karata podrudja
Hrvatske od prvih pojedinacnih to-
pografskih karata iz druge polovice
17. stoljeéa, preko provodenja sustav-
nih izmjera u svrhu izrade topograf-
skih karata do danasnje njihove
izrade iz topografske baze podataka.

U drugom poglavlju Topografske
karte hrvatskih zemalja do pocetka
20. stolje¢a opisane su sve vaZnije
karte do prve vojne izmjere i izrade
jozefinskih topografskih karata. To su
npr. karte Stjepana Glavada iz 1673,
Christophera Miillera iz 1709, Josepha
Gadea iz 1730. i Giustina Antonia
Grandisa iz 1781. Potom su detaljnije
opisane prva, druga i treta vojna iz-
mjera i topografske karte izradene na
osnovi tih izmjera poznate kao joze-
finske, franciskanske i francjozefske
topografske karte.

U treem poglavlju Topografske
karte podrucja Hrvatske od 1900. do
1945. godine opisane su sve karte koje
je Vojnogeografski institut iz Beogra-
daizradio od 1920. do 1945. godine. To
su karte mjerila 1:25 000, 1:50 000,
1:100 000, 1:200 000, 1:500 000 i 1:750
000. Treba napomenuti da je kartom
mjerila 1:25 000 pokriven samo dio
podrudja ondasnje Jugoslavije, pri-
blizno oko 11%.

Cetvrto poglavlje posvecéeno je iz-
radi topografskih karata podrucja
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Hrvatske od 1946. do 1990. godine. Na
poCetku je detaljno opisana izrada
Osnovne drZavne karte (ODK) 1:5000.
To je jedina topografska karta podru-
ja Hrvatske Cija je izrada u to vrijeme
bila u nadleZnosti neke hrvatske dr-
Zavne institucije - Republicke ge-
odetske uprave. Prvi pojedinatni
listovi ODK izradeni su 1951. godine,
ali njezina intenzivnija izrada zapo-
Cela je tek 1966. godine. U nastavku
poglavlja dani su detaljni podaci o ti-
jeku njezine izrade. Za svaku godinu
od 1965. do 1990. navedeni su svi lis-
tovi izradeni te godine. Uvijek je na-
vedeno ime trigonometrijske sekcije i
u zagradi brojevi detaljnih listova,
npr. GRABERJE (21, 31, 32, 42). U po-
sebnom odjeljku tog poglavlja opisa-
no je prikazivanje topografskih
objekata (naselja, prometnice, voda,
vegetacija, oblici reljefa, granice) na
topografskim kartama u mjerilima
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trigonometric section and numbers of
detailed sheets in parentheses, e.g.
GRABERJE (21, 31, 32, 42). A special
section of this chapter describes rep-
resentation of topographic objects
(settlements, roads, water, vegetation,
relief forms, borders) in topographic
maps at scales 1:25 000 to 1:500 000.
Data about the production of those
maps are also provided. They are
maps at scales 1:25 000, 1:50 000, 1:100
000, 1:200 000, 1:300 000 and 1:500 000.

Newest topographic maps of the
Republic of Croatia, i.e. maps pro-
duced after 1990 are the subject of the
fifth chapter. The State Base Map was
renamed to Croatian Base Map in
1990. The map covered about 75% of
the territory of the Republic of Croatia
in 1990, and remaining 25% of sheets
were produced between 1990 and
2007. The chapter continues with de-
tailed data about contracted and pro-
duced sheets for all years between
1990 and 2007. Basic data follow about
CROTIS - Croatian Topographic-

Information System. The chapter
ends with an overview of the produc-
tion of the new topographic map at
the scale of 1:25 000.

The monograph Topographic Maps
on the Territory of Croatia is the first
of its kind in Croatia. It is an indis-
pensable source of information for
everyone using topographic maps in
his or her work. This includes geo-
graphers, geologists, civil engineers,
city planners, foresters, agronomists,
archaeologists, ecologists, historians
and many others. A special value of
the monograph is the 179 quality re-
productions in colour. These are
mostly visual representations of cer-
tain topographic maps.

We would like to congratulate the
editor, authors and the State Geodetic
Administration for a valuable book.
We would also like to propose the
State Geodetic Administration to
continue the initiated activities and in
the near future publish a monograph
about:

A topographic survey aimed at
producing an adequate topo-
graphic database and topographic
map sheets

Map projections, which all topo-
graphic maps are based on
Cartographic products related to
topographic maps (digital relief
model, cyclical aerial photogram-
metric recording of Croatia, digit-
al orthophoto map, digital map of
Croatia at the scale of 1:300 000,
spatial unit register)

Official Topographic-Cartographic
Information System of the Re-
public of Croatia

Fundamental topographic data-
base, which is only mentioned in
the monograph several times
without explaining how one can
produce sheets of topographic
maps from the database

Najnovijim topografskim kartama
Republike Hrvatske, tj. kartama izra-
denima poslije 1990. godine posvece-
no je peto poglavlje. Osnovna drzavna
karta preimenovana je 1990. u Hrvat-
sku osnovnu kartu (HOK). Do 1990.
tom je kartom pokriveno oko 75% po-
drudja Republike Hrvatske, a od 1990.
do 2007. izradeno je preostalih 25%
listova. U nastavku su, kao i za pret-
hodno razdoblje, za sve godine od
1990. do 2007. dani detaljni podaci o
ugovorenim i izradenim listovima,
Slijede osnovni podaci o CROTIS-u -
Hrvatskom  topografsko-informacij-
skom sustavu. U nastavku je dan pre-
gled izrade nove topografske karte u
mijerilu 1:25 000 (TK25).

Monografija Topografske karte na
podrudju Hrvatske prva je te vrste u
Hrvatskoj. Ona je neizostavan izvor
informacija za sve koji se u svom radu
sluZe topografskim kartama. To su
geografi, geolozi, gradevinari, urba-
nisti, Sumari, agronomi, arheolozi,
ekolozi, povjesnicari i mnogi drugi.
Posebna vrijednost monografije je 179
kvalitetno reproduciranih slika u boji.
To su najveéim dijelom vizualni pri-
kazi pojedinih topografskih karata.
