EuroSDR National Delegates’ Meeting

in Helsinki

From 18 to 20 October 2017, the
131st Euro Spatial Data Research Na-
tional Delegates’ meeting took place
in Helsinki. EuroSDR is a scientific or-
ganisation founded in 1954. At first, it
was concerned with research in the
area of photogrammetry, but more
recently has also dealt with areas
connected with researching geospa-
tial data. Today, it has 18 members, all
members of the European Union.

Each year, two meetings for na-
tional delegates are arranged. The
State Geodetic Administration has
been a member of EuroSDR since
2005. At this meeting, two new (old)
members from the Republic of Croatia

were presented. The Prime Deleg-
ates of EuroSDR members elected
Dr. Ivan Landek as a Prime Delegate
(previously he was just a delegate)
representing the State Geodetic Ad-
ministration, and Prof. Dr. Zeljko
Baci¢ as a delegate from the aca-
demic community, representing the
Faculty of Geodesy at the University
of Zagreb.

On the first day, Finnish achieve-
ments in the area of photogrammetry
and geospatial data were presented.
There were twelve presentations, and
the largest private companies in the
field in Finland were also introduced -
the National Land Survey of Finland

(NLS) and the Finnish Geospatial Re-
search Institute (FGI).

The second day was dedicated to
presenting EuroSDR projects con-
ducted by six commissions. These
were followed by three more
presentations by prominent guest
scientists, including the best doctoral
thesis in Europe in geoinformatics
written in 2017. We are delighted to
report that it was by one of our
young colleagues, Filip Biljecki, de-
fended at the TU Delft in The Neth-
erlands in May 2017, entitled Level of
Detail in 3D City Models. This presenta-
tion was made via a videolink, since
Biljecki is currently in Singapore,
where he works at the National Uni-
versity. It was an important award
for him and his family, for the Fac-
ulty of Geodesy at the University of
Zagreb, where he completed his un-
dergraduate studies, and for the Re-
public of Croatia, which he repre-
sents abroad with pride.

The third day dealt with adminis-
trative issues to be decided by nation-
al Prime Delegates. Altogether, there
were 68 participants in the three-day
meeting. The next EuroSDR National
Delegates’ meeting will be held in
Slovenia in 2018.

U Helsinkiju je u razdoblju od 18.
do 20. 10. 2017. godine odrzan 131.
sastanak nacionalnih delegata u
EuroSDR-u (Euro Spatial Data Resear-
ch). EuroSDR je znanstvena organiza-
cija osnovana 1954. godine. U pocetku
se primarno bavila istraZivanjem u
podrudju fotogrametrije, a u kasnijem
razdoblju i ostalim podrudjima veza-
nima za istraZivanje geoprostornih
podataka. Danas ima 18 ¢lanica i sve
su drZave ¢lanice Europske unije.

Sastanak nacionalnih delegata
organizira se svake godine dva puta.
DrZavna geodetska uprava je ¢lanica
EuroSDR-a od 2005. Na ovoj su sjednici

predstavljena dva nova (stara) dele-
gata iz Republike Hrvatske. Glasanjem
glavnih delegata ¢lanica EuroSDR-a
izabrani su delegati iz Republike Hr-
vatske i to dr. sc. Ivan Landek kao Pri-
me (glavni) delegat (ranije je bio
delegat) u ime DrZavne geodetske
uprave, a za delegata iz akademske
zajednice, u ime Geodetskog fakulteta
Sveudili$ta u Zagrebu, izglasan je prof.
dr. sc. Zeljko Bacié.

Prvoga su dana predstavljena dos-
tignuca Finske u podrudju fotograme-
trije i geoprostornih podataka. Bilo je
ukupno 12 prezentacija, a predstavile
su se najvece finske privatne tvrtke iz

tog podrudja - National Land Survey
of Finland (NLS) i Finish Geospatial
Research Institute (FGI).

Drugi je dan bio rezerviran za
predstavljanje projekata Euro SDR-a
koji se odvijaju u Sest komisija. Nakon
toga bile su jos tri prezentacije pozva-
nih uglednih znanstvenika, a medu
njima i najbolji doktorski rad u 2017.
godini u Europi na podrudju geoin-
formatike. Bitno je naglasiti da je to
rad naseg mladog kolege Filipa Biljec-
kog pod nazivom “Level of Detail in 3D
City Models*, obranjen na TU Delft u
Nizozemskoj u svibnju 2017. godine. S
obzirom na to da Filip trenutacno bo-
ravi u Singapuru gdje radi na Naci-
onalnom sveudiliStu, prezentacija se
odvijala putem videolinka. To je veli-
ko priznanje za Filipa Biljeckog i nje-
govu obitelj, za Geodetski fakultet
SveudiliSta u Zagrebu gdje je Filip za-
vrsio preddiplomski studij i za Repu-
bliku Hrvatsku koju ponosno
predstavlja u svijetu.

Tredi je dan bio rezerviran za ad-
ministrativna pitanja o kojima odlu-
¢uju nacionalni glavni delegati. Na
skupu je u tri dana sveukupno sudje-
lovalo 68 sudionika. Sljedeéi sastanak
nacionalnih delegata u EuroSDR-u
odrZat ée se u Sloveniji 2018. godine.
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
