20th Annual Assembly of the
Croatian Cartographic Society
Zagreb, December 5, 2019

The 20th Annual Assembly of
the Croatian Cartographic Society
(CCS) was held on 5 December 2019
in the Council Hall of the Faculty of
Architecture, Civil Engineering and
Geodesy, Kaciceva 26, Zagreb. Prof.
Dr. Damir Medak, Vice-Dean of the
Faculty of Geodesy, welcomed
those present on behalf of the host
institution.

The Assembly consisted of three
parts and was opened and chaired
by Prof. Emer. Miljenko Lapaine,
President of the CCS. In the first,
unofficial part, he gave a lecture
entitled Tokyo 2019.

After the lecture, a quorum was
confirmed according to Article 21 of
the CCS Statute and the chairman
opened the official part of the pro-
ceedings by proposing the agenda:

The agenda was unanimously ac-
cepted. The minutes of the 19th As-
sembly were unanimously accepted.

In his report on the work of the
CCSin 2019, the President said that
regular meetings of the presidency
had taken place. He highlighted
the following important events in
2019:

I

We applied on time for Min-
istry of Science and Education
grants to support the society, or-
ganise conferences, the journal,
and subsidise membership of in-
ternational societies. We will re-
ceive a grant of HRK 14,000 for the
society’s expenses, and HRK 11,424
for organising a conference. The
results of other competitions have
not yet been announced.

The final report and accounts
for the Agreement on Sponsorship
which obliged the CCS to engage in
preparations and participate in the
29th Cartographic Conference and
18th General Assembly of the ICA in
Tokyo, 15-20 July 2019, and to ac-
quaint the international carto-
graphic community with the a-
chievements of Croatian cartogra-
phy, was sent to the State Geodetic
Administration (SGA). The SGA
sponsored the CCS in the amount of
HRK 15,000 in 2018 and HRK 15,000
in 2019.

The President received an in-
vitation to participate in the 19th
Croatian Geodesy Days held in
Medena near Trogir, 9-12 May 2019.
He delivered a guest lecture on ‘100
years of the Geodetski list’.

At the end of 2018, a contract
was signed for an earmarked dona-
tion for the project ‘Public access to
the Felbar Collection’. We received
HRK 25,000, which were spent in
accordance with the contract (de-
scription of the maps, description
of the books, translations into Ger-
man and English and publication
on the internet). A report was sent
to Zaklada Adris on the work com-
pleted. The revised website of the
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Felbar Collection is available at
www.felbar.com

On 16 May 2019, Dr. Dubravka
Mlinari¢ held a lecture in the Croa-
tian State Archives in Zagreb entitled
‘Private cartographic collections as
Croatian cultural heritage: thoughts
on opportunities for accessing his-
torical materials’. She spoke about
the Novak and Felbar collections.

The third session of the presid-
ency of the CCS was held in Dubovac
Castle and organised by Karlovac
Civic Museum. Before the official
start of the meeting, the members
visited the ‘Habsburg roots of the
chessboard on the crest of Karlovac’
exhibition and were given a guided
tour by the author of the exhibition,
Zvonimir Gerber. The curator of the
museum, Igor Culig, presented a
project proposal called ‘Tower of
cartographers’.

The 15th International Confer-
ence on Geoinformation and Carto-
graphy and Faculty of Geodesy Day
were held successfully from 26 to 29
September 2019. The four-day con-
ference was held in Zagreb, Vodnjan,
Pula and on Brijuni, while the last
day was in Venice. The success of the
conference was due in particular to
contributions from the Faculty of
Geodesy, Germano Fiornati, Milka
Kosanovié, Adam Vinkovié, Marina
Vili¢i¢, Matej Varga, Zeljka Molak
Zupan and Robert Zupan, Marija
Brajkovi¢ and students Marijana
KriZi¢ and Iva Rajkovié.

We celebrated the anniversary
of the CCS on 10 October 2019 at the
Faculty of Geodesy. The President
gave a lecture to mark the occasion,
followed by a reception.

Issue 31 of Cartography and
Geoinformation was printed and
distributed. Issue 32 is in prepara-
tion. It will contain five scientific
articles. Publication continues as
planned, with no delays. An agree-
ment has been signed regarding
membership in Crossref, thanks to
the mediation of the Croatian Office
for DOL. The editor-in-chief has also
applied for the journal to be in-
cluded in WoS. It is planned to set
up an OJS system (v.3) (https://hr-
cak.srce.hr/ojs/index.php/kig).

The children’s art competition
‘We Love Maps’ concluded success-
fully. Altogether, 227 submissions
were received. The committee com-
prised Prof. Art. Ines Krasié, Assoc.
Prof. Art. Tomislav Buntak and As-
sist. Prof. Art. Igor Cabraja from the
Academy of Fine Arts of the Uni-
versity of Zagreb, and Prof. Emer.
Miljenko Lapaine and Assist. Prof.
Ivka Kljaji¢ from the Faculty of
Geodesy of the University of Zagreb.
They selected six children's draw-
ings to exhibit at the 29th Interna-
tional Cartographic Conference in
Tokyo held from 15-20 July 2019.

