25th Anniversary

This is an updated review pub-
lished in Cartography and Geoin-
formation five years ago on the
occasion of the 20th anniversary of
Croatia's membership in the Interna-
tional Cartographic Association (ICA).

The International Cartographic
Association - ICA was established in
Bern on June 9, 1959. Preparatory
conferences on its establishment
were held from 1956 to 1959: the
Esselte Conference in Stockholm in
1956, the Rand McNally Conference
in Chicago in 1957 and the DGfK
Conference in Mainz in 1958. The
first General assembly, at which the
statute was adopted, was held in
Paris in 1961. Conferences which
followed were held in the following
cities:

Ovo je azurirani prikaz objavljen u
Kartografiji i geoinformacijama prije
pet godina u povodu 20. obljetnice
¢lanstva Hrvatske u Medunarodnome
kartografskom drustvu (International
Cartographic Association - ICA).

Medunarodno kartografsko dru-
§tvo (International Cartographic
Association - ICA) osnovano je u Ber-
nu 9. lipnja 1959. Pripremne konfe-
rencije na kojima se raspravljalo o
njegovom osnutku odrZavane su od
1956. do 1959. godine: Konferencija
Esselte u Stockholmu 1956., Konfe-
rencija Rand McNally u Chicagu 1957.
i Konferencija DGfK u Mainzu 1958.
Prva generalna skupstina, na kojoj je
usvojen statut, odrZana je u Parizu
1961. godine. Zatim slijede konferen-
cije i skupstine u ovim gradovima:

Each country with cartographic
activities can become an ICA mem-
ber if it accepts to provide financial
support and active collaboration in
scientific and expert-technical work.

Only one organisation in each
country can represent that country
in ICA and priority is given to the
national society or council on car-
tography. Individual people can not
become ICA members, but ICA may
accept membership requests from
scientific, expert or commercial or-
ganisations wishing to collaborate
in its activities.

The Strategic plan for the period
2019-2027 was discussed at the
General Assembly in Tokyo in 2019
(https://icaci.org/strategic-plan/).

In the early 1990's, one of the
main goals of the Section for Carto-
graphy of the Croatian Geodetic So-
ciety was for Croatia to become a
member of ICA. As a secretary of the
Section for Cartography, M. Lapaine
wrote a letter of intent to ICA Sec-
retary General, J. P. Grelot. ICA Ex-
ecutive Committee held a session in
July 1994 and accepted Croatian ap-
plication and the formal acceptance
was executed during the 17th Inter-
national Cartographic Conference,
at the 10th General assembly of ICA
in Barcelona on September 3, 1995.

Details on Croatia's acceptance
in ICA and the 17th International

Cartographic Conference can be
read in the special issue of Geodet-
ski list published in February 1996.
Allow me to quote several sen-
tences by Prof. Pasko Lovri¢, doyen
of Croatian cartography:

"The Republic of Croatia was un-
animously accepted as a member of
the International Cartographic Asso-
ciation. Croatian coordinates, its place
in global cartography could be reli-
ably determined in the wonderful city
with hospitable hosts, among carto-
graphy lovers from all over the world,
who described and exhibited their
achievements. We should be happy if
we were better than others and if we
were weaker than our equals, we
should find wisdom and strength to
catch up to them and surpass them.

The contemporary rich offer-
ings of developed cartographies are
distinguished by new graphics and
use of colour for expressing carto-
graphic representations. Digital
map production enabled rich col-
ours and perfect technical execu-
tion which used to be unimaginable.
New maps are based on long-time
experience in cartographic graphic
expression and the latest achieve-
ment in computer techniques."

The Section for Cartography of
the Croatian Geodetic Society pre-
pared participation of Croatian car-
tographers in the 17th, 18th, 19th and
20th  International  Cartographic
Conferences. The Croatian Carto-
graphic Society was established on
October 10, 2001 and took over the
preparation of participation of Croa-
tian cartographers in international
cartographic conferences. It has done
so successfully for all international
cartographic conferences held to
date and I hope it is going to continue
for future conferences, the first of
which is going to be held in Florance
in 2021 (https://www.icc2021.net/).

Let us end this review by con-
cluding without a doubt that Croa-
tian cartography has a place in the
international cartographic
munity. We hope it is going to have
many other anniversaries!

