Dragi Citatelji, pred vama je 41., lipanjski, broj ¢asopisa
Kartografija i Geoinformacije u izdanju Hrvatskoga karto-
grafskog drustva.

Na pocetku ovoga broja donosimo tri znanstvena rada, a
u nastavku slijede redovite rubrike koje sadrze prikaze sku-
pova i izlozbi, knjiga, Casopisa i drugih publikacija te ostalih
vijesti i najava kako bi Citatelje upoznali sa zanimljivostima i
redovitim dogadanjima iz podrucja kartografije i geoinfor-
macija.

Prvi znanstveni rad bavi se loksodromom i izometrijskom
Sirinom uz detaljne izvode jednadzbi i rjeSavanje osnovnih
geodetskih zadataka uzduz loksodrome na sferi i na rotacij-
skom elipsoidu. Drugi i tre¢i rad vezani su uz kartografske
projekcije. Drugi rad je pregledni rad o kartografskim pro-
jekcijama koji daje povijesni prikaz razvoja kartografskih
projekcija s posebnim naglaskom na sluzbene kartografske
projekcije u Hrvatskoj i kartografske projekcije u hrvatskom
Skolstvu. Treci rad, pod naslovom Kartografske projekcije i
odrZivost, daje svoj doprinos ciljevima odrzivog razvoja,
predlazuci suvremenu Kklasifikaciju kartografskih projekcija
koja se razlikuje od uobicajene podiele na cilindri¢ne, konus-
ne i azimutne. Autori se kriticki osvréu na istrazivanje digital-
nih karata i njihov ugljiCni otisak i upozoravaju na karte
svijeta izradene u kartografskim projekcijama koje ne bi tre-
balo istraZivati u buduénosti s obzirom na odrZivost.

Nakon znanstvenih radova slijedi prikaz kataloga autora
Brune Brakusa pod naslovom Kartografska zbirka Muzeja
Grada Sibenika iz 2022. godine. U kategoriji Prikazi knjiga,
¢asopisa i drugih publikacija prikazan je slovenski znans-
tveni Casopis Acta geographica Slovenica koji je objavio po-
seban Dbroj pod naslovom Stare karte u geografiji |
kartografiji gdje je u pet ¢lanaka obradena tematika starih
karata. U kategoriji vijesti i najave moZe se pro€itati o sjed-
nici UNGEGN-ova Odjela za Srednjoistoénu i Jugoistocnu
Europu koja je odrZana u Pragu u svibnju 2024. godine. Na-
Zalost, ovaj broj Casopisa zavrSavamo tuznom vijesti jer nas
je napustio Drago Stemberger, dugogodisnji ¢lan Hrvatsko-
ga kartografskog drustva.

Dear readers, you are looking at the June issue (no. 41)
of the Cartography and“Geoinformation journal, published
by the Croatian Cartographic Society.

At the beginning of this issue we present three scientific
articles, followed by regular columns with presentations of
conferences and exhibitions, books, journals and other pu-
blications, as well as other news and announcements to
alert readers to interesting and regular events in the field of
cartography and geoinformation.

The first scientific article deals with the loxodrome and
the isometric latitude with detailed derivations of the equati-
ons and the solution of basic geodetic problems along the
loxodrome on the sphere and on the rotational ellipsoid. The
second and third articles deal with map projections. The se-
cond article is an overview article on map projections, which
gives a historical overview of the development of map pro-
jections with special attention to the official map projections
in Croatia and map projections in Croatian education. The
third article, entitled Map projections and Sustainability,
contributes to the Sustainable Development Goals by propo-
sing a modern classification of map projections that departs
from the usual cylindrical, conical and azimuthal classificati-
on. The authors take a critical look at the exploration of digi-
tal maps and their carbon footprint and warn against world
maps created in map projections that should not be explored
from a sustainability perspective in the future.

After the scientific contributions, the catalog by Bruno
Brakus entitled Cartographic Collection of the Museum of
the City of Sibenik from 2022 is presented. In the category
Reviews of books, journals and other publications, the Slo-
venian scientific journal Acta geographica Slovenica is pre-
sented, which has published a special issue entitled Old
maps in geography and cartography, in which the topic of
old maps is discussed in five articles. In the News and An-
nouncements category, you can read about the meeting of
the UNGEGN Central and South-Eastern Europe Section,
which took place in Prague in May 2024. Unfortunately, we
end this issue of the journal with a sad note, as Drago
Stemberger, a long-standing member of the Croatian Carto-
graphic Society, has left us.

Finally, I would like to thank all the authors for their con-
tributions, the reviewers, all those who collaborated and
contributed to the quality of this issue, as well as the State
Geodetic Administration and the Croatian Chamber of Certi-
fied Geodetic Engineers for financially supporting the publi-
cation of the journal.
