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Since the mandate of the Czech
Republic as the current chair ofECSEED
expires this year, it was proposed that
Hungary become the new chairing
country.

In addition to about twenty rep-
resentatives from ECSEED member
states (Austria, Czech Republic, Greece,
Hungary, Poland, Slovakia, Slovenia),
guest representatives (South Korea
and Japan), and the UNGEGN chair (Mr.
Pierre Jaillard from France), the ses-
sion was attended by members of the
Croatian Commission for the Stand-
ardization of Geographical Names,
PhD. Ivana Crljenko and Assoc. Prof.
PhD. Helena Pavletić, as well as offi-
cials from the SGA, Tomislav Ciceli
and Davor Kršulović.
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The National Report on Activities Related to

Republic ofCroatia, as a member

of the UNGEGN East Central and

South-East Europe Division (EC-

SEED), submitted the National Re-

port on activities in the field of

standardization of geographical

names in the Republic ofCroatia for

the year 2023.

Based on the State Survey and

Cadastre Law (Official Gazette,

no.112/18, 39/22), in order to achieve

uniform standardization of geo-

graphical names in the Republic of

Croatia, the Government of the Re-

public of Croatia appointed the

Commission for Standardization of

Geographical Names at the end of

March 2019. In mid-January 2023, the

Government of the Republic of Croa-

tia appointed a new president of the

Commission (Official Gazette no.

8/23), and in mid-April 2023, the

Government of the Republic of Croa-

tia appointed the second composition

of the Commission (Official Gazette

No. 42/23). The Commission consists

ofa president and eleven members.

In 2023, the Commission held

eight sessions and subsequently

produced, through the work of its

working groups, one document

aimed at ensuring the quality of the

Geographic Names Register (GNR).

Recommendations for the stand-

ardization of geographical names in

the Republic of Croatia − naming of

islands and peninsulas and one doc-

ument (publication) aimed at raising

awareness about geographical names:

Geographical Names − a Hidden Part

ofOur Everyday Life.

By applying the Settlements Act

(Official Gazzete No. 39/22) and the

State Survey and Cadastre Law, in

2023, the Commission issued 55

Opinions and one Recommendation

on proposals for naming streets,

squares, and other geographical ob-

jects in various local government

units, thereby standardizing 98 geo-

graphical names.

The Geographic Names Register

(GNR) information system (website

i web application) was updated in

mid-June 2023, and online services

for browsing and downloading data

from the GNR database are available

to the public users.

In order to raise awareness about

geographical names in Croatia and

develop the Register of Geographic

Names (RGN), the State Geodetic Ad-

ministration (SGA), in collaboration

with the Commission, organized the

„Geographical Names Days 2023“

conference in mid-October 2023.

On the international front, in

mid-January 2023, the National Re-

port on activities in the standardiz-

ation of geographical names in

Croatia for 2022, was submitted to

the UNGEGN East Central and South-

East Europe Division (ECSEED). Ad-

ditionally, in mid-December 2023,

activities on the standardization of

geographical names in Croatia in

2022 were presented in the UNGEGN

Newsletter.

Activities commenced in early

November 2023 for the revision of

specific records in the GNR database.

SGA continues to collaborate

with legal entities and individuals

to ensure the quality ofthe GNR and

performs its management and

maintenance duties.
