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Glossary of Spatial Data Infrastructure

Allitems are listed in the Glossary by alphabetical order. If an item consists of two or more words, the first is always
a noun. For example: spatial data infrastructure is listed as infrastructure, saptial data. Comma means that the usual
order of the word is inverted. The items in Croatian, French and German are listed in the Glossary in the same way.
The synonym in English is marked with also. The advantage is given to the first stated item. If there are synonyms in
Croatian, French and German, they are separated by a semicolon (;). See refers to the terms that were used in the

definition of a certain item or are connected with them.

more accurate. On the other hand, the number 3.214
has more digits than 3.14 (and is therefore more
accurate in terms of the number of individual pieces

of information shown), but in terms of the value of

it is less accurate. The way in which divergence, as
mentioned in the definition of accuracy, is measured, is
not given in advance.
