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3rd International Conference
Crisis Management Days 2010

Velika Gorica, May 27, 2010

The 3rd International Conference
“Crisis Management Days” was orga-
nized in Velika Gorica by the University of
Applied Sciences Velika Gorica on May
27, 2010. The first conference on this
subject was held in 2008. The University
of Applied Sciences Velika Gorica was
founded five years ago and it is the first
higher education institution in Croatia
offering systematic education of crisis
management.

Prof. Vlatko Cvrtila, PhD greeted
the participants of Crisis Management
Days on behalf of Prime Minister of
Croatia Jadranka Kosor and also held
an invited lecture. The conference was
sponsored by the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Republic of Croatia, the
Ministry of Science, Education and Sport
of the Republic of Croatia, and the City of
Velika Gorica. In his welcoming speech,
director of the National Protection and
Rescue Directorate MSc Damir Trut (as
delegate of the Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs) emphasized that the conference,
organized by the University of Applied
Sciences Velika Gorica for the third time,
has significance in creating awareness
about the existence of catastrophe risk.
He also expressed hope and wishes the
conference would enable a wide and
high-quality exchange of ideas, offer so-
lutions in similar and different segments
of protection and rescue, introduce
organizational or technical innovations
and consider causal activities of human,
nature and technology. The conference

was opened by Mayor of the city of Velika
Gorica, Drazen Barisic.

The international scientific-profes-
sional conference “Crisis Management
Days 2010” accepts scientific and pro-
fessional papers, as well as results of
interdisciplinary scientific researches,
related to modern safety and threats to
safety, modern security politics, crises
of all kinds, exceptional situations, crisis
management models, national systems
for crisis management, critical infrastruc-
ture, crisis communication, business
systems and crisis management, risk
management and so on.

Representatives from Australia,
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Czech
Republic, Hungary, Germany, Serbia,
Slovenia and USA, contributed to the
conference.

A total of 98 research papers were
received and 56 were accepted. Out
of those, 25 were accepted for oral
presentation in the conference hall and
the remaining papers were accepted as
poster presentations and exhibited in
the lobby hall.

Abstracts of all presented papers
were published in conference proceed-
ings: 3rd International Conference “Crisis
Management Days”, Abstracts, ed. lvan
Toth. Conference proceedings containing
full papers are being prepared.

It was generally emphasized that
crisis management has become increas-

ingly important in the world, and that
large accidents, catastrophes and other
crises, considering their consequences,
are becoming global problems and global
danger. At the conference, the University
of Applied Sciences Velika Gorica want-
ed to enable improvement and adoption
of new knowledge, experiences and
achievements concerning crisis manage-
ment. The conference was organized
very well, and its international character
was not an obstacle to participants since
a special small room was installed for
simultaneous translation (translating
presentations in foreign languages to
Croatian and from Croatian to English,
so it sufficed to choose appropriate head-
phones). Ten minutes were anticipated
for each oral presentation and five extra
minutes for discussion. Some presenters
with interesting lectures exceeded this
short amount of time.

Ana Kuvezdi¢ Divjak, Milienko Lapa-
ine and Robert Zupan, from the Faculty
of Geodesy of the University of Zagreb
participated in conference with the lec-
ture Crisis Prevention and Understanding
of Crisis Management in Education. The
paper describes examination of pupils’
knowledge of cartography, early warn-
ing and crises management. A research
was conducted with a questionnaire and
12-13 year old pupils in primary schools.
Results from Croatia are compared with
the same research and results accord-
ing to the same age group for different
European countries. Conclusions were
drawn about pupils’ knowledge and as-
sumed behaviour in crises. Maps and
cartography were directed to help chil-
dren understand their ideas and works
with a given theme. We assumed there
are requirements for understanding and
appreciation of children’s demands in
cartography as support in crisis manage-
ment. The oral presentation was held by
A. Kuvezdi¢ Divjak, who also answered
subsequent questions by the audience.

The conference ended with a ban-
quet and an invitation to participate in
Crisis Management Days in 2011. We
congratulate the organizers and wish
them a lot of success in future work.

Damir Trut, kao izaslanik
ministra unutarnjih poslova, naglasio je
kako upravo ta konferencija koju po tre-
¢i put organizira Veleuciliste Velika Go-
rica ima znacaj u izgradnji svijesti o po-
stojanju rizika od katastrofa, uz nadu i

zelju da ¢e konferencija omoguciti Siroku
i kvalitetnu razmjenu ideja, ponuditi rje-
Senja u istorodnim i razliCitim segmenti-
ma zastite i spaSavanja, predstaviti orga-
nizacijske ili tehniCke inovacije te razmo-
triti uzro¢no-posljedi¢na djelovanja ¢o-
vieka, prirode i tehnologije.

