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expectations are high and are
growing rapidly, testing capabilities
of institutions to provide new servi-
ces and information.

For the first time in the annual
study, descriptions were added of the
most important institutional projects
or activities implemented by institu-
tions, serving the cause of capital
projects of economic development
and growth of countries in the regi-
on. The reason for this step lies in the
economic crisis, due to which gover-
nments mobilized all their capacities

in order to support sustainable econo-
mic development of their countries.
This includes land administration
institutions, especially due to the fact
that capital projects are mainly rela-
ted to land, infrastructure, owner-
ship, etc. The fifth chapter
contributes to a better understan-
ding of the contribution of instituti-
ons and the land administration
profession to overall welfare of soci-
ety and to the progress of economy
and citizens, since one of the purpo-
ses of the Regional Conference of Ca-

dastre and Spatial Data Infrastructu-
re is the promotion of these instituti-
ons and the profession by presenting
their activities in very specific deve-
lopment projects.

The book was printed in 200 copi-
es. In order to obtain a printed copy,
one can ask the publisher, the Repu-
blic Authority for Geodetic and Pro-
perty Affairs of the Republic of
Srpska.

Cadastre of Solin and Surrounding Area in 1831

Milan IvaniSevi¢ and Denko IvaniSevi¢

A map is always interesting and
attracts observers. Old maps are
especially interesting because of
colours, rich cartouches, vignettes,
compass roses and other details.
Their authors attempted to make
them as accurate and attractive as
possible. Gradually, special maps
appeared. They were often not very
attractive, but make up for it with
their content. In any case, one is
probably going to want to inspect a
map in more detail. As inscriptions
and documents tell tales of times
they were produced in, maps tell us
about represented space. The older
a map is, it is more interesting be-
cause it often reveals forgotten
toponyms, lost settlements, old
fortresses, churches, etc.

At first, cadastral maps are not es-
pecially attractive because they are not
meant to be a decoration or a textbook,
but an official document with a clear
goal of determining real property
ownership. They are accompanied by
owner lists (katastici), so that one could
tell who owns what. Maps and katastici

from 17th and 18th century are not
like that because they are often ad-
orned with baroque decorations,
views, coat of arms, etc. In contrast,
cadastral maps of the 19th century
appear dry and uninteresting, but this
is not the case. They are a real mine of
toponyms, a source of information
about development of a settlement;
they represent spatial relations, com-
munication, economy, etc. In order to
demonstrate how they can be pretty,
the exhibition Croatian Treasure from
the Archive of Maps for Istria and Dal-
matia was organized in Split in 1992
and in Zagreb, Rovinj and Pula in 1993.

Owing to fact that Solin is a suc-
cessor to old Salona, it has been
present in cartography since ancient
times. Let us mention only the famous
Tabula Peutingeriana, a medieval copy
of a map of the Roman Empire from
the 4th century and the new age map
of Split and surrounding area by Mar-
tin Koluni¢ Rota from about 1570.
Since the time of Kolunié, Salona and
Solin have intertwined, especially in
maps similar to views, because they
contain remains of the ancient city.

Solin is fortunate to have its develop-
ment documented relatively well in
maps and views since the 17th cen-
tury, although many of them are just
sketches.

In contrast, the cadastral plan
from 1831 is much more accurate and
detailed. It was produced during the
second Austrian administration and
represents a clearly formed settle-
ment which would continue to change
in the decades to come. It shows
houses, churches and mills, paths and
bridges, as well as streams and the
Jadro River. The fact the plan shows
remains of Salona, making this cadas-
tral plan an archaeological map is es-
pecially important. It represents
ramparts, remains of amphitheatre
and theatres, Gradina, etc. which
helps archaeologists in research. The
cadastral plan from 1831 is a firm base
point for moving through space and
time. If we take a similar map of Solin
and surrounding area produced by
Viennese officer Zorzi Calergi in 1675,
we can clearly see changes in terrain,
as well as changes in population from
names of land and house owners.
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podataka registara svim tipovima ko-
risnika. Katastarske, odnosno imo-
vinsko-pravne uprave i agencije
mogu biti ponosne na ostvarene re-
zultate, ali pritom moraju biti svjesne
izazova oCekivanja korisnika koja su
velika i rastu brzo te stavljaju na kus-
nju moguénosti institucija da osigu-
raju nove servise i informacije.

Peto je poglavlje prinos boljem
razumijevanju prinosa institucija i pro-
fesije zemljiSne administracije sveukup-
nom blagostanju drustva te boljitku
gospodarstva i gradana, buduéi da je
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jedna od svrha Regionalne konferencije
o katastru i infrastrukturi prostornih
podataka promocija spomenutih insti-
tucija i struke kroz prikaz njihovih ak-
tivnosti u sasvim konkretnim razvoj-
nim pothvatima.

Katastar Solina i okolice u godini 1831.

