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First National Scientific Congress 
on Geographical Names
Zadar and Krapanj, October 23 and 24, 2009

For the first time in Croatia, the 
University of Zadar and the Croatian 
Geographic Society organized a national 
conference on geographical names. The 
conference had a series of scientific and 
professional lectures at the ceremonial 
hall of the University of Zadar on October 
23, and it continued on October 24 with a 
round trip to the Island of Krapanj in the 
Šibenik Archipelago.

23 people from academic and eco-
nomic community participated in the 
congress, as well as about 40 students, 
most studying at the Department of Ge-
ography of the University of Zadar. The 
papers presented were from fields of ge-
ography, geodesy and linguistics and had 
interesting themes. Prior to presentations, 
participants received material consisting 
of the conference program and confer-
ence proceedings of all the presentations.

After the session, participants had 
a discussion, which was followed by a 
gala dinner.

The second day of the conference 
started with a departure from Zadar to-
ward Šibenik, i.e. the Island of Krapanj, 
where a round table on geographic 
names was held. Discussions were 
made about interdisciplinary toponymy 
research, linguistic standardization of 
geographic names, and role of linguists, 
geodesists and geographers. There was 
also talk about the second congress 
on geographic names. The round table 
conclusion was that many problems could 
be resolved by founding a national com-
mittee for standardization of geographic 
names according to the model of UN-
GEGN (United Nations Group of Experts 
on Geographical Names).

On the same day, participants could 
participate in a short field round trip on the 
Island of Krapanj, where they compared 
toponymy on topographic and geographic 
maps with data about inhabitants/users 
of represented area with emphasis on 
problems occurring during field toponymy 
research. Participants went around the is-
land and visited the Collection of Cultural 
Heritage within the Franciscan Monastery 
and also a Collection of Sea Sponges and 
Diving as the traditional occupation of the 
inhabitants.

Finally, congratulations are due to 
organizers for successfully organized 
conference and we would like to see the 
second national scientific conference on 
geographic names in the near future.

o geografskim imenima
Zadar i Krapanj, 23. i 24. listopada 2009.

U organizaciji Sveučilišta u Zadru i 
Hrvatskoga geografskog društva u Hrvat-
skoj je prvi put organizirano nacionalno 
znanstveno savjetovanje o geografskim 
imenima. Savjetovanje je održano 23.

Prvi dan savjetovanja završio je sve-
čanom večerom.

Drugi dan savjetovanja započeo je 
odlaskom iz Zadra prema Šibeniku, odno-
sno otoku Krapnju, gdje je održan okrugli 
stol o geografskim imenima. Govorilo se o 
interdisciplinarnim toponomastičkim istra-
živanjima, jezikoslovnoj standardizaciji 
geografskih imena, ulozi jezikoslovaca, 
geodeta i geografa. Razgovaralo se i 
o planovima za organiziranje drugoga 
znanstvenog savjetovanja o geograf-
skim imenima. Zaključeno je da postoje 
mnogi problemi koji bi se lakše rješavali 
osnivanjem Nacionalnog povjerenstva 
za standardizaciju geografskih imena po 
uzoru na UNGEGN (United Nations Gro-
up of Experts on Geographical Names).

Istoga dana na otoku Krapnju su-
dionici su mogli sudjelovati i na malom 
radnom terenskom obilasku, na kojem su 
uspoređivani toponimi na topografskim i 
pomorskim kartama s podacima stanov-
nika/korisnika prikazanog prostora uz 
naglasak na probleme koji se pojavljuju 
kod terenskog istraživanja toponimije. 
Sudionici su obišli cijeli otok uz posjet 
Zbirci kulturne baštine u franjevačkom 
samostanu i Zbirci spužvarstva i ronilaš-
tva kao tradicionalnih djelatnosti otočana.

Na kraju treba čestitati organizatori-
ma na uspješnoj organizaciji uz želju da 
se uskoro održi 2. nacionalno znanstveno 
savjetovanje o geografskim imenima.
