Berne, July 8-13, 2007

The 22nd International Conference
on the History of Cartography (ICHC2007,
http:/iwww.ichc2007.ch/) was held from
July 8 to July 13, 2007, in Bern, the capi-
tal of Switzerland. The conference was
organized by the Workgroup for the His-
tory of Cartography of the Swiss Carto-
graphic Society, the editorial board of the
journal Cartographica Helvetica and Im-
ago Mundi Ltd., in collaboration wit the
Federal Office for Topography Swisstopo,
the Institute for Geography of the Univer-
sity of Bern and the Institute for Cartogra-
phy of the Federal Technical High School
from Zurich (Eidgendssische Technische
Hochschule Zirich — ETH). The president

An international team of five experts
selected 63 papers for presentations and
39 for poster presentations, out of about
180 summaries. Official languages of the
conference were English, German and
French. 266 participants and 34 accom-
panying persons from 38 countries came
to the conference.

The conference was preceded by a
meeting of the International Society of
Curators of Early Maps (ISCEM), held on

of the organizational committee was
Hans-Uli Feldmann, director of the Car-
tographic Section of the Federal Office for
Topography Swisstopo and chief editor of
the professional journal for the history of
cartography Cartographica Helvetica.
Mister Feldman was the president of the
Swiss Cartographic Society from 1998 to
2006.

These were the conference themes:

July 7. Several very interesting presenta-
tions were held. Alberto Fernandez-\Wyt-
tenbach from Madrid presented the
project Digital Cartographic Collection of
the Canary Islands. Elger Heere from the
University of Utrecht presented a paper
on the subject In what way are users of
older cartographic material connected
with new digital technologies. Tony Camp-
bell gave an analysis of Internet sites ded-
icated to maps and asked for collabora-
tion in production of a global list of such
sites with corresponding data such as rea-
sons of publishing digital map reproduc-
tions, selection criteria, etc. Henrik Dupont
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from the Royal Library in Copenhagen
spoke about plans to digitize maps of the
State Geodetic Administration of Den-
mark, and including their bibliographic
records into the network catalogue of the
Danish National Library. Thomas KIéti,
head of the Cartographic Collection of the
University Library in Bern informed the
audience about the novelties within the
scope of the map digitization project of
the Ryhiner collection. Jiirg Buhler from
Zurich presented a new CD-ROM titled
Old Maps of Switzerland 1496-1900. On
the same day, there was a session of the
Committee for the History of Cartography
of the International Cartographic Associ-
ation, on the occasion of which several
presentations on the topic of History of
Cartography in Education were held. Prof.
Dr. Ferjan Ormeling chaired the session.

The opening of the conference and
presentations of the first day of the con-
ference were held in the great hall of the
main building of the University of Bern.
Presentations held on other days and the
poster exhibition were held in the audito-
rium of the new building of the “UniS” Uni-
versity, which is located near the main
building.

Od 8. do13. srpnja 2007. u Bernu, pri-
jestolnici Svicarske, odrzana je 22. medu-
narodna konferencija o povijesti karto-
grafije (22nd International Conference on
the History of Cartography — ICHC2007,
http:/iwww.ichc2007.ch/). Konferenciju su
organizirali Radna skupina za povijest
kartografije Svicarskoga kartografskog
drustva, uredni$tvo ¢asopisa Carto-
graphica Helvetica i Imago Mundi Ltd., u
suradnji sa Saveznim uredom za topo-
grafiju Swisstopo, Institutom za geografiju
Sveucilista u Bernu i Institutom za karto-
grafiju Savezne tehnicke visoke Skole iz
Zuricha (Eidgendssische Technische
Hochschule Zirich — ETH). Predsjednik
organizacijskog odbora bio je Hans-Uli
Feldmann, voditelj Kartografskog odjela
Saveznog ureda za topografiju Swisstopo
i glavni urednik stru¢nog Casopisa za
povijest kartografije Cartographica Helve-
tica. Gospodin Feldman je obnasao duz-
nost predsjednika Svicarskoga kartograf-
skog drustva od 1998. do 2006.

Petero¢lani medunarodni tim stru¢-
njaka je od oko 180 primljenih saZetaka
odabrao 63 za usmeno izlaganje i 39 za
izlaganje na posteru. Sluzbeni jezici kon-
ferencije bili su engleski, njemacki i fran-
cuski. Konferenciji je nazo€ilo 266 sudio-
nika i 34 osobe u pratnji iz 38 zemalja.

