A call for the competition

he Barbara Petchenik Award

was created by the International Cartographic
Association (ICA) in 1993 as a memorial for Barbara
Petchenik, a past Vice president of the ICA and
cartographer who worked whole her life with maps
and children.

The awards are given every two years during the [CA
conference. The awarded drawings are going to be
submitted to UNICEF for consideration as greeting
cards.

The aims of the competition are to promote
children’s creative representation of the world, to
enhance their cartographic awareness and to make
them more conscious of their environment.

Rules of the competition

* ICA member nations will collect maps, on the theme
Making a better world for children, produced by
children under 16 years of age. This is the theme for the
next two conferences.

* The international judging will focus on three criteria:
1) a recognizable message, 2) cartographic content,
and 3) the quality of execution.

In other words, judges will be looking for:

1. a recognizable connection between the form, shape, and
use of cartographic elements which creatively address
the Competition’s theme.

2. arecognizable image of all or a large portion of the
world in which the shapes and the relative locations of
land masses and oceans are as correct as reasonably as it
can be expected for the child’s age and within the
context of the “system of projection” used.

3. appropriate cartographic elements such as symbols,
colours, names and labels, etc., which help address the
Competition’s theme.

— clarity and legibility of the point, line and area symbols
appropriate to the media of expression, whether on
paper or other surfaces, whether drawn or made up of
indigenous materials.

— expressive rendering and appropriate use of the
perceptual dimensions of colour, i.e., changes in value
for quantitative distinctions and changes in hue for
qualitative distinctions.

— overall aesthetic quality in such matters as balance and
harmony among the image elements.

The maximum size of a map must not exceed A3
(420 mm x 297 mm or 17 x 11 inches). Any number
of “systems of projection” can be used to generate
the coastlines and other base material (e.g.,
international boundaries and graticule). These can
include tracing or copying an existing world map or
using a computer program.

Each map must have the following information on a
label attached to the back side of the representation:
the name, age, school address and country of its
author, and the title in either English or French as
well as in the author’s language.

Any participant agrees that his/her representation
may be reproduced by ICA, UNICEF and the
competition organizers in Croatia or scanned for
publication on the Internet by Carleton University
without consultation or copyright fees.

Competition maps are archived at Carleton
University’s Map Library and are being prepared for
web viewing (see http://collections.ic.gc.ca/children).

Croatia had a success at the exhibitions in Barcelona
(1995), Stockholm (1997), Ottawa (1999) and
Beijing (2001). The Barcelona exhibit was later
incorporated in UNICEF’ s poster “Children
Drawing the World”, and the Stockholm one was
declared one of the winning entries.

The competition in Croatia is executed by the
Commission for Exhibitions of the Cartography
Section in the Croatian Geodetic Society in
cooperation with the Croatian Cartographic Society
(www.kartografija.hr). The entries should be sent
until May 1, 2003 to the Croatian coordinator’s
address: Assist.

Poziv na natjecaj

agradu koja nosi ime Barbare Petchenik za

dje¢ju kartu svijeta pokrenulo je Medunarodno
kartografsko drustvo (International Cartographic
Association — ICA) 1993. god. kao uspomenu na
jednu od potpredsjednica ICA-e i kartografkinju koja
je cijeli zivot radila s kartama i djecom.

Nagrade se dodjeljuju svake druge godine za vrijeme
konferencije ICA-e. Nagradeni crtezi Salju se
UNICEF-u kao prijedlozi za Cestitke (greeting cards).

Ciljevi natjecanja su promoviranje dje¢jeg kreativnog
prikazivanja svijeta, poboljSavanje njihove
kartografske spoznaje i jacanje brige za okolis.

Pravila natjecanja:

* Zemlje clanice ICA-e prikupit ¢e radove na temu
“Stvaranje boljeg svijeta za djecu”, sto ¢e ih izraditi
djeca mlada od 16 godina.

* Medunarodni ziri usredotocit ¢e se na tri kriterija:
1) prepoznatljiva poruka, 2) kartografski sadrzaj,

3) kvaliteta izrade.

Drugim rjec¢ima, ziri ¢e traziti:

1. prepoznatljivu povezanost izmedu forme, oblika i
upotrebe kartografskih elemenata koji se kreativno ticu
teme natjecanja

2. prepoznatljivu sliku velikog dijela svijeta ili cijelog
svijeta na kojoj su oblici i relativni polozaj kopna i
oceana toliko to¢ni koliko se razumno moze ocekivati

od djetetove dobi i unutar konteksta upotrijebljene
kartografske projekcije.

3. odgovarajuce kartografske elemente kao $to su znakovi,
boje, nazivi i oznake, itd., a koji suu vezi s temom

— jasnost i Citljivost simbola tocke, linije i podrucja koje
odgovaraju nacinu izrazavanja, bilo na papiru ili drugoj
plohi, bilo nacrtane ili napravljene od razliitih
materijala;

— izrazajno prikazivanje prostora i odgovarajuca upotreba
percepcijskih dimenzija boja, tj. promjena u vrijednosti
za koli¢inske razlike i promjene u boji za kvalitativne
razlike;

— opcenita estetska kvaliteta, kao Sto je npr. ravnoteza
elemenata slike.

Format karte ne smije biti ve¢i od A3 (420 mm x 297
mm). Moze se upotrijebiti bilo koja kartografska

projekcija s pomocu koje se mogu kreirati obalne
linije i drugi osnovni elementi (npr. medunarodne
granice ili kartografska mreza). U tu se svrhu moze
kopirati neka postojeca karta svijeta ili upotrijebiti
raCunalni program.

Svaki rad mora imati sljedece podatke na naljepnici
zaljepljenoj na poledini: ime i prezime autora, dob,
adresu Skole i zemlju autora, te naslov na engleskom
ili na francuskom te na jeziku autora.

Svaki natjecatelj se slaze da ICA, UNICEF i
organizatori natjecanja u Hrvatskoj smiju njegov rad
umnozavati, a da ga Sveuciliste Carleton u Ottawi
smije skanirati za objavljivanje na internetu bez
posebnog dogovora ili troskova zbog autorskih prava.

Radovi izlozeni na svim do sad odrzanim izlozbama
cuvaju se u knjiznici Sveucilista Carleton i
pripremaju se za prikazivanje na webu (vidi http://
collections.ic.gc.ca/children).

Hrvatska je s uspjehom sudjelovala na izlozbama u
Barceloni 1995., Stockholmu 1997., Ottawi 1999. i
Pekingu 2001. godine. Rad izlozen u Barceloni
uvrsten je kasnije u poster UNICEF-a “Djeca crtaju
svijet”, a drugi izlozen u Stockholmu proglasen je
jednim od pobjednika.

Natjecanje u Hrvatskoj provodi Povjerenstvo za
izlozbe Kartografske sekcije Hrvatskoga geodetskog
drustva u suradnji s Hrvatskim kartografskim
drustvom (www.kartografija.hr). Radove za natjecaj
treba poslati najkasnije do 1. svibnja 2003. godine
na adresu koordinatora za Hrvatsku: doc. dr. sc.
