Briefly about the contents of this issue. Firstly we
present a few scientific and professional papers. The first
four of them refer to the latest trends in cartography and
geoinformatics. They deal with cartography of the 21st
century, cartography and geoinformatics in the
neighbouring Slovenia and the new concept of the atlas
information system of Austria. Two articles dedicated to
the Croatian cartography heritage follow. The first one is
about the Kornati archipelago, and the second one about
the Ottoman cartography of the eastern Adriatic coast.

In the effort to make this journal accessible to a wider
circle of readers, in its second part we present new Masters’
and PhD theses, books, maps, institutions, conferences,
map exhibitions... In that sense, the content of this issue is
very up-to-date. Among other things, we bring a presen-
tation of the 22nd International Cartographic Conference,
which was held this summer in A Coruna, Spain, and the
presentation of the 21st International Conference on the
History of Cartography, which was also held this summer
in Budapest, Hungary. Along with selected photos taken at
these conferences, which we publish in this issue on
number of pages, we wish to give you at least a bit of the
atmosphere we brought home from those journeys.

The main characteristic of the journal is to publish all
texts in English and in Croatian, so that it could be better
presented not only to home, but also to international
cartographic community.

The novelty of this issue is the international
membership of the Editorial Board, in which we were
joined by colleagues from Austria and Slovenia.

At the end, | would like to thank all the authors on
their contribution, all who cooperated in any way and
made a contribution of their own, and especially to the
Ministry of Science, Education and Sports of the Republic
of Croatia, the State Geodetic Administration, and
companies Zavod za fotogrametriju d.d. and Geofoto
d.o.o. for helping financially with publishing of this issue.
