A Coruna, 11-16 July 2005

22nd International Cartographic Conference and 13th
General Assembly of the International Cartographic
Association were held in A Coruna, Spain, since 11th till
16th July 2005. The main motto of the conference was
Mapping approaches into a changing world.

Conference was organised by the International
Cartographic Association (ICA), Spanish Society for
Cartography, Photogrammetry and Remote Sensing and
Local Organizing Committee. The director of the
conference and at the same time the main coordinator
was Mr Ramoén M. Lorenzo Martinez, who is one of the
vice-presidents of the ICA and the president of the
Spanish Society for Cartography, Photogrammetry and
Remote Sensing. The honorary president of the
conference was H.R.H. the Prince of Asturias.

The General Assembly, presentation of papers,
exhibition of posters, exhibitions of maps and children’s
drawings took place in the congress and exhibition centre
Palexco.

22nd International Cartographic
Conference

| could not be present at the opening ceremony of
the conference, even though | was in front of Palexco.
That was because it was not possible to enter the space
of the conference without an ID card, for which | waited
forin a queue exactly two hours! Considerably more than
| expected. According to the organisers, 1625 person from
98 countries were registered at the conference, and that
does not include persons who were there as
accompanying persons. According to that, it can be
estimated that there were almost 2000 people at the
conference. There were 19 persons from Croatia.

On the timely invitation sent to the all sides of the
world, a great number of professionals responded. On
the basis of summary for oral presentation, 540 lectures
were accepted (500 held), and on top of that 210 papers

for exhibition in the form of poster. All abstracts were
published in the book Abstract of Papers printed in A4
format on 327 pages (ISBN 0-958-46093-0), and
complete papers on a CD.

Because of the large number of papers, presentations
were to be held simultaneously in several lecture rooms,
S0 each person had to choose what to listen. How wide
is the field of cartography and geoinformation today, can
be presented by the list of topics in which all the papers
were distributed. The number of papers for each topic is
put into brackets.

A Coruna, 11-16. srpnja 2005.

U A Coruni u Spanjolskoj od 11. do 16. srpnja 2005.
odrzane su 22. medunarodna Kkartografska konferencija
(22nd International Cartographic Conference) i 13.
generalna skupStina Medunarodnoga kartografskog
dru$tva (13th General Assembly of the International
Cartographic Association). Glavni moto konferencije bio
je Kartografski pristupi u svijetu koji se mijenja (Mapping
approaches into a changing world).

Konferenciju je organiziralo Medunarodno karto-
grafsko drustvo (ICA), Spanjolsko drustvo za kartografiju,
fotogrametriju i daljinska istrazivanja te Lokalno organiza-
cijsko povjerenstvo. Direktor konferencije i ujedno glavni
koordinator bio je Ramén M. Lorenzo Martinez, koji je
jedan od potpredsjednika ICA-e i predsjednik Spanjolskog
drudtva za kartografiju, fotogrametriju i daljinska istra-
zivanja. Po€asni predsjednik konferencije bio je njegovo
veliCanstvo princ od Asturije.

Generalna skupstina, izlaganje referata, izloZba
postera, izloZba karata i dje¢jih crteZa, tehnicka izlozba i
svi ostali sastanci odrZzavali su se u kongresnom i
izlozbenom sredistu Palexco.

22. medunarodna kartografska

Sve€anom otvaranju konferencije ovaj put nisam
mogao prisustvovati, iako sam bio u neposrednoj blizini.
Naime, u prostore konferencije nije se moglo uéi bez
identifikacijske kartice, a da bih dobio svoju identifi-
kacijsku karticu morao sam Cekati u redu to€no dva sata
(1), znatno vise nego Sto sam ocekivao. Prema izjavi
organizatora, na konferenciji je bilo sluzbeno registrirano
1625 osoba iz 98 zemalja, ne ukljucujuci u to osobe u
pratnji. Prema tome, moze se procjeniti da je na konfe-
renciji bilo ukupno gotovo 2000 ljudi. Od toga bilo nas je
19 iz Hrvatske.

