August 28 - September 2, 2006, National Library of France, Paris

The National Library of France, Maps
and Plans Department' organised the
15th LIBER GdC Conference (Associa-
tion of European Research Libraries, Car-
tographers' Group)? in Paris from August
28 to September 2, 2006.

The National Geographic Institute®,
The Department of Defence, The Map
Collection* and The National Archives®
also participated in organising the confer-
ence.

The Map Collection of the National
Library in Paris is one of the largest and
richest in the world. Its fund is composed
of:

0 710 000 map sheets
10 000 atlas volumes
154 globes

The most valuable cartographic ma-
terial besides the other valuable materi-
als of the Library is presented via web
pages of the National Library, titled Galli-
ca (see URL: http://gallica.bnf.fr/antholo-
gie/page.asp?T2-2-4-CP.htm).

The president of the Organising
Board of the conference was Miss HelCne
Richard, head of the Maps and Plans
Department at the National Library of
France and the president of the Cartog-
raphers’ Group of LIBER.

The theme of this year’s 15th confer-
ence was Printed and Digital Cartographic
Materials: Approach and Protection. Offi-

cial languages of the conference were
French, English and German. 68 people
from European countries participated at
the conference. The largest number of
participants was from the host country,
then from Belgium, Great Britain, the
Netherlands, Germany, Denmark, Swe-
den, Norway, Ireland, Poland, Spain, Rus-
sia, Estonia, Latvia, Switzerland, Slove-
nia and Croatia.

The conference was officially opened
by the president of the National Library of
France Mr. Jeal-Noel Jeanneney by hold-
ing a greeting speech and continuing to
have a good time with participants. After
the opening ceremony, the conference
started to work with presentations of na-
tional reports by representatives of most
present states members about the work
and cartographic happenings in the last
two years (2004-2006). The national re-
ports are going to be published on the web
pages of the Group®. Meetings of the Main
Board and Work Groups for Education,
Middle and Eastern Europe were held.
The participants of the conference also
had a professional guided visit to the
Maps and Plans Department, which is sit-
uated in the old building of the Library in
Richelieu Street, where first two days of
the conference were held.

The first session, titled Protection of
Digital Documents started with an essay
by H. Dupont from Denmark Royal Li-
brary, titled Mandatory Copy of Digital
Material. It was continued by E. Bermes
from the host library, who spoke of pro-
tection by digitizing and its challenges for
libraries. G. Baarnhielm from the Swed-
ish Royal Library also talked about prob-
lems related to the future of digital mate-
rials and geodata. The program of Euro-
pean Commission, eContentplus, for dig-
itization of valuable materials in heritage
institutions in Europe was presented by
M. Watelet, the representative of the Com-
mission for Cartographic Materials. L. Zin-
chuk from Russia talked about use of dig-
ital maps and future perspectives in the
Map Collection of the National Library of
Russia. Older geological maps of Belgium
in electronic environment were talked

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about by A. Anceau from the University of
Liege. The French Institute for Research
and Development demonstrated the Pho-
sat base, and M. van Egmond from the
University of Utrecht talked about thematic
maps of the Netherlands on the Internet.

The second session, titled Carfo-
graphic Mission of the French Govern-
ment was held the next day at the Na-
tional Geographic Institute and the Map
Collection of the Ministry of Defence. The
participants were presented with the work
of those institutions, and a tour of the col-
lections of cartographic material was or-
ganised, as well as an appropriate cock-
tail.

The third session, titled Approach to
Map Collections and National Bibliogra-
phies was held at the new building of the
National Library Frangois Mitterrand. L.
Azzolin from Grenoble talked about the
application of GIS at the Library of the
Alpine Geographic Institute. J. Bove from
Dresden presented the project Kartenfo-
rum Sachsen which enables a new ap-
proach to digitized cartographic materi-
als. J. Buhler from Zurich spoke of the
project Toporama, which enables spatial
browsing of digitized maps. Conversion
of an old catalogue on sheets of carto-
graphic material of the State Library in
Berlin was talked about by S. Mittenzwei.
L. Szaniawska and V. Thomé talked about
national bibliographies of cartographic
materials of Poland and France. After the
lecture and refreshment, the participants
perambulated the library, the reading
rooms, and two large globes by V. Coro-
nelli, which was a special pleasure.

The last working day ended with a visit
to the Map Collection of the National Ar-
chive with occasional talking and cock-
tail. The conference ended with adoption
of the new Main Board and a discussion
about guidelines for future work and an
announcement of the next conference of
LIBER GdC in Amsterdam in 2008. On
the last day of the conference, a visit to
the Chantilly castle was organised and the
participants relaxed, visited the museum
and library of the castle and perambulat-
ed a nice park.

Predsjednica organizacijskog odbora
konferencije bila je gospoda HelEne Ric-
hard, voditeljica Odsjeka za karte i planove
u Nacionalnoj knjiznici Francuske i pred-
sjednica Grupe kartografa pri LIBER-u.

