Dragutin Gorjanovi¢ Kramgerber
150 Years After his Birth, 70 Years After His Death

Dragutin Gorjanovi¢ Kramberger,
M. C. Crnéi¢, Zagreb, HAZU

He was born in Zagreb, on October
25, 1856, and died in Zagreb on Decem-
ber 22, 1936. He studied palaeontology
in Zurich and Munich, and received his
PhD in Tibingen in 1879. In 1884, he
habilitated himself at the University of
Zagreb. From 1880, he was curator of the

Mineralogical Department of
the Croatian National Muse-
um and worked, in collabo-
ration with Gjuro Pilar, on the
mapping of Mount Medved-
nica and the Samobor Moun-
tain. At the Faculty of Philos-
ophy in Zagreb, he was ap-
pointed assistant professorin
1884, associate professor in
1894 and full professor in
1896. In 1893, he became
the head of the Geological-
Palaeontological Depart-
ment of the Croatian Nation-
al Museum. He was engaged
in palaeontology, stratigra-
phy, tectonics, palaeoclima-
tology, hydrography, applied
geology and geological map-
ping. In 1899, he discovered
arich site of early man on the
Hu$njak hill, known as the
Krapina early man and sub-
sequently carried out con-
temporary scientific research
of osteological human material and fau-
na, life and culture of Krapinians, as well
as of ecological conditions. He founded
the Geological Commission for Croatia
and Slavonia with the aim to carry out
geological mapping and pedological re-
search (1909) and the scientific journal

150 godina od njegova rodenja, 70 godina od smirti

Rodio se u Zagrebu, 25. listopada
1856, gdje je i umro 22. prosinca 1936.
Studirao je paleontologiju u Zirichu i
Miinchenu, a doktorirao 1879. u Tubin-
genu. Godine 1884. habilitirao se na
zagrebackom Sveucilistu. Od 1880. radio
je kao kustos Mineralo$kog odjela Hrvat-
skog narodnog muzeja, te je zajedno s
Gjurom Pilarom radio na kartiranju Zagre-
backe i Samoborske gore. Na Filozof-
skom fakultetu u Zagrebu izabran je 1884.
za docenta, 1894. za izvanrednog profe-
sora, a 1896. za redovitog profesora. Rav-
natelj GeoloSko-paleontoloSkog odjela
Hrvatskog narodnog muzeja postao je
1893. Bavio se paleontologijom, stratigra-
fijom, tektonikom, paleoklimatologijom,
hidrografijom, primijenjenom geologijom
i geoloSkim kartiranjem. Godine 1899.

otkrio je na HuSnjakovu brdu bogato nala-
ziSte Krapinskog pracovjeka. Nakon toga
proveo je suvremena znanstvena istrazi-
vanja obradivsi kako osteoloki materijal
ljudi, tako i popratne faune, Zivot i kulturu
Krapinca, te onodobne ekoloske prilike.
Osnovao je Geolosko povjerenstvo za Hr-
vatsku i Slavoniju sa svrhom geoloskog
kartiranja i pedolo$kog istrazivanja (1909)
te znanstveni Casopis Vijesti geoloskog
povjerenstva (1911). Time se geoloska
sluzba Hrvatske odvojila i osamostalila od
Geolo$kog instituta u Budimpesti, a njezin
neposredni sljedbenik je danasnji Institut
za geolo$ka istrazivanja u Zagrebu. Umi-
rovljen je 1924. kao profesor i ravnatelj
Muzeja, ali je djelovao do 1928. Sudje-
lovao je na mnogobrojnim znanstvenim
skupovima. Objavio je oko 250 radova u

Vijesti geoloskog povjerenstva (1911).
These acts enabled the Croatian geolog-
ical service to become independent from
the Geological Institute in Budapest, and
later to develop into the present-day In-
stitute of Geological Research in Zagreb.
Though he retired from his posts of pro-
fessor and head of the Museum, Kram-
berger remained active until 1928. Dur-
ing his career, he took part in a large
number of scientific conferences and pub-
lished about 250 papers in Croatian and
international journals. He made a couple
of geological maps. His greatest scientif-
ic contribution is an analysis and interpre-
tation of fossil remains of the Krapina early
man. He was a holder of an honorary
doctoral degree of the University of Za-
greb, an honorary member of the Associ-
ation of Medical Doctors and Croatian
Natural Sciences Association, an honor-
ary citizen of Zagreb, Karlovac and Krapi-
na, a member of nine foreign scientific
associations. From 1892, he was an as-
sociate member and from 1909 a full
member of the Yugoslav Academy of Arts
and Sciences. He received three orders
of honour.
