Croatia in the International Cartographic
Association: 20th Anniversary

The International Cartographic
Association - ICA was established in
Bern on June 9, 1959. Preparatory con-
ferences on its establishment were held
from 1956 to 1959: the Esselte Confer-
ence in Stockholm in 1956, the Rand
McNally Conference in Chicago in 1957
and the DGfK Conference in Mainz in
1958. The first General assembly, at
which the statute was adopted, was
held in Paris in 1961. Conferences
which followed were held in the fol-
lowing cities:

= play a leading role in the Interna-
tional Council of Science (ICSU),
United Nations bodies and the Joint
Board for Geospatial Information
Societies (JBGIS).

= receiving professional and sci-
entific recognition from individu-
alsin all related fields

= use its knowledge, experience and
expertise to remain relevant and
authoritative in its widest context.

Each country with cartographic
activities can become an ICA member if
it accepts to provide financial support
and active collaboration in scientific
and expert-technical work.

Only one organisation in each
country can represent that country in
ICA and priority is given to the national
society or council on cartography. In-
dividual people can not become ICA
members, but ICA may accept mem-
bership requests from scientific, expert
or commercial organisations wishing
to collaborate in its activities.

In the early 1990's, one of the main
goals of the Section for Cartography of
the Croatian Geodetic Society was for
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Hrvatska u Medunarodnom kartografskom
drustvu: 20. obljetnica

Medunarodno kartografsko drus-
tvo (International Cartographic Asso-
ciation - ICA) osnovano je u Bernu 9.
lipnja 1959. godine. Pripremne konfe-
rencije na kojima se raspravljalo o nje-
govom osnutku odrZavane su od 1956.
do 1959. godine: Konferencija Esselte u
Stockholmu 1956., Konferencija Rand
McNally u Chicagu 1957. i Konferencija
DGfK u Mainzu 1958. Prva generalna
skupstina, na kojoj je usvojen statut,
odrZana je u Parizu 1961. godine. Zatim
slijede konferencije i skupstine u ovim
gradovima:

»  kako upotrebljava znanje, iskustvo
i stru¢nost kako bi ostala relevant-
na i autoritativna u najsirem kon-
tekstu.

Svaka drzava koja se bavi karto-
grafskom aktivno$¢u moZe biti prihva-
¢ena za Clanicu ICA-e ako prihvaca
obavezu davanja financijske podrske i
aktivnu suradnju u znanstvenom i
stru¢no-tehni¢kom radu.

Svaka drZava mozZe biti predstav-
liena kao ¢lanica samo preko jedne or-
ganizacije, od kojih se prednost daje
nacionalnom drustvu ili vije¢u za kar-
tografiju. Pojedinci ne mogu biti ¢lano-
vi, no ICA moze prihvatiti zahtjeve za
Clanstvo od znanstvenih, stru¢nih ili
komercijalnih organizacija, ako one Zele
suradivati u njezinim aktivnostima.

Poletkom 1990-ih jedan od osno-
vih ciljeva Sekcije za kartografiju pri
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Croatia to become a member of ICA. As
a secretary of the Section for Carto-
graphy, M. Lapaine wrote a letter of in-
tent to ICA Secretary General, J. P.
Grelot. ICA Executive Committee held a
session in July 1994 and accepted Croa-
tian application and the formal accept-
ance was executed during the 17th
International Cartographic Conference,
at the 10th General assembly of ICA in
Barcelona on September 3, 1995.

Details on Croatia's acceptance in
ICA and the 17th International Carto-
graphic Conference can be read in the
special issue of Geodetski list published in
February 1996. Allow me to quote sev-
eral sentences by Prof. Pasko Lovri¢,
doyen of Croatian cartography:

"The Republic of Croatia was unan-
imously accepted as a member of the
International Cartographic Association.
Croatian coordinates, its place in global
cartography could be reliably determined

in the wonderful city with hospitable
hosts, among cartography lovers from
all over the world, who described and
exhibited their achievements. We
should be happy if we were better than
others and if we were weaker than our
equals, we should find wisdom and
strength to catch up to them and sur-
pass them.

The contemporary rich offerings of
developed cartographies are distin-
guished by new graphics and use of
colour for expressing cartographic
representations. Digital map produc-
tion enabled rich colours and perfect
technical execution which used to be
unimaginable. New maps are based on
long-time experience in cartographic
graphic expression and the latest
achievement in computer techniques."

