On the occasion of the
250th anniversary of the
Vienna meridian survey

On Saturday, June 9, 2012, the Croa-
tian Cartographic Society organized a
tour and a visit to the oldest trigono-
metric point in Croatia on the occasion
of the 250th anniversary of the Vienna
meridian arc survey. The tour was in-
cluded in the Program of Professional
Improvement of the Croatian Chamber
of Chartered Engineers of Geodesy, and
the Committee for Permanent Profes-
sional Improvement decided to award 5
(five) points a person.

Surveys of the Vaienna meridian
arc 250 years ago were the first of its
kind in the former Austria-Hungary,
which makes them historically very
important. Knowledge in developing
trigonometric networks was very sig-
nificant for production of contempor-
ary maps and, subsequently, cadastral
plans. Surveys were led by Joseph
Liesganig on request by Maria Theresa
and proposed by Ruder Josip Boskovic.
The trigonometric chain which had to
be established and surveyed starts in
Sobé&sice near Brno in Czech Republic,

goes across Vienna and Graz in
Austria, passes through a part of Slov-
enia and ends in Varazdin in Croatia.
Liesganig’s surveys of the Vienna me-
ridian arc are exceptionally important
for Croatians because it was the first
time in history to establish and survey
a trigonometric point in Croatia.

Twenty-five people attended the
tour. We departed from Zagreb by bus at
8:30. When we arrived in Varazdin, we
were warmly welcomed at the Faculty
of Organization and Informatics, where
we were treated with Varazdin bagels
and drinks. We owe thanks to the Dean
of the Faculty of Organization and In-
formatics, Prof. Dr. Vjeran Strahonja
and also to Assist. Prof. Milan Rezo from
the Faculty of Geotechnical Engineering
in Varazdin for their hospitality.

The reception was followed by fol-
lowing three lectures, which were held
in the multimedia hall of the Varazdin
City Museum in the Hercer Palace:

As a sign of gratitude, M. Lapaine
left the Varazdin City Museum the
monograph Topographic Maps on the
Territory of Croatia, published by the
State Geodetic Administration.

After the lectures, we set toward
the Varazdin cathedral, where parti-
cipants were greeted by chancellor
Mons. Antun Percié¢, who briefly de-
scribed the development of the
Church of Assumption of the Blessed
Virgin Mary (now Varazdin cathedral)
and offered the participants the
unique possibility of climbing to the
45 m high belfry, which offers a unique
panoramic view, as far as Borl and Jer-
uzalem. As a sign of gratitude, M.
Lapaine left the VaraZdin cathedral
the monograph Topographic Maps on
the Territory of Croatia, published by
the State Geodetic Administration.

The tour continued to Slovenia
and the old city of Borl, which used to
be called Ankenstein and where there
is a trigonometric point in the tower
of the church of St. Urban. The old city
of Borl is owned by the Republic of
Slovenia and it is not possible to access
it due to its poor condition.

The third and last trigonometric
point of the tour was the church tower
in Jeruzalem near OrmozZ. It is the
Church of the Sad Mother of God,
which can be visited. It has an inter-
esting history and attracts pilgrims
from all over the world. Nearby, there
is a hotel with information centre and
awine cellar.

Considering it is a viticultural area,
the tour ended with a visit to the
Brenholc Wine Temple in Jerusalem,
where participants were able to taste
several domestic kinds of wine and
then enjoy a lunch consisting of speci-
alities of Prlekija ("Gobova juha, svin-
ska pecenka, puranji pariski, prazen
krompir, zelenjava, solata, ajdova
pogaca. Ob prihodu dobrodoslica v
kleti z dvema sortama vina."). We re-
turned to Zagreb at around 9 pm.

Let us note the tour was attended
by six students of the Faculty of
Geodesy and two veterans: Prof, Dr.
Petrica Novosel Zic and Prof. Dr.
Bozidar Kanajet. The tour could be the
first step in the effort to mark the final
point of the Vienna survey (Varazdin
cathedral tower) with a monument or
at least a memorial plate.