On 13 April 2019, during the
Festival of Science organized in the
Nikola Tesla Technical Museum in
Zagreb, the CCS organized a cere-
mony for all the children who parti-
cipated in the competition. The best
children's artworks were awarded
prizes. The donors were the State
Geodetic Administration (Dr. Ivan
Landek), the Faculty of Geodesy
(Prof. Dr. Damir Medak), the Hydro-
graphic Institute of the Republic of
Croatia (Vinka Kolié), the Croatian
State Archives (Mirjana Juri¢), Prof,
Dr. Nenad Lipovac, Questor d.o.o.
(Rade Kvesi¢) and the CCS. Ivka
Kljaji¢ made certificates for each
child who had submitted an entry
and their mentors and institutions
(kindergartens and schools). An
exhibition was mounted on the
first floor gallery of the Faculty of
Geodesy in Zagreb, entitled ‘We
Love Maps’, where the winning and
highly commended entries were
displayed. The exhibition was vis-
ited by a large number of children,
parents and mentors. Ivka Kljaji¢’s
efforts deserve special mention
and she should be thanked for the
successful organisation of the
competition.

The 29th International Carto-
graphy Conference and 18th Gener-
al Assembly of the ICA were held in
Tokyo from 15 to 20 July 2019. There
were 950 participants from 75
countries at the conference, where
750 papers were presented. They
were published in three online pub-
lications: Advances of the ICA, Vol.

1, 2019, Proceedings of the ICA, Vol.
2, 2019, and Abstracts of the ICA,
Vol. 1, 2019. Prof. Emer. Miljenko
Lapaine was appointed to the Inter-
national Scientific Committee.

Croatia participated in the inter-
national exhibition of maps with the
following items: Basic Geological Map
of the Republic of Croatia 1:50 000,
Kornati National Park; Maritime Nav-
igational Chart no. 18, Port of Rijeka;
Maritime Navigational Chart no. 15
(INT 3474), Rijeka; monograph on 70
years of the State Geodetic Adminis-
tration, and our journal, Cartography
and Geoinformation vol. 17 nos. 29
and 30. M. Lapaine presented the
Croatian national report. It has been
published at www .kartografija.hr and
https://icaci.org/national-reports/,
and in the current issue of Carto-
graphy and Geoinformation. At the
18™ General Assembly of the ICA,
Tim Trainor (USA) was elected as
the new President, with Thomas
Schulz as the General Secretary
(Switzerland), and seven Vice-Pres-
idents: Lészl6 Zentai (Hungary),
Temenoujka Bandrova (Bulgaria),
Vit VoZenilek (Czech Republic),
Philippe De Maeyer (Belgium), Terje
Midtbg (Norway), Ligiu Meng (Ger-
many) and Andrés Aristegui (Spain).

During the official opening cere-
mony, the best maps in the exhibi-
tion and the best children's artworks
were announced. Evangelos Livier-
atos (Greece) and Miljenko Lapaine
(Croatia) were made honorary fel-
lows, and a certificate for outstand-
ing services to the ICA was awarded
to Takashi Morita (Japan).

The e-Radun internet service
for electronic transfers between
suppliers and clients, which re-
places paper invoices, has been in-
troduced in the Republic of Croatia.
It has many advantages. Since 1 Ju-
ly 2019, all clients providing ser-
vices connected to public procure-
ment are required to issue e-in-
voices, and the CCS has also signed
up to this service.

Krigis d.o.o. continues to take
care of our IT infrastructure.

In concluding his report, the
President thanked the Secretaries,

During 2018, the society had rev-
enues of HRK 334,151. Total ex-
penditures amounted to HRK 163,072.

Up to 1.12.2019, total revenues
were HRK 134,436.90. Total expendit-
ures amounted to HRK 281,721.87.

The financial report was accep-
ted unanimously.

Dr. Dubravka Mlinarié, Chair-
person of the Supervisory Board,
presented a report in which she said
that the Society had acted in ac-
cordance with the Act on Societies
and the Statute of the Society, and
that material and financial business
had been conducted regularly. The
report of the Supervisory Board was
accepted unanimously.

The President thanked the Vice-
Presidents, members of the Super-
visory Board and Council of Honour
for their service in the period
2018-2019. At the last session of the
CCS Presidency, it was proposed
that Prof. Emer. Miljenko Lapaine

could serve as the President of the
CCS for the period 2020-2021. As
there were no other proposals, Prof.
Emer. M. Lapaine was unanimously
elected as the President of the CCS
for the period 2020-2021.