Svaka drZava moZe biti pred-
stavljena kao ¢lanica samo preko
jedne organizacije, od kojih se pre-
dnost daje nacionalnom drustvu ili
vijeu za kartografiju. Pojedinci ne
mogu biti ¢lanovi, no ICA moZe pri-
hvatiti zahtjeve za Clanstvo od
znanstvenih, stru¢nih ili komerci-
jalnih organizacija, ako one Zele su-
radivati u njezinim aktivnostima.

Strateski plan za razdoblje 2019-
2027 razmatran je na generalnoj
skupstini u Tokiju 2019. godine (ht-
tps://icaci.org/strategic-plan/). Na
zavr$noj svelanosti konferencije u
Tokiju dodijeljene su, kao i obi¢no,
nagrade za najbolje karte, najbolje
djeéje likovne radove i urucena
priznanja pojedincima. Priznanje
ICA Honorary Fellowship dodijelje-
no je Evangelosu Livieratosu iz Gr¢-
ke i Miljenku Lapaineu iz Hrvatske.

Pocetkom 1990-ih jedan od osno-
vih ciljeva Sekcije za kartografiju pri
Hrvatskom geodetskom drustvu bio je
primanje Hrvatske u Medunarodno
kartografsko drustvo. M. Lapaine je u
svojstvu tajnika Sekcije za kartografiju
uputio pismo namjere glavnom tajni-
ku ICA-e J. P. Grelotu. Izvr$no vijeée
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ICA-e na svojoj sjednici odrzanoj u sr-
pnju 1994. u Stockholmu odobrilo je
prijavu Hrvatske u ¢lanstvo, a kona¢no
prihvacanje bilo je na 10. generalnoj
skupstini ICA-e u Barceloni 3. rujna
1995. za vrijeme odrZavanja 17. me-
dunarodne kartografske konferencije.

O pojedinostima u vezi s prima-
njem Hrvatske u ICA-u i 17. medu-
narodnoj kartografskoj konferenciji
pisali smo opSirno u izvanrednom
broju Geodetskog lista koji je cijeli
bio posveéen tom dogadaju i objav-
ljen u veljaci 1996. Citirat ¢u samo
nekoliko relenica pokojnog prof.
Paska Lovri¢a, doajena hrvatske
kartografije.

"Clanstvo Republike Hrvatske u
Medunarodnom kartografskom drus-
tvu jednoglasno je prihvaéeno i srdac-
no pozdravljeno. U divnom gradu go-
stoljubivih domacina, medu zaljublje-
nicima u kartografiju iz cijeloga svijeta,
koji su opisali i izloZili svoja postignuca,
mogle su se pouzdano odrediti hrvat-
ske koordinate, hrvatsko mjesto u
svjetskoj kartografiji. Ako smo bili bolji
od nekih drugih trebamo se veseliti, a
ako smo bili slabiji od inae nama rav-
nih, moramo smo¢i mudrosti i snage da
ih dostignemo i prestignemo.

Danasnje sadrZajno bogatstvo cje-
lovite ponude razvijenih kartografija

odlikuje se novom grafikom, uz na-
glasenu upotrebu boja kao sredstva
izraZavanja kartografskih prikaza.
Donedavno nezamislivo bogat kolo-
rit i savrSenu tehnicku izvedbu su-
vremenih karata omogudili su digi-
talni postupci njihove izrade. One su
izgradene na vjekovnom iskustvu
kartografskoga grafickog izrazava-
nja i najnovijim otkri¢ima racunalne
tehnike."

Sekcija za kartografiju Hrvatsko-
ga geodetskog drustva (HGD) pripre-
mila je sudjelovanje hrvatskih karto-
grafa na 17., 18., 19. i 20. medunaro-
dnoj kartografskoj konferenciji. Hrv-
atsko kartografsko drustvo osnovano
je 10. listopada 2001. i preuzelo od
Sekcije za kartografiju HGD-a pripre-
manje sudjelovanja hrvatskih karto-
grafa na medunarodnim kartograf-
skim konferencijama. To je uspje$no
obavilo za sve medunarodne karto-
grafske konferencije odrzane do da-
nas, a nadam se da ¢e tako nastaviti i
za sljedeée konferencije od koji nas
prva oCekuje 2021. godine u Firenci
(https://www.icc2021.net/)

Zaklju¢imo ovaj osvrt konstata-
cijom da hrvatska kartografija ima
svoje sigurno mjesto u medunarod-
noj kartografskoj zajednici. PoZeli-
mo joj jo§ neku lijepu obljetnicu!