Medunarodna znanstveno-stru¢na
konferencija “Dani kriznog upravljanja
2010” prihva¢a znanstvene i stru¢ne ra-
dove, kao i rezultate interdisciplinarnih
znanstvenih istrazivanja, Cije je podruc-
je interesa suvremena sigurnost i sigur-
nosne prijetnje, suvremene sigurnosne
politike, krize svih vrsta, izvanredne si-
tuacije, modeli upravljanja krizama, na-
cionalni sustavi upravljanja krizama, kri-
tina infrastruktura, krizno komunicira-
nje, poslovni sustavi i upravljanje kriza-
ma, upravljanje rizicima i sl.

U radu konferencije sudjelovali su
predstavnici iz Australije, Bosne i Herce-
govine, CeSke, Hrvatske, Madarske, Nje-
macke, SAD-a, Slovenije i Srbije.

Zaprimljeno je 98 radova, od kojih je
56 radova prihvaaeeno, a od toga su 25
radova uvrStena za usmenu prezentaci-
ju u konferencijskoj dvorani. Ostali radovi
prihvaceni su kao posterske prezentacije
i izloZeni u predvorju dvorane.

Sazetci izlozenih radova objavlje-
ni su u papirnatom izdanju zbornika sa-
zetaka: /ll. medunarodna konferencija
,Dani kriznog upravljanja”, Sazetak ra-
dova, 27. i 28. svibnja 2010., Velika Go-
rica, Hrvatska, ur. lvan Toth. U pripremi
je i zbornik radova u kojem ¢e biti objav-
lieni cijeli radovi s konferencije.

Na konferenciji je opéenito naglase-
no kako krizno upravljanje dobiva sve
veéi znaCaj u svijetu, a velike nesrece,
katastrofe i druga krizna stanja, s obzi-
rom na posljedice, postaju svjetski pro-
blem i globalna opasnost. VeleuciliSte
Velika Gorica tom je konferencijom Ze-
lielo omoguciti unaprjedenje i usvajanje
novih znanja, iskustava i dostignuéa o

kriznom upravljanju. Organizacija kon-
ferencije vrlo je uspjeSno obavljena, a
njezin medunarodni karakter nije pred-
stavljao prepreku sludacima u dvorani jer
je postavljena posebna manja prostori-
ja za simultane prevoditelje koji su pre-
vodili na hrvatski i s hrvatskog na engle-
ski, pa je dovoljno bilo izabrati odgova-
rajuée slusalice. Za usmeni prikaz rada
bilo je predvideno 10 minuta, a pet minu-
ta za diskusiju, premda su poneki preda-
vaci sa zanimljivijim prezentacijama pre-
koraili to kratko vrijeme.

Ana KuveZzdi¢ Divjak, Milienko La-
paine i Robert Zupan s Geodetskog fa-
kulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu sudjelova-
li su s temom Prevencija kriznih situaci-
Jja i razumijevanje kriznog upravijanja u
obrazovanju. U radu je opisano ispitiva-
nje ueenika u podrucju kartografije, ra-
nog upozoravanja i kriznog upravljanja.
Istrazivanje je provedeno anketnim upit-
nikom prema dobnoj skupini uéenika od
12-13 godina u osnovnoj Skoli. Rezultati
iz Hrvatske usporedeni su s istovjetnim
istraZivanjem i rezultatima, prema istoj
dobnoj skupini u¢enika razli¢itih europ-
skih drzava. Doneseni su zakljucci o nji-
hovom dosadasnjem znanju i pretpostav-
lienom ponasanju u kriznim situacijama
u Hrvatskoj i drugim drZzavama. Karte i
kartografija su usmjerene djeci i pomazu
im u razumijevanju njihovih ideja i rado-
va ha zadanu temu uz pretpostavku da
je potrebno razumijevanje i uvazavanje
djegjih potreba u kartografiji kao podrsci
upravljanju kriznim situacijama. Usmenu
prezentaciju i rezultate istraZivanja pred-
stavila je A. Kuvezdi¢ Divjak, koja je na-
knadno odgovorila na dodatno postav-
liena pitanja.

Konferencija je zavrsSila domjenkomii
pozivom za sudjelovanje na Danima kri-
znog upravljanja 2011. Organizatorima
Cestitamo i Zelimo puno uspjeha u bu-
duéem radu.