Zemljopisna karta, zemljovid ili
naprosto karta uvijek je zanimljiva i
privladi paZnju promatraca. Stare
karte osobito su interesantne zbog
boja, bogatih kartusa, vinjeta, ruza
vjetrova i drugih detalja. Njihovi
autori trudili su se da one budu ne
samo $to tocnije ve¢ i vizualno priv-
la¢ne. S vremenom se javljaju i spe-
cijalne karte koje Cesto puta ne
mame svojim izgledom, ali to nado-
mjeStaju sadrZajem koji nude. U sva-
kom slucaju tesko da ¢emo prema
karti biti ravnodusni i da se ne¢emo
barem malo udubiti u nju. Kao $to
natpisi i dokumenti pri€aju o vreme-
nu u kojem su nastali tako i karte na
svoj nalin govore o prikazanom
prostoru. Sto je karta starija to je za-
nimljivija jer Cesto otkriva zaborav-
liene toponime, nestala naselja,
nekadasnja utvrdenja, crkve itd.

Katastarske karte nisu u prvi mah
osobito privlacne jer njihov cilj nije da
budu ukras niti ucilo ve¢ su one sluz-
beni dokument s jasno odredenim ci-
liem utvrdivanja stanja vlasniStva

nepokretnih dobara. Njih prate popisi
vlasnika - katastici, tako da je lako vi-
djeti tko $to posjeduje. Karte i katasti-
ci iz XVIL i XVIIL st. nisu takvi jer su
Cesto zaodjenuti bogatim baroknim
ukrasima, vedutama, grbovima i sli¢-
no. Nasuprot njima katastarske karte
iz XIX. st. doimlju se suhoparno i ne-
zanimljivo, ali nije tako. One su pravi
rudnik toponima, izvor podataka o
urbanistickom razvoju nekog mjesta,
govore o prostornim odnosima, ko-
munikacijama, gospodarstvu i dru-
gom. Da one mogu biti i ugodne oku
pokazala je pak izlozba Blago Hrvat-
ske iz Arhiva mapa za Istru i Dalmaci-
ju koja je 1992. bila priredena u Splitu,
a iduce godine u Zagrebu, Rovinju i
Puli.

Zahvaljujudi Cinjenici da je basti-
nik stare Salone, danasnji je Solin pri-
sutan u kartografiji jo§ od antickih
vremena. Ovdje éemo spomenuti sa-
mo znamenitu Tabulu Peutingerianu,
srednjovjekovni preris karte Rimskog
Carstva iz IV. st., a od novovjekih kartu
Splita i okolice Martina Koluni¢a Ro-
te nastalu oko 1570. godine. Od

Koluniéeva vremena Salona i Solin ée
se ispreplitati, osobito na kartama ko-
je imaju vedutisticki karakter jer ée na
njima biti ucrtani ostaci antickoga
grada. Solin ima sre¢u da je od XVIL.
st. njegov razvoj relativno dobro
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The book Cadastre of Solin and
Surrounding Area in 1831 published
personally in Split in 2011 is dedicated
to the cadastral plan of Solin and sur-
rounding settlements. The book’s 343
pages, accompanied by corresponding
illustrations represent cadastral dis-
tricts Solin (including Vranjic), Mra-
vinci and Kuéine. The book begins
with an introduction by Milan Ivan-
iSevi¢ about surveys of the Solin area
prior to the 1831 survey. The intro-
duction is followed by a comprehens-
ive description of the origin of the
cadastre, starting with royal patents
ordering its production up to report-
ing data about individual sheets, used
colours and signs and land and build-
ing registers. Subsequently, the author
moves to describing sheets related to
the district of Solin by noting its bor-
ders, sections, rivers, paths and settle-
ments, and then by translating a
report on the cadastral district (ie.
operati). The second part of the book
lists all owners of buildings and lands
in all three districts, the Italian origin-
al of the operata for Solin and com-
prehensive explanation of illustrat-
ions, as well as the bibliography and
the author’s envoy.

The cadastral plan of Solin with
Vranjic consists of 18 sheets plus 4
sheets at enlarged (double) scale to
make objects clearer. Researchers and
interested parties are going to be es-
pecially interested in sheet number 13
with the area around St. Kaja, sheet
number 14 with the upper part of Sa-
lona and Manastirine, sheet number
16 with Vranjic and sheet number 17
with the central part of Solin with the
entire Salona. The cadastral plan of
Mravinci has 6 sheets plus 2 at double
scale, and the plan of Kucine consists
of 5 sheets plus 2 at double scale.

The maps were produced on paper
and are thus at risk. Their frequent use
for official or research purposes makes
them become worn and faded. There-
fore, it is necessary to protect them by
reducing or eliminating the use of ori-
ginals which can be achieved by scan-
ning or digitizing, storing on a CD or
uploading onto the Internet.

This book’s special value comes
from the accompanying CD containing

and interactive presentation of ge-
odetic drawings with images of all
three cadastral districts’ sheets: Solin,
Mravinci and Kucine. They were pho-
tographed competently by benko Iva-
niSevi¢. Owing to that, we are able to
access the mentioned maps at any ti-
me without leaving our room. We can
view maps one sheet at a time, scroll
using a mouse and zoom in interesting
details. By photographing maps and
storing them on a CD, the original is
protected and available anywhere.
Even if it gets damaged beyond repair,
we still have quality documentation to
reproduce it.