Konferenciji je prethodio sastanak
Medunarodnoga drustva kustosa starih
karata (International Society of Curators
of Early Maps —ISCEM), odrzan 7. srpnja.
Odrzano je nekoliko vrlo zanimljivih izla-
ganja. Alberto Fernandez-Wyttenbach iz
Madrida predstavio je projekt Digitalna
kartografska zbirka Kanarskih otoka.
Elger Heere sa SveuciliSta u Utrechtu
izlozio je rad na temu Na koji su nacin
korisnici starije katografske grade
povezani s novim digitalnim tehnolo-
gijama. Tony Campbell dao je analizu
internetskih stranica posvecenih kartama
te pozvao na suradnju u izradi globalnog
popisa takvih stranica s pripadaju¢im

podacima kao $to su: razlozi objavljivanja
digitalnih reprodukcija karta, kriteriji oda-
bira itd. Henrik Dupont iz Kraljevske knjiz-
nice u Kopenhagenu govorio je o plano-
vima digitalizacije karata Drzavne geo-
detske uprave Danske, te ukljuivanju
njihovih biblioigrafskih zapisa u mrezni ka-
talog Danske nacionalne knjiznice. Tho-
mas Kl6ti voditelj Kartografske zbirke Sve-
ucilisne knjiznice u Bernu, obavijestio je
0 novostima u sklopu projekta digitaliza-
cije karata zbirke Ryhiner. Jurg Buhler iz
Ziricha predstavio je novi CD-ROM Stare
karte Svicarske 1496-1900. Isti je dan
odrzana sjednica Povjerenstva za povijest
kartografije Medunarodnoga kartografskog

drustva, prigodom koje je odrzano nekoli-
ko izlaganja na temu Povijest kartografije
u obrazovanju. Sjednicom je predsjedao
Prof. Dr. Ferjan Ormeling.

Svecano otvorenje konferencije i izla-
ganje prvoga dana konferencije odrzani
su u auli glavne zgrade Sveucilista u
Bernu. Izlaganje radova ostalih dana i
izloZzba postera odrzavali su se u auditoriju
nove zgrade SveuciliSta “UniS”, koja se
nalazi u blizini glavne zgrade.

Organizirana je posebna sjednica za
vrijeme Koje su u tri prostorije bili izloZeni
svi posteri. U to se vrijeme nisu odrzavala
predavanja, a nakladnici i autori publika-
cija iz povijesti kartografije i druge komer-
cijalne tvrtke izloZili su svoja izdanja koja
su se mogla pogledati i kupiti ili naruciti.

Sazetci svih referata i postera s krat-
kim zivotopisima autora objavljeni su u
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Conferences and Exhibitions

authors of publications from the history of
cartography and other commercial com-
panies exhibited their publications, which
could be bought or ordered.

Abstracts of all papers and posters
with brief author biographies were pub-
lished in a special three-language publi-
cation (German, French and English) on
224 A4 pages. Moreover, the publication
includes a preface by the president of the
Swiss Cartographic Society, Stefan Arno,
words of welcome by mayor of the city of
Bern, Alexander Tschappét and the presi-
dent of the Organizing committee Hans-
Uli Feldmann, the conference program,
data about organizers, institutions, exhi-
bitions and sponsors, and a list of all par-
ticipants of the conference. All participants
of the conference received this publication,
as well as an abundance of materials re-
lated to the history of cartography and car-
tographic activities in Switzerland, coun-
try-host of the conference. Documents with
a list of participants, proceedings and the
program can be found at the web-site of

the conference (http://www.ichc2007.ch/
pdf/ichc2007_abstractsvolume.pdf).

Several exhibitions were organized on
the occasion of the conference.

An exhibition titled Ferdinand Rudolf
Hassler (1770-1843). Swiss Pioneer for
Surveying, Mapping and Standards of the
United States of America was opened at
the Federal Office for Metrology METAS.
There was also a presentation about Has-
sler’s life and work. One could see the
exhibition in this institution until August 11,
when it was moved to the City Museum in
Aarau (August 23 — October 7) and later

to the Museum in Murten (October 18 —
December 2). There was a banquet after
the exhibition was opened.

During their free time, participants of
the conference were able take a look at
the exhibition Trip to Bern: From Thomas
Schoepf to Google Earth at the State Ar-
chive of the Bern canton.

There was also a conference at the
City Library and the Central Library of
Bern, titled Cartography During 1200
Years: Treasures of the City Library of Bem
and the University Library of Bem. A ban-
quet was organized after the exhibition was
opened, the visitors welcomed and a brief
presentation about libraries held.