Na pravovremeni poziv upucen na sve strane svijeta
odazvao se zaista velik broj struénjaka. Na temelju

sazetaka za usmeno izlaganje prihvaéeno je 540 referata
(odrzano 500), a jo$ 210 za izloZzbu u obliku postera. Svi
sazeci objavljeni su u zborniku (Abstract of Papers)
tiskanom u formatu A4 na 327 stranica (ISBN 0-958-
46093-0), a kompletni radovi na odgovarajuéem CD-u.

Zbog velikog broja referata, izlaganja su se morala
odrZavati istodobno u nekoliko dvorana, tako da je svaki
sudionik morao izabrati $to ¢e sluati. Koliko je podrucje
kartografije i geoinformacija danas Siroko moguce je
prikazati popisom tema u koje su svi radovi bili
rasporedeni. Uz svaku temu u zagradi je naveden broj
referata.

In the framework of International Cartographic Con-
ference, three exhibitions of maps were set. The biggest
is always the International Cartographic Exibition on which
countries, members of ICA, present the newest works
(maps of different kind, satellite imagery, globes, atlases
and professional literature). 33 countries participated that
exhibition. The International hydrographic exhibition
presented nautical maps from 15 countries.

Exhibition of children’s drawings consisted of two
parts. The first part was the exhibition of the newest
children’s drawings that were drawn especially for the
exhibition in A Coruna, and the second part was
retrospective and selection of awarded drawings from
previous exhibitions in the period 1993-2003. Among
them we could see the Compass Card by Anita Matkovic,
awarded work at the exhibition in Stockholm in 1997. All
exhibits from the International exhibition of maps and
the Retrospective exhibition Barbara Petchenik 1993-
2003 are described in the published catalogue, printed
in B5 format on 382 pages (ISBN 84-609-6352-7).

The book Children Map the World appeared in the A
Coruna conference. This book presents one hundred
favourite drawings submitted by children from around
the world. This is a collection by young artists ranging in
age from five to fifteen that reflects artistic, cultural, social,
and cartographic awareness. In these drawings, young
people express their hopes, wishes, and fears for their
world. The images show young people’s enduring interest
in maps and the excitement to be had from them.

For children, parents, and teachers, these drawings
will inspire and delight. The ICA created Barbara
Petchenik Children’s World Map Competition in 1993 as
a memorial for Barbara Petchenik, a cartographer who
studied how children comprehend maps. To date,
thousands of children from fifty-two countries have been
involved in this competition. Proceeds from the sale of
this book will go toward graphic literacy promotions that
target developing countries and disadvantaged learners.

U sklopu medunarodne kartografske konferencije
postavljene su tri izloZzbe karata. Najveca je uvijek
Medunarodna kartografska izlozba na kojoj zemlje €lanice
ICA-e izlazu najnovije radove (karte raznih vrsta,
satelitske snimke, globuse, atlase i struénu literaturu).
Na toj su izloZbi sudjelovale 33 drZzave. Medunarodna
hidrografska izlozba prikazala je pomorske karte iz 15
drzava.

IzloZzba djedjih radova sastojala se iz dva djela. Prvi
dio sastojao se od najnovijih djecjih crteza koji su izradeni
upravo za izlozbu u A Coruni, a drugi je bio retrospektiva
i izbor nagradenih crteZa s prethodnih izlozbi u razdoblju
1993-2003. Medu njima mogli smo ponovno vidjeti
Compass Card Anite Matkovi¢, nagradeni rad na izlozbi
u Stockholmu 1997. godine.

In the framework of the conference, meetings of all
committees and working groups of ICA were held, and
also the following special meetings:

Apart from that, on the 13th July, a meeting of national
delegates was held wit the aim to prepare the general
assembly as efficient as possible, which was scheduled
for Saturday, 16 July. On that meeting, among other

things, rise of membership fee for richer countries and
the name of ICA were discussed about.