Tema ovogodisnje, 15. konferencije bi-
laje Tiskana i digitalna kartografska grada:
pristup i zastita. Sluzbeni jezici konferen-
cije bili su francuski, engleski i njemacki.
Sudjelovalo je 68 predstavnika iz europ-
skih zemalja. Najvedi broj sudionika bio je
iz zemlje domacina, zatim iz Belgije, Velike
Britanije, Nizozemske, Njemacke, Danske,
Svedske, Norveske, Irske, Poljske, Spa-
njolske, Rusije, Estonije,
Latvije, Svicarske, Slove-
nije i Hrvatske.

Konferenciju je sluz-
beno otvorio predsjednik
Nacionalne knjiznice Fran-
cuske gospodin Jean-Noel
Jeanneney, odrzavsi poz-
dravnurije¢, a druzenje sa
sudionicima nastavio je uz
koktel. Nakon svecanog
otvorenja zapocCeo je radni
dio konferencije prezenti-
ranjem nacionalnih izvje-
Staja predstavnika vecéine
drzava ¢lanica o radu i kar-
tografskim zbivanjima u
protekle dvije godine
(2004-2006). Nacionalni
izvjeStaji bit Ce objavljeni
na mreznim stranicama

Grupe®. Odrzani su sastanci Glavnog od-
bora i Radnih grupa za obrazovanje te za
srednju i istoénu Europu. Za sudionike je
organiziran posjet uz stru¢no vodstvo Od-
sjeku za karte i planove, koji se nalazi u
staroj zgradi Knjiznice u ulici Richelieu,
gdje su odrzana prva dva dana konfe-
rencije.

Prva sjednica, pod nazivom Zastita
digitalnih dokumenata, otpocela je refe-
ratom Obvezni primjerak digitalne grade
H. Duponta iz Danske kraljevske knjizni-
ce. Nastavila je kolegica iz knjiznice do-
macina E. Bermes, koja je govorila o
zastiti digitalizacijom i njezinim izazovima
za knjiznice. G. Baamhielm iz Svedske
kraljevske knjiznice takoder je problema-
tizirao buduénost digitalne grade i geopo-
dataka. O programu Europske komisije
eContentplus za digitalizaciju vrijedne
grade u bastinskim ustanovama u Europi
govorio je predstavnik pri Komisiji za
kartografsku gradu M. Watelet. Kolegica
iz Rusije L. Zinchuk govorila je o koriStenju
digitalnih karata i perspektivama u budu-
¢nosti u Kartografskoj zbirci Nacionalne
knjiznice Rusije. O starijim geolo$kim
kartama Belgije u elektronickom okru-
Zenju govorila je A. Anceau sa Sveucilista
u Liegeu. Francuski Institut za istraZivanje
i razvoj demonstrirao je bazu Phosat, a
M. van Egmond sa Sveucilista u Utrechtu
govorio je o tematskim kartama Nizozem-
ske na internetu.

Druga sjednica, Kartografska misija
francuske viade, upriliCena je sljedeceg
dana u Nacionalnom geografskom insti-
tutu i Kartografskoj zbirci Ministarstva
obrane. Sudionicima je predstavljen rad

tih institucija, organiziran je obilazak zbirki
kartografske grade uz stru¢no vodstvo te
prigodan domjenak.

Treca sjednica, pod nazivom Pristup
kartografskim zbirkama i nacionalne bibli-
ografije, odvijala se u novoj zgradi Nacio-
nalne knjiznice Frangois Mitterrand. L.
Azzolin iz Grenoblea govorila je o primjeni
GIS-a u knjiznici Alpskoga geografskog
instituta. J. Bove iz Dresdena predstavio
je projekt Kartenforum Sachsen, koji na
nov nacin omogucuje pristup digitalizi-
ranoj kartografskoj gradi. J. Buhler iz
Zlricha govorio je o projektu Toporama s
pomocu kojega je moguce prostorno
pretrazivanje digitaliziranih karata. O
konverziji staroga kataloga na listi¢ima
kartografske grade Drzavne knjiznice u
Berlinu govorila je S. Mittenzwei. O nacio-
nalnim bibliografijama kartografske grade
Poljske i Francuske govorile su L. Szani-
awska i V. Thomé. Nakon predavanja i
osvjeZenja, sudionici skupa obisli su
zgradu knjiznice, Citaonice i, 8to je bilo
posebno zadovoljstvo, dva globusa velikih
dimenzija V. Coronellija.

Posljednji radni dan skupa zavrsio je
posjetom Kartografskoj zbirci Nacional-
nog arhiva uz prigodno druzenje i domje-
nak. Konferencija je zavrsila izborom no-
voga Glavnog odbora, te raspravom o
smjernicama u radu u buducnosti i naja-
vom sljedece konferencije LIBER GdC u
Amsterdamu 2008. Posljednjeg dana kon-
ferencije uprili¢en je izlet u dvorac Chan-
tilly, nedaleko od Pariza, gdje su se sudi-
onici opustili uz druzenje, posjet muzeju i
knjiznici dvorca te obilazak lijepog parka.