The Section for Cartography of the
Croatian Geodetic Society prepared
participation of Croatian cartographers

in the 17th, 18th, 19th and 20th Inter-
national Cartographic ~Conferences.
The Croatian Cartographic Society was
established on October 10, 2001 and
took over the preparation of participa-
tion of Croatian cartographers in in-
ternational cartographic conferences.
This was executed successfully for the
21st, 22nd, 23rd, 24th, 25th, 26th and
27th conferences and I hope it is going
to continue for future conferences, the
first of which is going to be held in
Washington D.C. in 2017.

Let us end this review by concluding
without a doubt that Croatian carto-
graphy has a place in the international
cartographic community. We hope it is
going to have many other anniversar-
ies.

Miljenko Lapaine Il
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Hrvatskom geodetskom drustvu bio je
primanje Hrvatske u Medunarodno
kartografsko drustvo. M. Lapaine je u
svojstvu tajnika Sekcije za kartografiju
uputio pismo namjere glavnom tajniku
ICA-e J. P. Grelotu. Izvr$no vijece ICA-e
na svojoj sjednici odrZanoj u srpnju
1994, u Stockholmu odobrilo je prijavu
Hrvatske u Clanstvo, a konacno pri-
hvaéanje bilo je na 10. generalnoj
skupstini ICA-e u Barceloni 3. rujna
1995. za vrijeme odrZavanja 17. medu-
narodne kartografske konferencije.

O pojedinostima u vezi s primanjem
Hrvatske u ICA-u i 17. medunarodnoj
kartografskoj konferenciji pisali smo
opsirno u izvanrednom broju Geodet-
skog lista koji je cijeli bio posveéen tom
dogadaju i objavljen u veljaci 1996. Citi-
rat ¢usamo nekoliko recenica pokojnog
prof. Paska Lovri¢a, doajena hrvatske
kartografije.

"Clanstvo Republike Hrvatske u
Medunarodnom kartografskom drus-

tvujednoglasno je prihvaceno i srdatno
pozdravljeno. U divnom gradu gosto-
ljubivih domacina, medu zaljubljenici-
ma u kartografiju iz cijeloga svijeta, koji
su opisali i izloZili svoja postignuca,
mogle su se pouzdano odrediti hrvat-
ske koordinate, hrvatsko mjesto u
svjetskoj kartografiji. Ako smo bili bolji
od nekih drugih trebamo se veseliti, a
ako smo bili slabiji od inace nama rav-
nih, moramo smod¢i mudrosti i snage da
ih dostignemo i prestignemo.

Danasnje sadrZajno bogatstvo cje-
lovite ponude razvijenih kartografija
odlikuje se novom grafikom, uz nagla-
Senu upotrebu boja kao sredstva izra-
Zavanja kartografskih prikaza. Done-
davno nezamislivo bogat kolorit i savr-
Senu tehnitku izvedbu suvremenih
karata omogudili su digitalni postupci
njihove izrade. One su izgradene na
vjekovnom iskustvu kartografskoga
grafickog izrazavanja i najnovijim ot-

kri¢ima ra¢unalne tehnike."
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Sekcija za kartografiju Hrvatskoga
geodetskog drustva (HGD) pripremilaje
sudjelovanje hrvatskih kartografa na
17., 18., 19. i 20. medunarodnoj karto-
grafskoj konferenciji. Hrvatsko karto-
grafsko drustvo osnovano je 10. listo-
pada 2001. i preuzelo od Sekcije za kar-
tografiju HGD-a pripremanje sudjelo-
vanja hrvatskih kartografa na medu-
narodnim kartografskim konferenci-
jama. To je uspjesno obavilo za 21., 22.,
23., 24., 25., 26. i 27. konferenciju, a na-
dam se da ¢e tako nastaviti i za sljedeée
konferencije od kojih nas prva ocekuje
2017. godine u Washingtonu D.C.

Zaklju¢imo ovaj osvrt konstataci-
jom da hrvatska kartografija ima svoje
sigurno mjesto u medunarodnoj kar-
tografskoj zajednici. PoZelimo joj jo$
neku lijepu obljetnicu!