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Struéni obilazak

U povodu 250. godiSnjice
izmjere BeCkog meridijana

U subotu 9. lipnja 2012. Hrvatsko
kartografsko drustvo organiziralo je
stru¢ni obilazak u povodu 250. godis-
njice izmjere Beckog meridijana i po-
sietu  najstarijoj trigonometrijskoj
tocki u Hrvatskoj. Taj strucni obilazak
uvrsten je u Program strucnog usavr-
Savanja Hrvatske komore ovlastenih
inZenjera geodezije, a Odbor za trajno
stru¢no usavrsavanje donio je odluku
o dodijeli 5 (pet) bodova.

Mjerenja duljine Beckog meridi-
jana izvedena prije to¢no 250 godina
bila su prva te vrste u tadasnjoj Aus-
trougarskoj te tako imaju svoje veliko
povijesno znacenje. Prikupljeno zna-
nje u razvijanju trigonometrijskih
mreZa bilo je vrlo znacajno za izradu
suvrementh karata kao i poslije za iz-
radu katastarskih planova. Mjerenja je
predvodio Joseph Liesganig na zahtjev
Marije Terezije, a na preporuku Ru-
dera Josipa Boskovia. Trigonome-
trijski lanac koji je trebalo uspostaviti i
izmjeriti zapoCinje u mjestu SobéSice
kod Brna u dana$njoj Republici Ceskoj,
vodi preko Bela i Graza u Austriji,
prolazi dijelom Slovenije i zavrSava u
Varazdinu. Za nas u Hrvatskoj Liesga-
nigova mjerenja duljine luka Beckog
meridijana su posebice zna¢ajna jer je
pri tome u Hrvatskoj po prvi put u po-
vijesti postavljena i izmjerena jedna
trigonometrijska tocka.

Na stru¢nom obilasku sudjelovalo
je 25 osoba. Iz Zagreba smo krenuli
autobusom u 8:30. Nakon dolaska u
Varazdin srdano smo docekani na

Nakon toga krenuli smo prema va-
razdinskoj katedrali, gdje je sudionike
docekao kancelar mons. Antun Percié
koji je ukratko opisati razvoj crkve
Uznesenja BlaZene Djevice Marije -
danas varazdinske katedrale i ponu-
dio jedinstvenu priliku penjanja na 45
m visoki vrh zvonika odakle se pruza
jedinstven pogled na sve strane, pa
tako i do Borla i Jeruzalema. U znak
zahvalnosti M. Lapaine je varazdin-
skoj katedrali poklonio monogra-
fiju Topografske karte na podrudju
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Hrvatske, izdanje Drzavne geodetske
uprave.

Putovanje se nastavilo u Sloveniju
do staroga grada Borla, koji se u to do-
ba nazivao Ankenstein i gdje se na
tornju crkve sv. Urbana nalazi trigo-
nometrijska tocka. Stari grad Borl u
vlasniStvu je Republike Slovenije, a
zbog loSeg stanja u njega nije dozvo-
ljen pristup. Mogu¢ je pristup samo
do staroga grada.

Treca i posljednja trigonometrij-
ska tocka stru¢nog obilaska bila je cr-
kveni toranj u Jeruzalemu nedaleko
OrmoZa. Rije¢ je o crkvi Zalosne Majke
BoZje koju se moZe posjetiti, koja ima
zanimljivu povijest, a i danas privlaci
hodocasnike sa svih krajeva svijeta. U
neposrednoj blizini je hotel s infor-
macijskim centrom i vinotekom.

Bududi da je rije¢ o vinorodnom
kraju, struéni dio je zavrsio posjetom
Vinskom hramu Brenholc u Jeruzale-
mu, gdje se moglo kusati nekoliko do-
macdih sorti vina i nakon toga uZivati u
objedu sastavljenom od prlekijskih
specijaliteta ("Gobova juha, svinska
pecenka, puranji pariski, praZen
krompir, zelenjava, solata, ajdova po-
gaca. Ob prihodu dobrodoslica v kleti
z dvema sortama vina."). Povratak u
Zagreb bio je oko 21 sat.