The book by Milan and Penko Iva-
niSevi¢ is very useful. It is an excellent

manual for the history of cadastre and
a source for learning about life and
economy of the period when the plan
was produced. It is also a contribution
to protection of heritage, which is a
trend in the world. However, similar
enterprises in the world are supported
by the community, but this book was
published privately! Therefore, we
have to acknowledge its authors. They
made an effort to provide us with an
excellent text and images and presen-
ted it nicely, on quality paper and with
illustrations related to the book’s con-
tent.

skicozni prikazi.

Nasuprot njima katastarski plan iz
1831. puno je toéniji i bogatiji podaci-
ma. Nastao u vrijeme druge austrijske
uprave, on odraZava ve¢ jasno formi-
rano naselje koje ¢e nastaviti svoje
mijene u narednim desetlje¢ima. Na
njemu i$¢itavamo raspored kuéa, cr-
kava i mlinova, putova i mostova, ali i
tokove potoka i rijeke Jadra. Ono $to je
osobito vazno na planu jesu ucrtani
ostaci Salone tako da je taj katastarski
plan ujedno i arheoloska karta. Na
njemu se vide bedemi, a time i opseg
grada, ostaci amfiteatra i teatara,

Gradina itd. Sto s ostalim podacima
sluzi arheolozima kao putokaz i olak-
$ava im istraZivacki rad. Katastarski
plan iz 1831. Evrsta je upori$na tocka i
orijentir za kretanje kroz prostor i
vrijeme, Uzmemo li primjerice sli¢nu
kartu Solina i okolice koju je 1675. iz-
radio mletacki Casnik Zorzi Calergi
jasno vidimo promjene na terenu, ali i
razliku u stanovniStvu kroz imena
vlasnika zemalja i kuda.

Upravo katastarskom planu Soli-
na i susjednih mu mjesta posveéena je
knjiga Milana i Penka IvaniSevi¢a Ka-
tastar Solina i okolice u godini 1831.
objavljena u Splitu u vlastitoj nakladi
2011. godine. U njoj su na 343 stranice,
popraenima odgovarajuéim ilustra-
cijama, prikazane katastarske opéine
Solin (koja uklju¢uje i Vranjic), Mra-
vince 1 Kucine. Knjiga zapocinje uvo-
dom Milana IvaniSevic¢a o mjerenjima
solinskoga prostora prije izmjere
1831., a zatim slijedi iscrpan opis nas-
tanka katastra poCevsi od carskih pa-
tenata kojim se nareduje njegova
izrada do iznoSenja podataka o poje-
dinim listovima, koristenim bojama i
znakovima te upisnicima zemljista i
zgrada. Potom autor prelazi na opise
listova koji se odnose na opéinu Solin i
to tako $to najprije navodi njezine
granice, zatim predjele, tekudice, pu-
tove i naselja, a zatim donosi prijevod
izvje§ca o katastarskoj opéini (poznati
operati). U drugom dijelu knjige
objavljeni su popisi vlasnika svih
zgrada i zemljiSta u sve tri opéine, po-
tom talijanski izvornik operata za So-
lin i podroban tumac ilustracija te
bibliografija koriStene literature i
autorov pogovor.

Katastarski plan Solina s Vranji-
com sastoji se od 18 listova uz jos 4 lis-
ta s uvecanim (dvostrukim) mjerilom
tako da je postignuta bolja pregled-
nost objekata. IstraZiva¢ima i znati-
Zeljnicima e sigurno biti najzani-
Kaje, list 14 s gornjim dijelom Salone i
Manastirinama, list 16 s Vranjicom i
list 17 na kojem je sredi$nji dio Solina
s cijelom Salonom. Katastarski plan
Mravinaca ima 6 listova uz jo§ 2 s
dvostrukim mjerilom, a plan Kucina
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sastoji se od 5 listova uz jo$ 2 s dvos-
trukim mjerilom.

Buduéi da su karte izradene na
papiru one su zbog krhkosti materija-
la, podloznosti stradanjima od vatre i
vode, veoma ugroZene. Osim toga nji-
hovo &esto koristenje, bilo u sluzbene
bilo u istraZivacke svrhe, dovodi do
habanja i blijedenja. Zato ih je potreb-
no zastititi kako bi se smanjila ili pot-
puno iskljucila upotreba originala $to
se danas radi skeniranjem i digitalizi-
ranjem, pohranjivanjem na CD i stav-
ljanjem na internet.

Osobita vrijednost ove knjige je CD
u prilogu na kojem je interaktivna
prezentacija geodetskih nacrta sa
snimkama listova svih triju katastar-
skih opéina Solin, Mravince i Kuéine, a
njihovo fotografiranje vrsno je obavio
Penko IvaniSevié¢.