The exhibition To Build Mountains: the
Art of Relief Model: Following the Foot-
steps of Xaver Imfeld was already set at
the Swiss Alpine Museum. There was a
banquet with refreshments after the wel-
come speech and a presentation titled
Terrain Model Production: From Eduard
Imhof to Toni Mair, held by Prof. Dr. Lorenz

Hurni from the Institute for Cartography of
ETH Zurich.

It is necessary to note that there was
a meeting of the editorial board of the Im-
ago Mundi journal, as with previous con-
ferences. Professional visits with work-
shops were also organized. Two work-
shops were held at the Federal Office for
Topography Swisstopo, Contemporary
Production of Official Maps and Map Ar-
chive. There was a third workshop, at the
State Archive of the Bern canton, titled
Paper Restoration and Protection of Old
Maps and Plans as Cultural Goods.
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During conference events, a tourist
program was organized for people accom-
panying participants: visit to old part of
Bern, medieval town Murten, Gurten and
cultural centre of artist Paul Klee. Arecep-
tion with the mayor of Bern was organized
for all participants of the conference and
accompanying people at the Town Hall,
with a cultural program.

A farewell dinner was organized at the
restaurant/hotel Niesen on the top of
mount Niesen on the last day of the con-
ference.

After the official end of the conference,
two postconference tours were organized.
The first was a one-day trip to Basel, where
the participants visited the University Li-
brary and were able to see rare copies of
maps and the Swiss Paper Museum. The
other was a three-day trip which encom-
passed visits to Interlaken, Lucern, N&fels,
St. Gallen and Zurich. In Interlaken, par-
ticipants visited the Tourist Museum, and
in Lucern the Glacier Garden with the his-
torical relief model of Middle Switzerland
by Franz Ludwig Pfyffer von Wyher pro-
duced in 1747-1786. The participants
came to the top of the Rigi Mountain with
the cable car, the first in Europe, which
started working in 1871. The next day was
scheduled for a trip to Néfels, where the
participants had a look at cartographic
funds of the Terrestrial Library of the Gla-
rus canton in Freulerpalast, the most im-
portant building of that canton. The jour-
ney continued with a trip and accommo-
dation in Appenzell. The third day started
with a visit to the former Benedictine mon-
astery in St. Gallen, which is a part of the
UNESCO global heritage, with a baroque
library Stiftsbibliothek. There, the partici-
pants had a look at the exhibition Maps
and Atlases. Afterwards, they went to Zu-
rich, where they visited the Central Library
and the Library of ETH. There was also a
presentation titled Crossin the Alps repre-
sented on Maps and Plans.

The next, 23rd International Confer-
ence on the History of Cartography titled
Maps, Myths and Tales: Cartography of the
Far North is going to be held from July 12
to July 17, 2009 at the Royal Library in
Copenhagen. The main organizer Henrik
Dupont presented Copenhagen, the Roy-
al Library and other institutions involved
in the organization of the conference. He
invited all present to come to Copenha-
gen in 2009. The call for papers has been
printed and all individuals interested in
participation can find required information
at the Internet site of the conference http:/
Iwww.ichc2009.dk.

U okviru konferencijskih dogadanja
organizirano je nekoliko prigodnih izlozbi.

U Saveznom uredu za metrologiju
METAS otvorena je izlozba Ferdinand
Rudolf Hassler (1770-1843): Svicarski
pionir za izmjeru, kartiranje i standarde
Sjedinjenih Americkih Drzava. Uz izlozbu
priredeno je prigodno izlaganje o Hassle-
rovu zivotu i radu. IzloZba je u toj instituciji
bila postavljena do 11. kolovoza, a nakon
toga u Gradskom muzeju u Aarau (23.8.—
7.10.) i Muzeju u Murtenu (18.10-2.12.).
Nakon otvorenja izloZzbe upriliCen je do-
mjenak dobrodoslice.

Izlozbu Put u Bern: od Thomasa
Schoepfa do Googlea Eartha postavljenu
u Drzavnom arhivu kantona Bern, sudio-
nici su mogli pogledati tijekom konferen-
cije u slobodno vrijeme i vlastitoj organi-
zaciji.

U Gradskoj knjiznici i Sredi$njoj knjiz-
nici SveuciliSne knjiznice u Bernu prire-
dena je prigodna izlozba Kartografija tije-
kom 1200 godina: blago Gradske knjizni-
ce uBemu i Sveucilisne knjiznice u Bemu.
Nakon otvorenja i razgledavanja izloZzbe
te pozdravnih rijeci i kratkog predavanja
o knjiznicama uprili€en je prigodni domje-
nak.