From social activities let us mention the welcome
reception, the exhibitors’ reception and the Galician fiesta.
Technical tours to Galician Supercomputer Centre
(CESGA) in Santiago de Compostela, to the Historic
Archive of Galicia and in Maritime Control Centre were
organized. Apart from guided sightseeing of A Coruna,
there was an option of participating at the congress tours
to Santiago de Compostela, to Finisterre and to the Sil
Canyon. For those with deeper pockets and more time,
five day postconference tour to Portugal was organized.

A Coruna

The municipality of A Coruna lies in the extreme north
west of Spain and forms part of the autonomous region
of Galicia. It is an Atlantic city with a moderate climate.

The municipality covers a surface area of 36.8 km?
with 243 785 inhabitants. This means a population density
of 6624 inhabitants per km?2. Given the relative shortage
of land and the need for expansion, the land is more
profitable as a base for building. Farming activities are
therefore more centred in the surrounding areas. Even
S0, as a coastal city, fishing is a very significant industry
in A Coruna (due more to the indirect work posts it creates
than the direct ones). All this means that the main sector
in the city is services — it is the economic and cultural
centre of the area and plays the role of a regional
metropolis not only in the province but in all Galicia.

The Romans came to Galicia in the 2nd century BC,
driven mainly by economic motives (the area was rich in
minerals), and the military interests of occupation and
recruiting soldiers. In 62 BC Julius Caesar came to the
city (known at the time as Brigantium) in search of the
metal trade, establishing commerce with France, England
and Portugal. At this time the population was made up of
a few fishermen living in primitive conditions.

The colonisers made the most of the strategic position
and soon the city became quite important in sea trade, as
can be seen from the building of the lighthouse in the first
or second century AD. The influence of the Romans was
very significant and affected all areas of life — language,
culture, religion etc, given the fact that the settlement lasted
for so long.

Castilian Spanish is the official language of Spain
and is spoken by most of the people. In the northern
regions of Spain: Catalonia, the Basque provinces and
Gallicia, a second official language in addition to Castilian
Spanish. In Galicia, most people speak a dialect of
Portuguese known as Galician. Because of that, often
by the name of the city A Coruna (Spanish), also can
be found La Coruna (Galician).

There have been various changes in the city’s
structure over the last few decades — it now shares some
administrative functions and is less of a military centre.
Companies have grown, especially in certain subsectors

Osim toga, 13. srpnja odrZana je sjednica nacionalnih
delegata s ciliem da se $to ucinkovitije pripremi sjednica
generalne skup$tine, to je bila zakazana za subotu, 16.
srpnja. Na toj je pripremnoj sjednici, izmedu ostalog,

raspravljano o poviSenju €lanarine za bogatije zemlje i o
imenu ICA-e.

Od drustvenih aktivnosti spomenimo domjenak
dobrodoslice, domjenak izlaga¢a i galicijsku zabavu.
Stru¢ni posjeti organizirani su u Galicijski superracunalni
centar (CESGA) u Santiago de Composteli, zatim u
Galicijski povijesni arhiv i u Pomorski centar za nadzor.
Osim razgledavanja A Corurie u pratnji vodi€a, postojala
je mogucnost sudjelovanja na izletu u Santiago de
Compostela, u Finisterre te u kanjon rijeke Sil. Za one s
dubljim dZepom i viSe vremena organizirano je
petodnevno postkonferencijsko putovanje u Portugal.

A Coruna

Grad A Coruna nalazi se na krajnjem sjevero-zapadu
Spanjolske i dio je samostalne regije Galicije. Grad se
nalazi na obali Atlantskog oceana i karakterizira ga
umjerena klima.

Grad ima povrsinu od 36,8 km? i 243 785 stanovnika,
tj. ima gusto¢u od 6624 stanovnika po km?. S obzirom na
relativni nedostatak zemlje i potrebe za Sirenjem, zemlja je
isplativija kao osnova za gradnju. Stoga su poljoprivredne
djelatnosti smjestene uglavnom na rubnim podrucjima. S
obzirom da je grad na obali, ribarstvo je vrlo bitna grana
industrije u A Coruni (viSe zahvaljujuci posrednim radnim
mjestima koje omogucava, nego neposrednim). |z
navedenog proizlazi da je glavna grana djelatnosti u A
Coruni usluga — to je ekonomsko i kulturno srediste Sireg
podrucja koje igra ulogu regionalne metropole, ne samo u
okolici ve¢ u cijeloj Galiciji.