IzloZba Izgradivati planine: umjetnost
modela reljefa: tragovima Xavera Imfelda
veé je bila postavliena u Svicarkom alp-
skom muzeju. Nakon pozdravnih rijeci i
razgledavanja izlozbe te prezentacije pod
naslovom [zrada modela terena: od
Eduarda Imhofa do Tonija Maira koju je
odrzao Prof. Dr. Lorenz Hurni iz Instituta
za kartografiju ETH-a iz Ziiricha, uslijedilo
je druzenje sudionika uz osvjezenje s
domjenkom. Ta ¢e izlozba u Muzeju biti
postavljena do 10. veljace 2008.

Skupovi i izlozbe

Potrebno je istaknuti da je, kao i
prigodom prethodnih konferencija, odrzan
sastanak uredniStva Casopisa Imago
Mundi. Organizirani su i strucni posjeti s
radionicama. Dvije radionice odrZzane su
u Saveznom uredu za topografiju Swiss-
topo, Suvremena izrada sluzbenih karata
i Arhiv karata. Tre¢a radionica bila je u
Drzavnom arhivu kantona Bern pod nas-
lovom Restauracija papira i zaStita starih
karata i planova kao kultumih dobara.

Za vrijeme konferencijskih dogadanja
za osobe u pratnji bio je organiziran
turistiCki program: posjet starom dijelu
grada Berna, srednjovjekovnom gradu
Murtenu, Gurtenu i kulturnom centru
umjetnika Paula Kleea. Za sve sudionike
konferencije i osobe u pratnji, u Gradskoj
vijeénici prireden je prijam kod grado-
nacelnika grada Berna uz prigodan kultur-
ni program.

Posljednjeg dana konferencije bila je
uprili¢ena oprostajna vecera u restoranu/
hotelu Niesen na vrhu istoimene planine.

Nakon sluzbenog zavrSetka konfe-
rencije organizirana su dva postkonferen-
cijska putovanja. Prvo je bilo jednodnevno
putovanje u Basel, gdje su sudionici
posjetili SveuciliSnu knjiznicu u kojoj su
mogli vidjeti raritetne primjerke karata i
Svicarski muzej za papir. Drugo je bilo
trodnevno putovanje koje je obuhvacalo
posjet Interlakenu, Lucernu, Nafelsu, St.
Gallenu i Zirichu. U Interlakenu su
sudionici putovanja razgledali Turisticki
muzej, a u Lucernu Vrt ledanjaka gdje se

nalazi povijesni model reljefa Sredi$nje
Svicarske $to ga je izradio Franz Ludwig
Pfyffer von Wyher u razdoblju 1747-1786.
Na vrh planine Rigi popeli su se uspinja-
¢om, prvom u Europi koja je pocela s ra-
dom 1871. Iduci dan bio je predviden za
odlazak u Nafels, gdje su u Freulerpalas-
tu, najznamenitijoj gradevini kantona Gla-
rus pogledali kartografske fondove Ze-
maljske knjiznice spomenutog kantona.
Slijedio je nastavak putovanja i smjestaj
uAppenzellu. Treéi dan zapoceo je posjet-
om nekada$njem Benediktinskom samo-
stanu u St. Gallenu, koji je dio UNESCO-
ovog svjetskog nasljeda, s baroknom knjiz-
nicom Stiftsbibliothek. Tu su pogledali pri-
godnu izlozbu Karte i atlasi. Slijedio je
odlazak u Zirich gdje su posijetili Sredis-
nju knjiznicu i Knjiznicu ETH-a. Odrzana
je i prezentacija pod naslovom PrelaZenje
Alpa prikazano na kartama i planovima.

Idu¢a 23. medunarodna konferencija
o povijesti kartografije pod nazivom Karte,
mitovi i pripovijesti: kartografija Dalekog
sjevera, odrzat e se od 12. do 17. srpnja

2009. u Kraljevskoj knjiznici u Kopenha-
genu. Glavni organizator gospodin Henrik
Dupont predstavio je Kopenhagen, Kra-
lievsku knjiznicu i ostale institucije ukljuce-
ne u organizaciju konferencije. Pozvao je
nazoc¢ne da se u $to ve¢em broju odazovu
i dodu 2009. u Kopenhagen. Tiskana je
prva obavijest, a zainteresirani za sudjelo-
vanje mogu naci potrebne podatke na
internetskoj adresi konferencije http:/
www.ichc2009.dk.