Rimljani su dosli u Galiciju u 2. stoljecu pr. Kr., potaknuti
vec¢inom ekonomskim motivima (podrucje je bogato
mineralima), kolonizacijskim interesima i potrebom
novacenja vojnika. Julije Cezar je 62. god. pr. Kr. posjetio
grad (tada poznat kao Brigantium) u potrazi za trgovinom
metala, uspostavljajuci promet s Francuskom, Engleskom
i Portugalom. U to vrijeme populaciju je €inilo nekoliko ribara
koji su Zivjeli u primitivnim uvjetima.

Kolonizatori su iskoristili strate$ku poziciju najbolje
8to su mogli i uskoro je grad postao vrlo vazan u
djelatnostima vezanim uz more, $to dokazuje i svjetionik

koji je izgraden u 1. ili 2. st. S obzirom na to da je
kolonizacija trajala dugo, utjecaj Rimljana bio je vrlo
znac€ajan i utjecao je na sve aspekte Zivota — jezik,
kulturu, religiju itd.

Kastiljanski 8panjolski je sluzbeni jezik u
Spanjolskoj. U sjevernim podrugjima Spanjolske:
Kataloniji, Baskiji i Galiciji upotrebljava se uz kastiljanski
$panjolski i drugi sluzbeni jezik. U Galiciji, vecina ljudi
govori dijalekt portugalskog poznat kao galicijski. Zbog
toga se Cesto uz ime grada A Coruna (8panjolski), moze
naci i La Coruna (galicijski).

Posljednjih nekoliko desetlje¢a gradska struktura
dozZivjela je zna€ajne promjene —trenutno A Coruna ima
neke administativne funkcije i nije toliko izraZeni vojni
centar. Tvrtke su se razvile i povecale, osobito u nekim
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such as finance, communication, layout and sales,
manufacturing, technical services and the port itself (it is
the largest in Europe in terms of fresh fish unloaded),
with the increase in other port activities like crude oil and
solid bulk, making up 75% of Galician port traffic.

The city has been relaunched over the past few years
with better access, an improved cultural, sporting, leisure
and scientific infrastructure, a better framework, the
recovery of the shoreline and the strengthening of the
tourist sector. All this has reaffirmed the city’s existing
character as a centre for administration, sales, sport
activities, culture and tourism.

The next 23rd International Cartographic Conference
and the 14th General Assembly of the ICA will be held
from 4th till 10th August 2007 in Moscow. First
announcement is printed, and the Internet address is

Considering the conference in whole, | can definitely
conclude that cartographic generalization was subject
which somewhat stood out of other. That could be noticed
by quite good respond to the tutorial of the committee of
ICA, Cartographic Generalization and Multiple
Presentation, and because of the lectures on the subject
in the framework of the conference that were visited the
most. Also, it is visible that major software companies
from the field of GIS (ESRI and Intergraph) emphasize
the development of tools for generalizing models, vector
topographic data and generalization of cartographic
presentation in different scales.

From discussions with world’s leading experts one can
conclude that the question of generalization has once again
become actual, after it was put in background for almost a
decade because of disappointing results in beginning
attempts of automatic generalization. But still, as it could
be heard on the lectures, automatic gene-ralization remains
to be “Holy Grail” of cartography and GIS.

Second thing that was to notice was the question of
generalization of topographic data, and the role of
cartographers and cartography. In the previous years,
most of the western countries have put emphasis on the
establishment of topographic database, so the carto-
graphers were, partly by their own fault, neglected. Today
a sort of “cartographic renaissance” comes where
cartographer will have to play key role in responding to
the users’ requests for visualization that data and creation
of new products. New generations of cartographers will
have to be more active for that matter, embrace the new
technologies and use the possibilities that they offer. Here
[ primarily think of moving the focus from the paper maps
to digital presentations and multimedia.

In the end, | would mention that it is hard to give the
whole picture of the state of cartography in the world,
and to estimate where Croatia’s place in that matter is,
because the biggest contribution to the conference was
given by the developed countries of western Europe and
Northern America which invest considerable money into
geoinformatics industry, and have long cartographic
tradition. As | was for the first time on a conference like
this one, | was surprised by many fields of cartography
for which | did not even know they existed!

13th Extraordinary General Assembly
of the ICA

On the last day of International Cartographic
Conference, national representatives met at the
extraordinary assembly of the International Cartographic
Association (ICA). General Assembly gathers regularly
every four years, and this year an extraordinary assembly
was called because of the proposition to change the name
of the organisation into “International Cartographic
Association” with the second name “International Society
for Cartography and Geographic Information”. From the
total of 80 member countries, 58 had the right to vote
(the rest lost their right for not paying the membership
fee), so that for the acceptance of the suggestion 30 votes
were needed. Attitudes around changing the name of the
society were divided, and some of the representatives in
the name of their countries (Slovenia, Switzerland)
publicly confronted that change. Representatives of 46
countries voted, and the proposal of change was not
accepted.

The General Assembly confirmed some lesser
corrections of the Statute and accepted two new countries
Benin and Cyprus, into membership of organization.

The General Assembly chose the place for 24th
International Cartographic Conference for the year 2009.
Thatis Santiago de Chile, or shorter, Santiago. But before
that, cartographers from all over the world will meet at
the 23rd conference and regular General Assembly in
Moscow in August 2007.

Zapazanja s konferencije

Sto se tite konferencije u cjelini, mogu definitvno
zakljuciti da je kartografska generalizacija bila tema koja
je donekle odskakala od ostalih. To se moglo zamjetiti
kroz poprili€no dobar odaziv na te€aju (tutorialu) povjeren-
stva ICA-e Kartografska generalizacija i visestruki prikazi
(Cartographic Generalization and Multiple Presentation),
te predavanja na tu temu u sklopu konferencije koja su
imala najbolju posjecenost. Takoder je vidljiv naglasak
najjacih softverskih kompanija iz podruéja GIS-a (ESRI i
Intergraph) na razvoju alata za generalizaciju modela,
vektorskih topografskih podataka, te generalizaciju
kartografskih prikaza razli¢itih mjerila.

Danas dolazi
do svojevrsne “kartografske renesanse” gdje Ce kartografi
morati odigrati kljuénu ulogu u odgovaranju na zahtjeve
korisnika po pitanju vizualizacije tih podataka i kreriranju
novih proizvoda. Nove generacije kartografa morat ¢e
biti aktivnije po tim pitanjima i morat ¢e prigrliti nove
tehnologije i iskoristiti mogucénosti koje one pruzaju.

13. izvanredna Generalna skupstina ICA-e

Posljednji dan Medunarodne kartografske
konferencije nacionalni predstavnici sastali su se na
izvanrednoj skup&tini Medunarodnoga kartografskog
drustva. Generalna skupstina redovno se sastaje svake
Cetiri godine, a ovogodisnja izvanredna skupstina
sazvana je zbog prijedloga o promjeni imena organizacije
“Medunarodno kartografsko drustvo (International
Cartographic Association)” s drugim imenom tako da se
uz “Medunarodno kartografsko drustvo” doda
“Medunarodno drustvo za kartografiju i geografske
informacije (International Society for Cartography and
Geographic Information)”. Od ukupno 80 drzava ¢lanica
organizacije pravo na glasanju imalo je 58 (ostalima je
pravo glasanja oduzeto zbog neplacenja ¢lanarine), tako
da je za prihvacanje prijedloga trebalo 30 glasova. Stavovi
oko promjene imena drustva bili su podijeljeni, a neki su
se predstavnici uime svojih drzava (Slovenija, Svicarska)
javno protivili takvoj promjeni.
